No answer
has been received from headquarters.

The positions, in the mounted cus-
toms service pay well and the Insur-
rectos think that they should be ap-
pointed to them- - A similar demand
was made early in July by Blanco's
soldiers but the officials in Mexico
City took no action in the matter and
did not even answer the messages sent.
