The Conservation Congress
Takes Up Many Matters
of Rural Life.

TO 1CAKE COUNTRY
LIKE ATTRACTIVE

Kansas City, Mo., Sept. 23. The num-
ber of notable men who will be in at-
tendance npon the third National Con-
servation congress, which will open in
Kansas City. Monday, September 26,
will make this gathering one of the
most important ever held in the conn-tr- y.

The personnel of the honorary
guests will include president Taft, sec-
retaries Wilson and Fisher. reoresenta- -
tlves of a number of foreign govern-- i
ments, judges of the supreme court,
the mayors of many cities, the govern-
ors of many states, the presidents of
colleges and universities and a number
of prominent clergymen and educators.
The official guest, in addition to the
officers of the congress, will include 15
delegates appointed by the governor of
each state and territory, five' delegates
appointed by the mayor of each city

Most Intpertaat Coagrees.
This year's Conservation oongresa

will be the moat important ever held.
The first one, which was held in Se-

attle 1909, dealt with questions
the far west, including chiefly water
power and forestry. The second, held
last year in St Paul, was devoted es-
pecially to the consideration of publlo
lands and their utilization. This third
congress, held In Kansas City, will deal
entirely with the conservation of the
farm and everything pertaining to the
Interest of the farmer. As Kansas

is located in central part of
the country. In the heaot of the great-
est farm areas of world, this sub-
ject can be considered here 'with es-
pecial significance The National
Grange, and various other termers' or-
ganizations are actively interested in
the congress and-- is expected that
several thousand tenners be in at-
tendance.

The conservation of soil fertility
be one of the most important sub-

jects considered. In New England and
various other parts of the country.
there are hundreds of abandoned farms
which are useless because bracmg unt" TBt
the soil has become sterile and unpro-
ductive. The cich fields of the middle
west show signs being over-
worked, but their term of service
been short This con-
gress alms to help tile farmer provide
for the fertility of thesoll so that
there la no possibility ot its becoming
exhausted.

The sterilitr of rural life is

graTe question which only recently has
been considered. It receive more
attention at the Kansas
than has ever before been given to it
There is no reason why country life
hould be made quite as attractive

as city life if there is proper recogni-
tion of Importance of social develop-
ment city man is now endeavor-
ing to back to the country In or
der to give his family the benefit of
country life, but comparatively few
farmers hare realized the need of bring-
ing the advantages of the city
their homes. There should be
organizations, modeled after busi-
ness mens' associations of the larger
towns, and there should be hearty co-
operation between the two. In bringing

matter before the congress it Is
hoped the business men may be
brought to see the advantages of tak-
ing the initiative in securing this co
operation, even to the extent of
the farmers to start their organizations.

NEW POLYGAMY LAW
FORMALLY ADOPTED

St Petersburg, Russia, Sept. 23. The
marriage regulations governing the
members of the imperial family have
been changed in an important particu
lar by recent imperial decree. Hither-
to the statute concerning the imperial
family incorporated in the fundamental
laws prohibited members of that fam-
ily from marrying any but persons be-
longing to ruling or sovereign house.
The only escape from this was ina recourse to a morganatic mar-
riage, involving a permanent estrange-
ment from the imperial court.

Liberty I Granted.
The emperor has now lowered the

bars for the more remote issue of em-
perors. Grand dukes grand duch-
esses only re henceforth Drohibited
from marrying outside reigning houses.
As the grand ducal title appertains only
io granasons or granaaaugnters of em- -
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as the more remote issue is called, gain
noerty oi marriage.

Consequently, the farmer's wife
mutt have more help of every kind.
Her work must be lightened bv ev-
ery labor saving device. She should
have better means of communication
with her friends and every possible so-
cial facility. The congress is going to
give especial attention to women's
clubs in the country and endeavor to
stimulate the number of farm women's
organizations by having some thor-
oughly experienced women discuss
the best means of securing more rural
clubs.

Aates or the Farm.
The advent of the automobile to the

farm is also a factor in the socialprogress of the community. Good roadsInvariably follow the automobile.
Further than this, the automobile
makes It possible to pay neighborly
visits to a degree not to be thought
of when there were only horses to bedepended upon. While many people
scoff at having an automobile on a
fanfl, it already ha been proved thatthe advent of one or two of these ma-

Do Not Want War; Emper
or's Special Messengers
Are Privileged.

MOVING PICTURES

Berlin. Germany, Sept 23. The Mo-
rocco issue has greatly strengthened
the hands of the Socialists since the
government is not thought to have cov-
ered Itself with glory in the nego
tiations, and the main object of the re-
cent demonstration at the suburb of
Treptow was to keep public attention
concentrated on this.

Two hundred thousand Socialists of
Berlin marched out to Treptow, cover-
ing from five to eight miles, according
to the section of Berlin in which they
live, and stood for several hours undera broiling sun to show their oppsi-tio- n

to any warlike settlement of the
(Moroccan negotiations. Four hundred
and 60 heat prostrations requiring med
ical attenaance were reported.

Evidence at Leralrv.
The question at issue was scarcely a

vital one, as a peaceful issue of thenegotiations was generally anticipated,
but the order of the day was implicitly
obeyed by the Socialist army, and the
thousands of workmen cheerfully gave
up their weekly holiday and enduredgreat discomfort to show their loyalty
to their party and its leaders. Speak-
ers' stands were erected at a dozen
points, and from these a resolution ofprotest was proposed and. as is always the case at Socialist demonstra-
tions, unanimously adopted.

This absolute discipline and loyalty
of the Socialist followers attracted
scarcely any comment in the Berlinpapers, so frequently has it been mani-
fested, and political opponents have no
hope of the Socialist organization
breaking down in the coming relchs-ta- g

elections in spite of the death or
aging- weakness of some of the prom-
inent leaders.
