Eleventh Hour Concessions
1 by Turkey Rejected and
T Occupation Ordered.

LEGATIONS ARE SENT
NOTICE OP THE MOVE

Rome, Italy, Sept 28. The Italian
government has notified Turkey of its
intention to occupy Tripoli and Cyrene.
Economic concessions offered by Tur-
key at the eleventh hour are rejected
by Italy, which annonuces its purpose
to protect its interests and its dignity
In its own way, relying no longer on
Ottoman promises.

Italyte purpose is set forth in a
note addressed by the Italian foreign
minister to the Italian charge d' affairs
at Constantinople. This note is sup-
posed to have been prepared some time
during Tuesday night but the exact
hour of its delivery to the porte Is not
revealed.

la Am titbntiH.
The communication, while leaving no

opportunity for negotiations OTer the
fact of occupation, is an ultimatum in
that it demands that the Turkish gov-
ernment replv within 24 hours declar-
ing that it will not oppose the meas-
ures which Italy has adopted to affect
the solution of the difficulty which It
considers necessary. In the absence of
such a reply Italy will proceed immi-dlate- ly

"with measures destined to se-

cure the occupation."
Lesatleaa Notified.

The minister of foreign affairs has
sent the following telegram to the Ital-
ian legations at Athens, Belgrade, Cit-tlnj- e,

Sofia and Bukharest and also
to the Italian consulates In the Bal-

kans:
"The constant opposition of Turkey

to all legitimate and economic activity
on the part of Italians in Tripoli and
Cyrene and the danger which sur-
rounds our national relations at this
moment compels the Royal government
to take grave measures."

Iateatloa Aaaaaaeed.
A note addresed by the foreign of-

fices to the Italian charge d'affairs at
Constantinople very recently peremp-
torily fixed 24 hours as the period
within which the Turkish government
was to reply to the demands therein
set forth. Italy announces her inten-
tion to occupy Tripoli and Cyrene.

Italy Grows Impatient.
Some time during Tuesday night tne

Italian minister of foreign affairs,
marquis Di San Gluliano. addressed to
the Italian charge d'affaires at Con-
stantinople, signed Dl Martino, a note
which says:

"During a lone series of years the
government of Italy never ceased to
make representations to the porte on

--sthe absolute necessity of correcting the
state of disorder to which the govern-
ment of Turkey has abandoned Tripoli
and Cyrene. These regions should be
admitted to the benefits of the progress
realised by other parts of the Mediter-
ranean and Africa.

"This transformation, which is im-
posed bv the general exigencies of civ-
ilization, constitutes for Italy vital
interest of the first order by reason
of the slight distance separating these
countries from the coasts of Italy. Not-
withstanding the moderation and patinee
shown by the government of Italy, its
views concerning Tripoli have been
badly received by the imperial govern-
ment but more than that, all enterprise
on the part of Italians in the regions
mentioned has been systematically op-

posed and unjustly crushed.
Little Faith In Tarfcey.

The imperial government, which, to
the present time, has shown constant
hostilities towards all legitimate ao-tlri- ty

in Tripoli and in Cyrene. has by
an act in the last hour proposed to the
royal government to come to an agree-
ment and has declared Itself disposed
to accord all the economic concessions
compatible with the treaties in force
and in accordance with the dignity and
superior interests of Turkey; but the
royal government does not believe in
measures taken at this hour which re-
semble the negotiation of which it has
had experience In the past, which have
demonstrated their futility and which,
remote from constituting a guarantee
for the future, would be themselves
permanent causes of disagreement and
conflict."

Tarktoa Papers BHter.
Constantinople. Turkey. Sept. 28. The

newspapers suggest that all Ottoman
subjects refuse to pay their debts to
Italians in the event of an Italian oc-

cupation of Tripoli.
The Tripoli deputies held a meeting

here yesterday and discussed the situa-
tion. The authorities have prohibited
a public meeting of protest against the
threatening attitude of Italy, arranged
at Stamboul.

The "Tanln's" leading article says:
"The TrtpoUtan question brings on

the tapis the whole question of the re-
lations between Christianity and Islam.
The Turks have trespassed on nobody's
rights, yet, Italy is preparing to occu-
py Turkish territory on the pretext that
Germa3ry and France have taken away
the independence of Morocco.

"Such conduct is In violation of the
principles of international law, hu-
manity and civilisation. It Is evident
that there Is no Justice in Europe.
Treaties are merely Instruments of de-
ception which are destroyed when an
advantage Is to be gained thereby. The
Italian aggression is really the outcome

Colonia Dublan, Mexico, Sept 28 A
party of Mexicans set fire to a house
occupied by Chinamen on Pratt's farm
near Jackson's new mill, and as the
Chinese tried to escape from the burn-
ing house, they were attacked by the
Mexicans, who cut them badly with
their knives and took $100 from the
house. The Mexicans then went over
to visit the Porter Chinamen. Here
they were not so successful.

Two Mexicans went into the Union
Mercantile and one of them asked one
of the clerks for a pair of shoes.

PURSUING ROBBER
BAND IN SONORA

Officials Declare Escobosa
Is Only Heading

Bandit Gang
Cananea, Son, Hex.. Sept 28. The

pursuit of Isidrb Escobosa is going
merrily on and there are at present
about 800 men after him. He has left
the Arispe neighborhod and Is now go-

ing down the Sonora river valley with
the soldiers in hot pursuit There are
also some of the soldiers at a point
south and it is almost certain that Es-
cobosa will be a prisoner before the
week is over. His capture will almost
certainly mean his death.

Escoboza's opposition to the seating
of Gayou as vice governor of Sonora
is not considered seriously and the of-

ficials declare that this is only his ex-
cuse for committing acts of robbery
and other lawless deeds.

By actual count Escobosa has no
more than 20 men, officials claim, and
these, are now deserting him. the en-
tire command having scattered through
the mountains as soon as they learned
that the soldiers were in pursuit

In a few days the chamber of depu-
ties at Hermosillo will go over the
election returns and canvas the entire
vote. If they find that any underhand
methods were used to bring about the
seating of Gayou, he will be asked to
step down from his seat If, however,
they find the election to have been
honest, Gayou will be allowed to re-

He
was living in Arizpe at the time CoL
Juan G. Cabral took that town, and,
after the fall of the place. Escobosa:
started out with a small command, but
his method of warfare was such that
he was severely reprimanded on several
occasions by his superior officers, and
at one time was dismissed in front of
his men while the Maderlstas were In
the AJo mountains. The war did not
last long enough to suit Escobosa and
he has been in the field ever since
peace was declared.

Escobosa was last heard of near
Banamichl and was traveling south
with but half of his men with him. At
Placeritos he appropriated several sheep
from the Zurdo ranoh.
