This is from the Bulletin Issued
by the Department of Health for
July:

"SEE THAT YOCK. MILK IS
STANDARD."

"Commencing with this issue of
the Health Department Report, we
will publish a list of Analyses of
milk made during the month, with-th-

names of dairies from which
samples are taken. It Is our pur-
pose to see that the people of El
Paso get good milk, and we believe
that this method will assist us in
our endeavor. It will let the public
know what kind of milk it Is get-
ting and also give the worthy
dairyman due credit for his efforts.
Our city standard calls for 12 per-
cent solids, 4 percent butter fat and
a bacterial count of 100,000 per
cubic centimeter, so if your dairy-
man is furnishing you milk below

' this standard, you are not getting
value received. In a comparison of
our analvsis and that from other
places we believe that the people
of El Paso are faring a little better
in Milk than most places and we
shali see that they continue to do
so. The bacterial count gives you
a .very good idea of cleanliness in
handling the milk, as anything over
100,000 shows carelessness some-
where In this respect."

From the Report of Department
of Health for August, 1911:

"The report of the city chemist
and bacteriologist on the milk ex-

aminations for this month show
that a number of dairymen are fur-
nishing a very poor grade of milk
to the public In each case they
have been notified of the condi-

tions and warned that prosecutions
will follow unless their milk comes
up to standard. In this work we
can be given very valuable assist-
ance by the cooperation of the med-

ical fraternity by notifying their
patients whether their dairyman is
selling good milk or not. We ex-
pect to hear complaints from some
of the dairymen because of our
strict regulating of the dairies, but
the man who is selling good mHk
will not complain. The other fel-

low's complaint will do no good
and if he Is watering or separating
his milk or handling it in an un-

clean manner the sooner the public
knows It and he is put out of busi-
ness the better."

Colorado and Northern New

Mexico Washed Out
by Heavy Rain

The river Is now running more water
since the spring floods, as a result of
heavy rains north of Albuquerque, ex-
tending into Colorado. Much damage
has been done In northern New Mexico,
especially around Farmington, as a re-
sult of the heavy rains, and railroad
tracks and bridges have been washed
out

The stage coach has replaced the rail-
way In southwestern Colorado, to ac-
commodate the few who care to risk
transportation over the flooded dis-
tricts, a great area having been inun-
dated for 48 hours, the result of heavy
rains the past week which have caused
all river and creeks to overflow.

The damagv to town and farm prop-
erty will reach into hundreds of thou-
sands of dollars, according to reports
from the flooded district It is ru-
mored that many lives have been lost,
but no one ha? been found who can
verify th reports.

washed away, is extremely hazardous.

The
town f Kesperus was saved by miners
who dynamitt-- d the river and changed
its course late Satuiday night

Th entir-- country between Teliurlde
and Ridgeway along the Rio Grande
railway is Inundated with two to three
feet of water. There has been no rail-
road traffic between these towns for
more than 24 hours.

At Alamaso, Colo, a portion of the
levee of the Rio Grande broke early
fc'urday, and before repairs could be
made, part of the city was flooded,
prci't-rt- loss being heavy.

Xear Rico, the surging waters have
been washing huge boulders down Sil-
ver creek canyon, and citizens of Rico
have been kept awake two nights by
the thunderous roar of the water und
rocks

Del Norte and Wagonwheel Gap are
under water, and it is reported thatgreat damage has resulted to property,
the Rio Grande, Gunnison. San Juan
and Ccnejcs rivers all overflowing their
banks since early Sunday morning.

held under a $5000 bond in 1 Paso,
Texas, to guarantee her appearance as a
witness against Isaac Alderete. AUerete
was arrested by the federal authorities
of El Paso on a complaint charging him
with furnishing money to take Miss

' Hoover from Denver to El Paso for im-- i
moral purposes, tie was treed, on a
bond of $8000.

'Miss Hoover, according to her mother,
Mrs. Jessie W. Weaver, was formerly
eroploved as stenographer for the Sperry-Hutcbins-

Trading Stamps company of
Denver. She left their employ two years
ao to marrv Joe Ferring, employed a
that time by tbe Capitol Ice company.

"The couple went to 1 Paso on a
honeymoon and there the bride of one
week was deserted, she charges. It was
while stranded there that she was in-

troduced to Alderete, clerk of the district
court, and the latter was asked to give
her a position.

'Miss Hoover returned to Denver in
July. She said she had been divorced

and was engaged to marry Alderete. He
came to Denver a week later and visited
Miss Hoover at her home. Miss Hoover
returned to 1 Paso July 9.

' Mr. Alderete and mv daughter were
engaged to be married next summer,'
said Mrs. Weaver today. "Mr. Alderete
is one of the nicest men I ever met and
I can scarcelv believe the news. He had
been so nice to Jessie and she loved him
so much that I never thought of a thing
of this kind. There must be some mis-
take.'"

When arrested last Thursday Alderete
said: "I do not know anything about
it. All I know is Mrs. Hoover got a
divorce in mv court. I knew her before,
witen she wae down here with her bus-ban- d.

I do not know anything about
the ticket. I did not buy it for her or
help to buy it."

Jessie Hoover, the witness, said: "I
came here from Denver, Colo., about a
year and a half ago. I know Mr.
Alderete in a business way, having met
him at the time I got my divorce in his
court. I am not employed at present
but did work for awhile for Mr. Alderete.
doing some typewriting. I live at 2029
Texas street and formerly lived" at the
Avalon rooms. 212 San Antonio street.

"Alderete did not send me a ticket to
come from Denver, nor did anyone else.
I paid nry own fare. In Denver my hus.
'band and mvself lived at 1224 Stout
street. I think he is in .business there,
birt I am not sure."

Alderete is a married man and be said
today that he bad not been divorced.
Xo divorce suit is pending.

I Jessie il. .Hoover emng tiled suit for
divorce against Joseph P. Ferring, in the
41st district court. The decree was
granted on Tune 12. 1911. The petition
stated that the plaintiff and defendant
were married at Littleton, Colo., Nov. 15,
1909, and lived together until Nov. 22,
1909, when defendant left plaintiff sit-
ting in a park in El Paso and said that
he would return in a few minutes, but
she never saw him again.

POSTPONE ALDERETE
HEARING TO TUESDAY

District Attorney Asks It
Put Off Until Grand

Jury Adjourns
Upon motion of United States district

attorney C A. Boynton, the case of Isaac
Alderete, charged with a violation oi the
white slave law, was postponed until
Tuesdav morning. The case was to have
been tried before United States commis-
sioner Geo. B. Oliver Monday morning,
but the district artornev asked that it
be postponed until after the adjourn-
ment of the federal grand iury.
