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How many of the minor leagnera

who have been sold and drafted and
"fanned" for big league service in
1912 will stick with the "big Show"?
Will the future prospective Ty Cobbs
and Matthewson and Magees and Cotes
and others of that class be back In
the "bush" leagues and fast
minor leagues by July 4? How many
will even go South with the big fel-

lows for training?
The draft proposition in baseball is

a peculiar thing. It costs tne major
leagues a large sum of money each
year to draft and purchase players
from the minors. At the same time,
the minor leagues are displeased with
the draft system because by that
method they are obliged to let go of
their best players for a small amount
whereas, If tbey could hold them, the
players would be the cause of In-

creased gate receipts because of their
popularity; they would help the team
In the flight for the pennant and if
a club was squeezed for money it
could realise on the player or players
In question. But now a club owner is
forced to el! his best player for what-
ever he can get because If he don't
that player may be drafted and only
a small sum would be realised.

It is for fear of that draft rule that
some owners of clubs dispose of a
player before the drafting time opens.
In many cases a club owner who sells
his "star," will get the city fans sore
at him. Fans don't want to see a
player sold because it weakens the
dub and lessens the chances of win-uln- a;

the pennant
Of course there are times when it

pays a club owner to sell his best man
as was the case with Marty OToole
of the 8t Paul dub who was sold to
the Pittsburg team for fSBSOO the
highest prica ever paid for a ball play-
er. Owner George Lennon would have
been considered a poor business man
If he bad not accepted that fortune for
the "red top."

When $10,000 was paid for "Spike"
Shannon a few years back fans
thought the New York dub was crazy.
When "Rube" Marquard brought $11,-00- 0

to tiie Indianapolis dub from the
Giants, It was believed that McGraw
was weak minded and all the more
o when the "Rube" failed to show

form. Bat the "Rube" made good this
leason. Then came that $12,000 sale
of "Lefty" Russell to the Athletics.
All these figures were considered large
enough to make the fans gasp, but
the climax came when $22,500 was
paid for Marty OToole. Why, on one
flay alone, there was four big league
scouts and managers In Milwaukee to
bid for OToole. But Pittsburg got
him.

Are there any other OToole's among
the boys drafted or sold? Are there
my in the draft sold or "farm" dass
who will set fire to the big leagues?
Time alone will telL Off hand one is
able to say that the material that
"goes up" from the minor to the major
leagues this vear does not look quite
so good as in previous years. But
one never can telL The busber who
was drafted on the advice of some
friend may prove a better man than
the $10,000 beauty. The lad who was
over-looke- d by the scouts and then
picked up by accident by some sport-
ing editor may prove a star. On the
other band a prospective star watched
closely by a half dozen scouts and
wanted by as many dubs may prove
to be a lemon.

Not many players were sold to the
big leagues this year, although some
of the majors grabbed a bunch of
youngsters from the coast who are
said to be good. But the Eastern
League and the American Association
and the Southern League didn't turn
out a great many stars. This is be-

cause the three leagues in question
have many big league cast-off- s. Of
course the youngsters are developed in
the minors but sometimes it takes sev-

eral years before the "kid" is con-

sidered fast enough for the American
and National Leagues.

Among the players disposed of by
sale this season to the big leagues is
Baskette, pitcher, from the Toledo
club, sold to Cleveland, He hi ex-

pected to make good. Marty OToole
and Catcher Billy KeDey were sold by
St Paul to Pittsburg; Cravath of Min-
neapolis, to Philadelphia Nationals.
Cravath is a corker and will make
good without a bit of trouble.
Columbus sold Pitcher Lessard but the
young fellow was claimed by death a
few weeks ago. The Eastern League
disposed of very few players to the
majors.

It is about three wees ago that the
drafts were announced by the national

Bbbets Brooklyn dub was the
luckiest one among the majors in haul-
ing down timber. Eboetts had Scout
Sutton travel all over the country and
as a result that club put in all kinds
of claims for players.

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Commander Eva Booth Ad-

dresses Prison Associa-
tion on Reform Work

Omaha. Neb Oct 19. The work of
the Salvation Army and kindred organi-
sations among prisoners and those dis-

charged from prison, was the subject of
paper read by Miss Eva Booth, com-

mander of the Salvation Army, before
the American Prison association hare.
The address embodied the findings of
the standing committee on dlBcnargea
prisoners of which Hiss Booth is chair-
man.

Miss Booth made a strong plea for co-

operation between the prison authori-
ties and the organisations working for
the welfare of the prisoners. She stat-th- at

much could be done for convicts,
were It possible to work among them
while they were yet uicarcerweo, in-

stead of being obliged to wait their
parole or dismissal.

She said that such organizations
among the prisoners served as a shield
between the state and society and that
in order to make such a shield effective
to the prisoners, it was necessary for
the organisations to hav access to the
houses of correction.

With regard to the handling of dis-
charged prisoners. Miss Booth limited
herself almost entirely to the methods
employed by the Salvation Army. On
this topic Miss Booth said in part:

"Sometimes the arrangements for the
discharged man consists of restoration
to friends. Frequently they consist of

position to which to go. Involving
transportation to some distant place,
and in other cases no such arrangement
has been found possible, in which case
temporary care must be extended. Al-

ways associated with such care is the
obligation to work on the part of the'
recipient We permit no Indolence or
idleness with any of those with whom
we deal. As in the cas with other
branches of our system for the aid of
the needy, so In this, work by the sub-
ject is an essential element associated
with his rehabiliation.

"This temporary help or care is not
bestowed under the roof of a "Home for
discharged prisoners." We have no
such homes throughout the United
States and Canada. Our experience
goes to show that the assistance ren-
dered to these needy cases should be
merged with the efforts made to help
other needy cases without any such
distinguishing label "for discharged
prisoners."

"The army is in the fortunate con-

dition where it can do good work with-
out the home as an Inte-
gral part of Its system, for we have
developed so much of other institution-
al work that It is an easy matter for us
to temporarily care for any man who
comes to us from penal institutions
bv placing him with the management
of one of these workshops pending the
finding for him of other employment
Here ne at once loses the stigma of
prison life. He Just takes his place
among the other men and shares with
them the benefits of the Institution
i.t nrhixh ho hns come. This consists
of clothing, food and lodging, together j

with a vigorous c hristian management
snd plen'v of hea'tlv worn, tor wmcu
be at once Degms to recouo
remuneration n addition to tne
hlp of material and moral son
ipdlcated. None of his reiiow
inmates know of his recent Incar-
ceration the management Is acquainted
and wisely uses that knowledge --In the
intelligent handling of the cases. We
individualize in the treatment and thus
meet the need of the patient and by the
law of evolution he gradually ascends
the social scale.

"Before leavins this matter I must
say that one of the most important
functions of an organisation such as
the Salvation army Is to show an In-

terest in the suffering family of the
man who has got into trouble.

'Here is a field for the operation of
an agency such as ours and verv oftsn

e are privileged to step into such
renditions and tender the offices of
friend and counselor, providing tem-rorn- rv

heli and pekintc to arrange for
the care of the children and make pos-
sible tlie support of tho mother. To us.
the privilege of rendering material aid
as important as that may be, becomes
small as compared with the whisper-
ing of words of hope and comfort to the
lacerated and despairing heart, and thus
seeking to mitigate to some extent the
crushing sorrow."

Miss Booth closed her address with a.
strong plea for the aid of the Ameri-
can Prison association in bringing
al-ou- t an extension of the parole sys-
tem, citing the success of such meth-
ods under the united cTorts of the Eng-
lish authorities an1 her father. Gen.
Booth, commander in chief of the Sal-

vation armv.

Discussing before the American Pris-

on congress the case of innocent de-
pendents of criminals, William H. Venn,
of Detroit, parole officer of the state
of Michigan, urged the abandonment of
the contract prison labor system.

"In the state of Michigan the con-
tract system is doomed," said Mr. Venn.
"its expiring gasp having been slated
by legislative enactment. In most, if not
all, other states it is held in disrepute,
especially among the ranks of free
toilers, whether organized or unorgan-
ized. When the state, the prisoner or
his family receives the profit from pris-
on labor, and not some contracting firm
which pays to the state the paltry sum
of from 35 to 75 cents per day for the
toil of its wards, the mouth of the ob-

jector is silenced."
Mr. Venn outlined the compensation

plan operated In the Detroit house of
correction, whicn he said had met with
general commendation.
