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State Attorneys Challenge
Four on Alleged

Bias Charge

Los Angeles, Calif., Oct. 20. The men
who probably will be the first two jurors
in the McNanara murder case were se-

lected in court today. They are Seaborn
H. Manning and F. D. Green, both men
already passed for cause by the defence
were passed by the state today and in-

dications were that Manning and prob-
ably Green would escape peremptory
challenge.

I issue in judge Walter BonrweU's court
today m the effort to get a jury to try
James B. McXamara for tflie murder of
Charles J. Haggerty, who was killed in
the Los Angeles Times explosion and fire
a year ago.

Four Opposed to Death Penalty.
Four successive talesmen under exam- -

! ination by tihe state said that they were
I opposed to infliction of the death pen

alty. E. F. Decker, a landscape garoener,
when questioned by the court said flatly
that he would not return a verdict of
guilty in a capital crime on circumstan-
tial evidence.

The case of T. W. Adams and A. R.
Mcintosh, who also opposed infliction of
the death penalty on circumstantial evi-
dence (were taken under consideration by
the court, making in all (five talesmen
now under challenge for cause.

& H. Manning, already passed for
cause by the defence, also was passed by
the state, being the first talesman to
ipaasboth sides. He probably will be
the first final juror unless excused by
the peremptory challenge.

F. D. Green, a retired rancher, also
was examined by the state and passed
for cause.

The state challenged talesmen T. W.
Adams at the opening of the trial
today because of implied bias. The
challenge mas based on Adams's opposi-
tion to the death penalty and also what
the California criminal code defines as
"actual bios." The court took the mat-
ter under consideration.

The challenge was resisted by attorney
Darrow fori the defence who cross exam-
ined Adams. The talesman said he be-

lieved the Times disaster was due to a
eas exnlosian. having formed the opinion

f from reading of the case in newspapers
and magazines, tie objected strongly to
circumstantial evidence.

There is no section of the criminal
code covering circumstantial evidence
and for this reason, it was necessary to
construe Adams's attitude on this ques
tion as bias toward the prisoner.

Adams is a socialist and a portion of
his examination was taken up in separat-
ing his theoretical political beliefs and
his personal attitude toward the pris
oner.

The state takes the position that be-
lief m the gas theory Is virtually belief
in the innocence of the defendant.

A few minutes later the state also
challenged talesman A. R. Mcintosh be-
cause of his objection to the death
penalty on circumstantial evidence.

This challenge also wms resisted by the
defence. Implied bias was the formal
ground for the challenge.

"I would convict no man on circum-
stantial evidence." insisted Mcintosh
with emphasis, when questioned by the
defence.

"Now, suppose the evidence were en-
tirely circumstantial, would you find tfte
defendant guilty in any case?" he was
asked.

"I might find him guilty, but I would
not impose the death penalty on circum-
stantial evidence," answered Mcintosh.

The court also took his challenge un-
der consideration.

E. F. Decker, a landscape gardener, de-
clared on direct, and later on cross
examination that he could return a ver-
dict of guilty on circumstantial evidence
providing the death penalty was not
imposed.

The court interrogated Decker and
drew forth the statement that he could
not render a verdict of guilty if it meant
the death, penalty for the defendant.
The court allowed the challenge, inter
posed by the state.

Talesman Seaborn H. Manning next
was interrogated and passed for cause by
the gtate. He was the fn-B-t to with-
stand the questions of the prosecution
without being challenged.

Talesman F. D. Green under went a
brief examination hv the state and was
also passed for cause.

although the situation had been grave
recently, the outlook was now much
improved, a.id the ultimate triumph of
the government was certain.

A rumor was current that the rebels
had cut the railroad behind the im-
perial troops and captured Siaokan. 30
miles north of Hankow.

Another native report was that the
rebels held the railway tunnel at Sin
Tang Chow, in the southern part of
Ho Nan province, and about 100 miles
north of Hankow.

Attempts to establish wireless com-
munication between the capital and
Hankow have thus far been fruitless

Foreign Legations Hear Little.
The foreign legations in Pekin have

received no dispatches from Hankow
since 6 oclock last evening. The lastmessage from American consul generalRoger Greene only that thefighting had begun. It is belieed,
however, that the concessions in Han-
kow are safe, and that the 10 or Jforeign cruisers and gunboats in theharbor are ample protection, even from
the joint Chinese army and navy.

But it will be impossible to prevent
shells from endangering foreign-

ers, or conflagrations and looting bv
the rabble. It be difficult to
cordon the concessions because only
