Such s street should be carzied over the Rio Graude on &
modern, griistic, substantial brdge of reinforoed comerete not less than 70 or 80
feet wifde. The proposed international highway, boulevasd, or pased should he
smoothly paved throughout its legth and lined at close intervals with clusters
of briliamt Kghts, The sifewslks and hghting clusters, as wall as the paved road-
way, should be carried across the river on the bridge without snv bresk in their
rontinuity.
