The presidential yacht, Mayflower,

elected to carry Mr. Meyer and his
guests, including members of the sen-
ate and house committee on naval af-
fairs, was anchored off West 2Jrd
street. The arrangements provided
first for a luncheon on board, fol-
lowed by a brief reception to rear ad-
miral Osterhaus, commander In chief,
accompanied by the division command-
ers of the fleet; next, return visit by
secretary Meyer to the flagships of the
first second, third, fourth, fifth and
possibly sixth divisions, and, lastly, late
In the afternoon inspection of the en-
tire line.

Orders on the Connecticut were for a
6alute of 19 guns when the secretary un-
furled his flag on the Mayflower, then
each flagship was to salute after he
made his call.

Twenty-fou- r Ships in Line
Are Reviewed by Ad-

miral Thomas.

FAMOUS OREGON IS
ONLY BATTLESHIP

Los Angeles, Cal., Nov. 1. The roar
of big naval guns announced today the
review of the Pacific fleet, the com-
panion piece W the big display of the
Atlantic fleet on the other side of the
continent.

The fleet, 24 ships in all, with two
submarines, arrived off Los Angeles
harbor before dawn and when the mists
lifted, daylight revealed one of the
greatest aggregations of warships ever
assembled on the Pacific. The great sea
fighters stretched from a point oppo-
site San Pedro to Long Beach, seven
miles away.

Oregon Only Battleship.
Conspicuous in the quietly swaying

line was the famous old warrior Ore-
gon, refurnished and given a family
resemblance to her younger sisters by
the big military mast arising above her
after turret. The Oregon is the only
real battleship heavily armed and ar-
mored among all the 24 large vessels,
and the old ship was the center of in-

terest for the party of guests invited
by the secretary of navy Meyer to ac-
company admiral Thomas on his tour
of review. The review vessel was the lit-
tle gunboat Vicksburg.

After bringing the fleet up from San
Diego, admiral Thomas transferred
command of the fleet temporarily to
rear admiral Southerland.

At 12:45 oclock the review began. The
fleet was maneuvered into four lines,,
forming a parallelogram, the four cor-
ners of which were marked by the
cruisers West Virginia, flagship of the
second division, Ue destroyer Whipple,
the submarine Pike and the submarine
Grampus.

Thousands Attend Review.
Thousands of citisens visited the har-

bor and lined the shore when the thun-
der of guns in the first salute an-
nounced that the review had begun.
Every ship was dressed. Flags broke
out everywhere, and there was a con-
tinuous roar of ordnance as the little
Vicksburg steamed up and down the
steel walled lines of warships.

The second line was made up of ad-

miral Thomas's flagship, California, the
cruisers South Dakota, Maryland and
Colorado, the transport Buffalo and the
supply ship Glacier. The Oregon was
the second ship in the third line, com-
ing next to the West Virginia.

The Government Sanatorium

Near Silver City Proves a
Valuable Asset.

SILVER CITY IS
. CENTER FOR TRADE

(By G. A. Martin.)
Silver City, N. M.. Nov. 1. The great-

est consumptive sanatorium in the
world is located near Silver City. It is
a paternal institution, erected by Uncle
Samuel for his sick sons of the United
States army. As a financial asset to
Silver City, it is worth many thousands
of dollars a year; as an asset for the
restoration of the health of the army,
Its worth is inestimable, for annually
scores and scores of the fighting men
of the country are turned out well and
hearty, after coming here expecting to
die.

Being known all over ther United
States as "the place where tuberculosis
Is cured," Silver City is annually the
mecca cf thousands seeking relief from
the white plague. The New Mexico
Cottage sanitarium, a few miles from
town, is the largest private institution
of its kind in the country and annual-
ly attracts hundreds of patients. Many
of the farm houses throughout the re-
gion have boarders who are here for
relief from lung trouble and many of
the mining camps have men of ability
on their payroll as clerks and office
men 'who have to stay out here for "the
cure," as they call It

The Government Hospital.
Fort Bayard, nine miles from Silver

City, is the United States hospital for
soldiers and officers of the army who
have contracted lung troubles, and the
annual expenditure at that place
mounts into the millions. Much build-
ing has been done of late and thou-
sands of dollars have been spent in
macadamizing driveways, building quar-
termaster's stables and corrals, black-
smith shops, storehouses, a waterworks
system and making other Improvements.
AH the buildings of the old fort were
utilized when the place was abandoned
as an army post and turned into an
army hospital, but so many new ones
have been erected that It looks like a
new place.

Only one of the orglnal adobe build-
ings of the old fort of the sixties yet
remains, and it Is in a good state of
preservation and is in use as a store-
house. Many of the old brick buildings,
built in the early eighties, are still
standing and in good condition.

Beautiful yards aad lawns are seen
everywhere, with large cottonwood
trees snading the driveways, one or

tares or thajsaoe Jm wib.io- -
r "sunshun amusement halL"

built entirely of wod and glass, where
the patients may read aad write and
play pool or billiards under the glare
of the sun, yet protected from the ele-
ments. The patients" sleep on porches
or in tent houses or Just tents, accord-ing-t- o

the advanced stage of their dis-
ease. Where they sleep on porches, two
men occupy a room for dressing pur-
poses, with their Iron beds on the porch
outside, with , curtains to drop when It
rains or the wind blows.

Amusements Plentlfal.
There is a canteen where soft drinks

and magaalnes and papers are sold, a
poatofflce where the mall is received
once a day, a gymnasium, an amuse-
ment hall In, addition to the "solarium."
a baseball diamond with ample grand-
stand accommodations, and everything
to help the patients to pass the time.
The officers have their club the same as
at any fort The place Is administered
on military lines and all the officers on
duty in executive capacities have eith-
er been sent there for tubercular af-
flictions or, being medical men, are
there because of their expert knowledge
in combating the plague.
.Rides and walks into the mountains

are permitted the convalescent patients
and some of them who are far enough
recovered to permit are allowed to do
light work, for which they receive ad-
ditional compensation. All the patients,
being on sick leave from their regular
organisations, set their regular pay
and. besides, the government pays for
their food, which, because of their In-
valid condition, is superior to the reg-
ular army ration. Many men are here
from the National Soldiers' homes and
these are allowed $5 a week for food
and also receive an allowance for to-
bacco, in addition to their pensions. It
is no poor farm or poor man's hospital,
this paternal institution at Fort Bay-
ard, out here in this wonderful moun-
tain climate, and the annual amount of
money that finds its way Into Silver
City as a result of this government in-
stitution for sick soldiers is tremen-
dous.

Sliver City a Supply Center.
Although the sanatorium and most of

the big mining companies have their
eastern purchasing aeents and ship in
the bulk their supplies, there is much
that they have to buy at home and.
Silver City being the biggest supply
center, gets the business. EI Paso, be-
ing the supply center for Silver City,
profits also. Big orders that cannot
be filled In Silver City are bought di-

rect from El Paso and the Chlno Copper
company at Santa Rita alone spends
a tremendous sum each year in El Paso
for pipe fittings, to say nothing of
other supplies. Much of the expert la-

bor for the different localities round
Silver City comes from El Paso and
carpenters, painters, plumbers, stenog-
raphers, bookkeepers and others mak-
ing their salaries now In the camps and
towns in Grant county have families in
El Paso. This section as a contributor
to El Paso in a financial way. is one
of the most important in the en-

tire southwest and its importance is in-
creasing, for the mines are not nearly
all developed and as a health-reso-

rt the
country is growing in population every
year.

Town Bailt lAIong a Gulch.
You come up a gulch to get into Sil-

ver City, and the town bursts upon you
all of a sudden as the locomotive labors
up the grade, past the old smelter, and
wheeses up to the little red station of
the Santa Fe road. The gulch makes a
bend like an elbow and broadens out
as It goes on up Into the mountains.
The town follows this gulch in one
place the town is on both sides of the
gujeh and makes the bend around the
elbow, but it has been building so fast
that It has now commenced to grow-acros-

the mountain In the bend of the
elbow, and some of the town of Silver
City, therefore, reminds a visitor of
Bisbee. Silver uity nas plenty 01 trees
and flowers and is a very attractive,
homelike little place. It has plenty of
substantial stores, many pretty homes,
and Its cement sidewalks are Its pride.
It Is possible to walk for miles along
cement sidewalks from the Santa Fe
station

" around the elbow, up to the
state normal school without getting
off a cement sidewalk, and all along
the route are either substantial stores
or pretty residences, with nice, well
