The excitement that preceded the
change government was quickly al-
layed. Fear of excesses had kept the
populace In a nervous state. For sev-
eral days there has been no local gov-
ernment and the maintenance pijlle
order devolved on volunteer guards re-
cruited from the best families.

Compromise Fails.
On Sunday representatives of the con-

servative element who favored the es-
tablishment of the temporary independ-
ence of the city made a futile attempt
to compromise with the radical fac-
tion, which demanded the surrender of
the city to the revolutionists. Lastnight it was plain that the radicals
were in control and. alarmed at the
possibility of mob rule, Taotal Chang
fled to Hong Kong. Throughout thenight a feeling of uneasiness pre-
vailed and this was increased this
morning by a rumor that the wells of
the city had been poisoned by Manchus
from Foo Chow.

Confidence Is Restored.
As the day progressed the republican

leaders showed that they had their fol
lowers well In hand, and the popular
fear gave way to a sense of security.

Attack on Nanking Starts.
San Francisco, Calif., Nov. 14. Pro-

vided with the arms and ammunition
for which thev have been waiting for
several days, the revolutionary forces
began an attack on Nanking early to-
day, according to cable advices re-
ceived by the Chinese Eyee Press, of
this city. Th advices say that the
imperial forces have been driven to
the Ptirple Hills and that their posi-
tion is desperate.

The cable dispatch further says that
13 war vessels captured recently by
the revolutionary forces are on the
way to Nanking to aid the land forces.

A Hong Kong cable to the Free
Press says that Kwang Tung province,
the capital of which is Canton, has
elected a Cantonese, Lee Yuk Tong.
minister of finance of that province.
He is prominent as a merchant of Hong

Mexican Cabinet Decides to
Send Large Force

to Morelos
Mexico City, Mex, Nov. 14. ihe cab-

inet has decided to send a large force
of fighters into Morelos and adjoin-
ing states, where Emiliano Zapata has
been waging war for several months.
This decision came after a peace dele-
gation returned from Morelos and saidzapata not only would not listen to,
their peace terms, but laid down an
ultimatum.

Zapata will consider nothing but un-
conditional pardon, the resignation of
Gen. Figueroa. would-b- e provisional
governor of Morelos, and the with-
drawal of all federal troops from the
state.

At Laredo, Tex., federal Judge Burns
Instructed the grand jury to investi-
gate rumors that a plot is being
hatched in Laredo to overthrow the
Madero government.

The other rebel leader, Jose Gomez,
whose particular point of operation is
at Juchltlan, has inhabitants of that
town at his mercy.

Has Larsrer Machine Than Redder.The Wright machine which Fowler
is using is much larger thar the one in
which Rodgers made his historic flight
from New York to Pasadena. Rodsrers'
machine was a baby Wright which was
built for racing and is much smaller
than the one Fowler is using for his
coast to coast cruise. The wing spread
Is 28 feet six inches and the radiator

f of the Fowler machine is to the right
oi me motor ana is an enlongated brass
box instead of the automobile radiator
which sat in front of the engine on
Rodgers' aeroplane. ETery part of the
Fowler machine is spick and span and
does not show the wear and tear of the
cross country flight as did Rodgers'
craft.
Different .From Hamilton's Xaehlae.
The Wright machine is much differ-

ent from the Curtiss biplane which
Charles K. Hamilton first flew in El
Paso for the El Paso Herald The gold-
en biplane which was used by Hamilton
was the same one Glenn Curtis used in
winning the first speed record at
Reams, France, and was one of the firstracing machines ever made b the Cur-
tiss factories at Haxnmondsport. N. Y ,
where Curtiss made motorcvcles oefore
be became interested in aeroplanes. The
Curtiss machine has two auxiliary
planes swung vetween the two main
planes, nearer the upper than the low-
er of the large planes. These auxlliarv
planes gave the warping results which
are gained in the original Wright mod-
els by the warping of the outer sec-
tions of the two main planes When
the warping lever on a Wright ma-
chine is thrown to the left the risht
wings are eleiated and the left ones
lowered automatically, the nec-
essary change in the stability of the
machine which Is necessary when mak-
ing spirals or counteracting the une-
qual air pressure.

Sits In Keeps of Steel.
The same erfect is obtained in the

Curtiss machine by the small, auxili-
ary planes swung beneath the upper
main pine. The control of these auxil-
iary planes and of the equilibrium of
the craft is entirely different, however.
Instead of a lever, as in the Wright
machine, the aiiator sits ir a hoop of
steel like the arm of a chair and bv
swinging his body, the auxillarv planes
are warped to get the required stabil- -

it.The elevator on the Curtiss type ma-
chine is a small box kite like arrange-
ment which projects In front of the
aviator and Is attached to the main
