New York, N. Y Nov. 22. Stocks
continued during the morning the ad-
vance which was begun yesterday un-

Except for brief periods of recession
caused largely by realising, the mar-
ket held strong through the morning
and some substantial gains were
made. Speculation was consid-
erably broader and Increased interest
was shown in minor industrials and
specialties.

Operations were resumed on the
long side of the market on an in-
creased volume of business in the sec-
ond hour. The rise took in such rep-
resentative stocks as St Paul. New
York Central and the Hill group. Ac-
tive stocks generally returned to their
earlier high prices, but the rally in
the coalers induced fresh selling in the
stocks. Lehigh Valley relapsed tc
fractionally below yesterday's closing
and Reading surrendered most of its
gain. This selling checked the ad
vance, but these were no recessions of
consequence elsewhere.
