It
Is here that young America is taught
to disregard constitutional authority
and moral and religious restraint.

Can't legislate Sin Out of Mhh.
"This evil, if ever destroyed, will be

put out by education, and agitation.
Tou cannot legislate sin out of a man,
but you can control and regulate by
law.

"Thanksgiving Is of great profit, e-cause

it pleases God and honors God.
He will not be satisfied with sacrifices
of rams, or bullocks, or pigeons, nor
rivers of oil; he must have the heart.

"The spirit of thanksgiving should
be universal. All' men who believe in
God and the sonship of Jesus, can at
least be. thankful that God has created
him in his own image. If you are with-
out gratitude today It is due to the nat-
ural tendencies of the heart, or your
lack of appreciation of what God has
dene for you.

"We should be thankful today that
we are at peace with all nations. We
should be thankful and rejoice in our
citizenship, for this is a goodly land:
we have the best government the world
has ever seen, and I believe It will
abide and grow better. Everv four
years we are told by the politicians
of different political faith, 'Elect us
or the country is going to ruin.' Don't
take these fellows too seriously. I
thank God for this nation of churches,
and of homes, and for the most part
homes filled with growing children,
preparing for noble cltlaenshio.
