New York. N. Y., Dect 15. Subsi-
dence of bullish manipulation follow-
ing heavy profit taking, was the ex-
planation commonly advanced of the
market's heaviness during the early
session. Traders were Inclined to look
for greater reaction from the previous
day's high level.
