The new standard unit force is the
dyne. A great care his been devoted
to its precise determination in costly
laboratories, by very able mathemati-
cians and skilled mechanics. This
unit is of great Importance; and its use
is daily and hourly made in all depart-- .
ments of physics, (electricity ana me-
chanics.

A dyne is a force which, acting on a
mass of one gram during one second of
time, is able to impart to it a motion
of one cm. per sec. Then all motions,
specific speeds, velocities of all masses
large or small, can at once be expressed
decimally by use of the dyw and cm.
per sec But go up to a high window
and let a gram weight fall and at the
end of one second it will be moving
with a "fixed specific speed of 981 cm.
per sec. This, is the average of all ter-
minal velocities of fallinar bodies let fall
in all nrtn f th world at sen. level.
For the earth is a spheroid, not an exact j

sphere, and this causes variations Hi
fne Intensity of the force of attraction
exerted toy the earths enure mass.
- The the mean Intensity of the gravi-
tation of the earth is 81 times greater
than the force of one dyne. For this it
appears that the force acting on a mass
of one gram When it is fallng during
one sec is 981 times the force of one
dyne.

The work done in overcoming the re-

sistance against you of one dyne Is
called one erg the fundamental unit
of work in all mechanics.

People are accustomed to work, but
they are not all aware that they really
are struggling asratnst dynes by meaa--
of ergs. For erg is derived from the
Greek work ergon work. One of the
most wonaenui achievements or ciled that they not give R L
science was to transfprm ill these units
into accurate measurement of electric-
ity And magnetism. On the face of this
proposition, it would be thought impos-
sible that these forces could be meas-
ured.
