The attention of business men ms
recently called to these indications,
ard they, realizing that great profits
were to be derived from Arizona
oil. caused the district to be examined
bv oil experts who advised and re --

ommended drilling at once.
The Lost Hills oil field is an ex-

tensive basin of Dianket formations of
shales, sandstone, lime and sand, dtp-pin- g

from various directions graduallT
toward the center of the basin, which
undoubtedly forms an immense bed of
oil This is further emnhaslzed bv the
fact that the Lost Hills fields haenot oeen, disturbed by violent geologt- -
al eruptions or cnanges, the formatio.i

being intact along the original planes
of bedding

The shales, even those exposed to
the elements for ages past, contain a
high percentage of volatile hydro oar-bop- s,

and gas is constantly escaping
between the stratification and through
the porous rocks.

Miami, Ariz., Dec. 23. John H. Davis,
Charles Darts and John Slkes have re-

turned to their home in El Paso. Mr.
Davis has sold his property lying south
of Slkes to the Inspiration Copper
company for $15,000 and received the
final payment on December 15. He let
the contract-t- o move his four dwelling
houses to Davisville, which is located
between Sikes avenue and Sullivan
street, to contractor Armstrong. He
will keep his water plant in operation
indefinitely.

spiration. Miami and New Keystone are
busy estimating the merger of these
great porphyry properties.
