Can Veto Congressional Acts.
Aside from the great power accru-

ing to the president through his right
to appoint all of thi administrative
officers of the goverlimentjLid to
supervise the expendltitewr oxttabyhil- - L

uuub ui uoiiars appropri&Leu oj cot
gress, and beyond the prestige which
his office gives him, he possesses thepower which, prior to the administra-
tion of Arisona and New- - Mexico,
amounted to the legislative influence
of 14 senators and 65 representatives.
Jthis many votes being required in
addition to a majority to override his
veto. The only method by which thepresident can be thwarted in his pur-
pose by congress, so long as he keeps
within his constitutional powers, isby its refusal to appropriate the money
he needs for carrying out his plans.
As commander in chief of the army
he has the right to handle it as hesees fit. But congress controls theappropriation for the support of thearmy, and it provides that this money
shall be available only when the army
is handled in a specific way. Thissame check upon the president is
uaed in other instances.

The person of the president is in-
violable during his term of office.Theoretically he cannot be arrested or
restrained by any official, even shouldhe commit murder. The only remedyagainst him while president is thecumbersome proceedings of impeach-
ment. Even in these proceedings hecannot be compelled to answer, to at-
tend, or to do any ovthur thing whichin the slightest degree might interferewith his personal liberty. This s
upon the theory that such restraintwould restrict either the negative or
the positive powers of his office, and
enable other individuals to circumventthe supreme authority of the constitu-
tion. In practice, however, the presi-
dent may be arrested and otherwise
restrained. Gen. Grant was once ar-
rested by a negro policeman for fastdriving. He commended the officerfor doing his duty, put up $20 collat-
eral and forfeited IT in the police courtnext day.

ConrtH Hesnect President.As far as tfia courts arc rmirarnH
the president may also, do as hepleases. Interested parties have soutrhtto restrain him from doing certainthings by Injunction proceedings, orcompel him to do other things by man-
damus but the courts have uniformly
refused to take any action hampering
the discretionary p"ower of the presi-
dent. Congress and the president oftenclash, but the judiciary and the presi-
dent seldom do. In one Instance chiefjustice Marshall handed down an opin-
ion with reference to an Indian tribe,which did not suit president Jackson,who declared: "John Marshall hasmade his decision, now let him enforce

housed, chief executive, considering theslxe and importance of the Americannation, nevertheless he (manages to
live in a style which would be pleas-

Pecos, Texas, Dec 30. The Kansas

City; Mexico & Orient railway has run
its firt train into Pecos county. En-
gine No. 3 passed safely over the newly
constructed Pecos river bridge and en-
tered Pecos county within 31 miles of
Fort Stockton.
