Still Air Impure.

a series of remarkable experi-
ments at the Ixradon hospital, contends
that still air in 'hot rooms cannot be
kept pure no matter "what the system of
entilatkm is.

Dr. Hill i a lecturer on physiology at
the London hospital and for fcome time
he has devoted himself to the study of
the effect of subterranean work on ho-m- an

beings. His work emphasized the
danger of bringing divers ont of the
water too quickrv and his saagitcsticns
have done much to make their calling
less hazardous.

s the result of his most recent ex-
periments, Dr. Kill contend that vni-latio- n

is not a question of tfee chemical
purity of the air, but that the evils of

rooms arise almost entire-
ly from their excessive heat and bumid-i'- r

or their excessive dryness and to a
certain extent from t3ie offensive smelL

The Weal temperature for a room in
which a number of people are gathered
is from 57 to 60 decrees, he says. Ac-
cording to the rules of the home office
onlv 1 to 2 per thousand of carbonic acid
should be allowed in a room, but Dr.

Experiment .Made.
The expensnenfcs took place in a cham-

ber eight feet high and four and one-ha- lf

feet square. In this small apace
Dr. Hill cratnraied eight healthy medical
students and ataisd them' in. They

there 'half an hour, until the
chamber contained 4 to 5 percent of car-

bonic acid and 15 percent of oxygen.
The temperature rose to 85 degrees and
as the air became saturated with mois-

ture the students became intensely hot
and uncomfortable. When they "were ex-

amined their pulse showed an accelera-
tion bevond what would Tie normally ex-
perienced in cool place.

The doctor then set a nhmber of elec-

tric fans in fine too; of the cha-mbe- r in
motion. The-- sVuetas in. a short time
were able to endure the heat and even
to work in comparattfe comfort in spite
of the close conCBemeBt and the high
percentage of earfeanic acid m the air.
This was because the air at 85 degrees
mas cooler than the bodies of the sub-jeet- H

and while in brisk motion it was
sufficient to make them quite comfort-
able.

Is Coddling the Race.
Dr. Hill in his lecture on the result

of the experiments declared that the age
of heating houses and trains in winter
was coddlimr the race and tending to
break down the natural defensive mecb
anism of he body, rendering it thereby
more liable to illness. He said:

"Cold air makes m more active to
warm ourselves, makes T do more
breathing and gives us'a "Better appetitie.
The system is toned p and we take in
more food ajjd. oxyjKB. Hot dry air
dries up the throat, and makes people
prone to infective disease. ' In America,
where they pump dry air into their
schools there is a very high rate of
diphtheria. Instead of having artificial
methods for keeping our rooms hot we
ought to have means for keeping them
woL"

German Expedition Formed
to fake Exploration For
Scientific Purposes.

ZIONISTS CONTRIBUTE
TO EXPENSE OF WORK

Jerusalem, Palestine, Dec. 30.- - An ex-

pedition, the purpose of which is to
thoroughly explore the Dead Sea and
its environs under the leadership of Dr.
Bruhl of the University of Berlin, has
Just arrived from Europe and con-

tinued o the scene of its future opera-
tions.

The motives of the expedition, so it
is emphatically averred by Dr. Bruhl,
are purely scientific with absolutely no
elements of commercialism entering
into its ultimate object. Its front!are, with the exception of a man
Copenhagen and possibly another from
Sweden, all German scientists ana en-
gineers.

Organized by Government.
The expedition was organized in Ger--.

many several months ago and seems
to be most thoroughly equipped, scien
tifically and otherwise. It is financed f
by private subscriptions, a few mem
bers defraying their share of the ex-
pense while among the contributors
several leading Zionists figure very
prominently.

The work of exploration will consist
in the major part of sounding the depth
of various sections of the lake as well
as analyzing the unique and complex
composition of its waters, studying its
shores, mvestigatine the nature of the

J different minerals that are said to
abound in that region, exploring, as far
as is possible, the channels of the many
rivers and hot water streams, apart
from the Jordan, which flow into the
sea from both the eastern and western
mountain ranges that hem its shores,
examining and classifying the varieties
of fish that exist in large numbers only
in the extreme southeastern section of
the lake, which consists mainly of shal-
lows and marshes.

It must be remembered in this con-
nection that it has always been firmly
maintained by those who visited- - the
Dead Sea and wrote treaties about it
long ago that no fish of any kind can
make their habitat in any part of it
and this long established belief was
given the death blow only recently by
a pleasure party of Americans long
resident in the country who visited the
southern end of the lake and discovered
fish. "

So it remains for the members of tile
German expedition to arrive at the
causes which undoubtedly must' be due
to varying conditions of chemical com-
position of the water that make It
possible for fish to live in certain sec-
tions of tone lake and not in others;
and, in short, to find out everything
about this strange body of water from
scientific standpoints that is worth
knowing.

In order the better to facilitate its op-

erations the expedition has chartered a
little steam vessel for the space of three
months with the proviso that at the op-
tion of Dr. Bruhl the lease may be ex-
tended for an indefinite perioa.

What ultimate political or commer-
cial motives, if any. underlie the sur-
face of the enterprise time only can
show.

Ah American Attempt.
This is by no means the first at-

tempt made to explore the Dead Sea
region. Indeed theNionor of priority in
this direction belong to the doughtK
Lieut W. F. Lynch of the vAmericarf
navy, who, as early as the year 1848
spent considerable time in research and
exploration of that region at the ex--
pense of the American government and
at great risk to his person, for in those
days facilities for travel '.were of the
crudest and people did not know bow
to guard against the ravages of ma-
laria, to say nothing of the predatory
marauding Bedouin, now under ef-
fectual control by the Turks, but who
were then a lot of lawless, aggressive
bands.

Despite all these hardships and diffi-
culties Lieut. Lynch was fairly success-
ful In taking measurements as well as
soundings of different parts, of the
lake. To htm. moreover belongs the
credit of being the first man to travel
in a little boat from the Sea of Gall-le- e

down the River Jordan to the Dead
Sea. '

Covers Submerged Plains.
According to the lieutenant's narra

tive, the lake measures some 46 miles
from north to south and from six to
12 miles east and west. Its total sur-
face area was therefore computed to
be 250 square miles. Its greatest depth
was 1300 feet at its northern end. and
its shallowest part feeing at its south-ernextreml-

varies from five to 15
feet only.

Indeed, so distinct were its deep and
its sballowy portions that Lieut Lynch
described 'its bottom as consisting of
two submerged plains, an elevated one
at its-- southern half averaging 13 and
a depressed one at its northern end
averaging 1300 feet beneath the ''sur-
face.

The lake's depression below sea level
is 1312 feet and a tropical climate
makes its temperature almost unbear- -
abI? during certain seasons of the year. I

The German expedition, however, has
been fortunate In selecting the mild-
est months of the year during which
to carry on this wci and undee un-
usually more auspicious and favoyable
circumstances than have heretofore at-
tended the efforts of explorers in this
region.

One
thing which may be taken to indicate
that Bailey may do this is the recent
announcement by former congressman
Thomas H. Ball," who is recognised as
one of Bailey' chief spokesmen in
Texas, that he favors judge Ramsey's
nomination and election and will give
him his active support Mr. Ball was
a candidate for United States senator
to succeed Mr Bailey but withdrew a
few weeks ago. He was manager of
the statewide prohibitidn organization
and is conceded to have a verj; strong
following.

Ever since Mr. Colquitt became gov-
ernor there has been a bitter fejid
raging between him and members of
his official family in the state capitol
building. It has ben the practice of
Mr. Colquitt, figuratively speaking, to
"smoke up" the attorney general, J.
P. Lightfoot. and controler W. P.

Lane, whenever an excuse offered it-
self. The controversy between these
respective executive officers of the
government has covered a wide range
of subjects and filled a voluminous
amount of newspaper space. It is
generally thought that Mr. Colquitt
has not profited politically by the at-
tacks which he has so frequently made
upon these other two public officials.
Both Mr. Lightfoot and Mr. Lane have
a .large following among the Demo-
cratic voters of the state.

If is considered significant thatjudge Ramsey has already received the
public endorsement of practically 90
percent of the bar of the state. He
now occupies the position of associatejustice of the supreme court and isvery popular among the lawyers.

Besides the enemies among theprominent leaders of the party whom
he has arrayed against him, Mr. Co-
lquitt's administration has met with
misfortunes through accidents and
otherwise. The state treasury has for
the last fV weeks been facing a
deficit. Colquitt claims that this
financial stringency of the state was
due to the attempt on the part of
former governor T. M.' Campbell whom
he succeeded; 'and between whom thereis no love lost, to boost his future po-
litical chances by reducing the advalorem tax rate at the expense of
the revenues that should have come
into the state treasury to meet thecurrent expenses of the government

UPHEAVALS

China Awakens From Leth-
argy; Mexico Drives Diaz
From Chapultepec.

POLITICAL CHANGES
IN MANY LANDS OCCUR

New Mexico and Arizona
Enter Statehood; Trage-
dies and Disasters Many.

When the historian of the future re-

cords the events of the year 1911, whRi
comes to 'a close Spnday. he will lay
particular stress on the political and
social unrest throughout ...the world.
This was not confined to any one coun-
try, or to a few countries;, it was
world wde, myoiTing practically every
nation, bolh civilised and uncivilized-I- t

included revolutions against long-
standing governments, battles of labor
and capital, wars between different na-

tions and in short, everything thai
could be branded as strife against ex-isti-

conditions or growing conditions.
Most significant of all the --events of

the j ear was the explosion in open re-
bellion of the hatred that had been ac-
cumulating through the ages, of the
Chinese against the despotic Manchtidjnasti Passive, unresisting, yet aithe same time loathing and despising
the power that held them in subjection.
the millions in the far east empire had
for centuries submitted to being trodden
on by unreasoning, overbearing, ali-pote- nt

sell -- styled deml-god- a. But China
was gradual!) awakening and, when
the first flames of revolution burs-- t

forth, it was the signal for the confla-
gration to become general.

Bat One of Many Upheavals.
But the Chinese! insurrection was but

a larger edition of dozens, yea. scores,
of upheavals of various kinds in otherparts of the world. Smouldering ana
nurturing the agitation under the sur-
face for years, they broke forth witJi
such suddenness that It was almost Im-
possible to realize what was occurring
until the whole thing was over. With-
out exception, every one of the great
disturbances of the year that reached
an ultimate result, wound up in favor

j of the party ,or element rebelling
i against the Condition. In not one did
j the defence win over the offense.

The Mexieaa Kevaiatkm.
The Mexican revolution, near to our

own doors, was a striking example of
tne overturn regime. .Nearer still was
the successful culmination of the battle
for statehood of Arizona and New
Mexico.

Other struggles of equal magnitude
developed during the year, many of
them with sensational effect, in which
the issue is still being fought. Among
these are the battle between labor and
capital, the "people" and monopoly, and
advocates, of popular government as op-
posed to representative government.
Campaigns on graft have been waged
with fierce resolution by city, state
and federal authorities, not only in all
corners of the United States, but abroad
as well.

The McNamara dynamiting case, the
growth of sentiment for popular elec-
tion of all federal officials, the pro-
gress t the woman suffrage move-
ment, trust prosecutions, the campaign
for currency reform and that for lower
tariffs all these typify the unrest that
exists in our own country.

Many Noteworthy Kveata.
Aside from the numberless conflictsmany noteworthy things have been

penned in the diary of 1911. Science
has witnessed vast strides, particular-
ly in the field of aviation. The Sights
of 'Attvood from 6t- - Loots to New York
and of Rodgers from New York to Pas-
adena, California, were the crowning
achievements, in this line. About ail
that remains to be accomplished in
aviation, as a teat, is the crossing of
the ocean.

When all that is good and all that is
bad are considered together, it emn not
be said otherwise than that the year
was one in which the good predomin-
ated.
