The
larger animals by standing on their hind
legs were sometimes able to reach a few
morsels of hay, while the calves were
trampled bv their adult companions, and'
thus lost their lives most miserably.

Cold Kills Them.
During the two '.previous wintersthere

had been great loss of life, among, the
elk. and, severe coH weather conditions,
giving warning early in last January of
worse "things soon to come, the state
legislature Of WvdSming appropriated
money to buv food for the starving crea-
tures. But it was impossible to obtain
more than about 250 tons 04 hay, which
was onlv a fraction of what was needed.
Meanwhile, however, an appeal was made
t congress (for help, and early in March

too late to be of service in the winter
of nt Taft signed a bill
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giving $20,000 to the Biological survey
for resale purposes.

DuriBg the last summer the Biological
survey made a Uwrough study of the
situation, and provided for the elk in
such a wiry as to make them fairly safe,
it is ho0ed, against starving during the
present "winter. Hay has been bought
in large quantities a bargain being
usually struck with the person from
whom it is purchased, unden the terms
of which a certain amount is hauled each
dav to the animals.

They soon learn the time of feeding,,
and come readily to meet the loads. Tie
plan commonly adapted is to drive past
a bunch of the animate, and, as the
more eager of them follow, they are
gradually "strung out" in a long line.
Then the" course is retraced, and hav is
thrown out in small Quantities at short
intervals. This plan insures a fair share
of bay to all, both large and small.

Results of Feeding.
One result of the feeding is that the

elk become extremely tame, especiilly
when approached onlv in vehicles or on
horseback. Such familiarity however, is
quickly lost (as experience has shown)
when the free distribution of provender
k discontinued, and within a few weeks
those which ate most readily from the
hands of their benefactors are as w.ld
ae ever.

WJiat might be termed the elk "bread
line" is nevertheless by no means a
temporary affair. It must be continu
ously maintained from this time on, dur-ingt-

'winters, if the animals are to be
saved. With this idea in view, the
Biological survey, in cooperation with
the state authorities of Wyoming, has
already made arrangements for the main-
tenance of the great herd of Jackson Hole

its preservation being, of importance
not merely from a natural history point
of view, or for reasons of sentiment, but
because it represents a large economic
value. It is, in fact, a productive re
source and a (permanent source of income.:
to me state.

It is estimated that the value of the
elk to the region of Jackson Hole is
eoual to tile revenue derived from stock
raising in that district. The amount of
money which he animals bring into the
country is very large. Many hunting,
parties nre attracted thither every year,
being allowed to kill a limited number
of elk under certain restrictions. Hunt-
ers are obliged to hire guides, packers,
cooks and pack animals, and to buy
considerable quantities of food supplies.
The average daily expense of a person
hunting in that region is at least $14.
Thus a 30 days' trip .would cost a non
resident $420. all of which is spent in

Yearly Slaughter.

About 2000 elk are killed each year by
hunters. There is considerable poach-
ing, i. e., illegal killing of the animals,
bv men who frequent and even reside in
the Jackson Hole region, for the sake of
making their living wholly jml in part
from the game. These lawbreakers re-
gard the elk as their natural prev. But
lowest in the scale of all the enemies of
the elk is the tooth hunter the humanj
brute who. for the sake of gaining a
dollar or Wo, kills the noble creatures,
and, taking onlv their tusks, leaves the
carcasses to rot. Under cover of the
mail he forwards his boot" undetected,
to dealers in the cities, who dispose of
it to thoughtless purchasers.

From 30.000 to 25,000 elk habitually
,rnge in the southern part of the

park, and most of them spend
the winter in a region to the south,
commonly called Jackson Hole, and
which is part of the valley of Snake
river, in northwestern Wyoming. Spend-
ing the summer in the mountains, the
animals are forced by cold weatlier to
seek lower lejfefcT where a l'"Hter (snow-

fall and a mjHer climate nisuic more
favorable forage conditions. Their prim-
itive winter range has gradually been
reduced by the encroachments of civiliza-
tion until the basin in question has be-

come their principal stronghold. Here
until recent years thev have fared well,
except in an occasional abnormal winter:
but nrith increased settlement in the val-
ley has come depletion of the range by
grazing. The elk have come don in
their old. or even augmented numbers,
onh to find their former haunts shorn
of forage by cattle and sheep, and great
suffering and loss of life have, resulted.

Pumas ' Are Extract. -

the other hand, wolves, which used to be
unknown there, are now common and in-

creasing in numbers. They first ap-
peared about a dozen years ago, follow-
ing the introduction of "stock. As hey
seem to be able to kill elk whenever
they feel like doing so, they must de-

stroy very many frequently two or
more attacking the Tray in concert.
Usually they begin by hamstringing the
animal, and thereupon devour the eyes,
the udder and other choice .tidbits sel-do- nj

returning to the carcass, but pre-
ferring a fresh victim.

The plans of - the Biological survey
include the removal of "many of the "elk
to other states, where they will be lib-
erated on suitably proteotud-xange- s and
will, it is expected, start new herds.
It is a difficult matter to transport
the animals, because the Teton range,
2000 feet higher than the valley of Snake
river, must be crossed in order to reach
the railroad. This range of mountains,
bordering the valley on the west, is a
series of rockv crags with' altitudes vary-
ing from 10,000 to 14,000 ' feet. They
rise abruptly from'a level plain, afford-
ing a panorama whose equal in rugged
grandeur is rarely seen. On the east the
valley meets the foothills of the Gros
Ventre range, some of whosB peaks are
as much as 11,000 feet high.

The Feeding .Problem.
The problem uuuer 'cGnsid&aiion is

somewhat complex. It involves, iirst of
all. arrangements whereby the elk shall
be fed in the winters, in order that they
may not starve, eecond is the question
of the prevention of illegal killing. Third
is tbe matter of defence against the
wohes, which, unless something is done
to aestrov tnem, win oertaimv oecorae
more irnmberous and increase their dep-
redations proportionately. Fourth is the
plan for transferring some- - of the ani-
mals to game preserves maintained un-
der federal or state auspices in other
parts of the country. And fifth is the
establishment of a winter refuge.

The Biological survey deems abso-
lutely necessary such a refuge, where
the natural forage can be preserved by
excluding cattle and sheep during the
summer. It must be of adeouate size, of
course, and should coraprise -- pasture
lands as well as meadows. An ideal
situation would include also a tract of
somewhat elevated fend, to which the
animals could retire when not feeding.

Undoubtedly at least one such refuge,
and possibly two or three, will be soon
established. D. C.Nowiin, formerly the
Wyoming state game warden, has sug-
gested the use in this way, for elk,
moose and other game, erf part of the
valley of the Gros Ventre river. This
area is embraced by the Teton national
forest, and includes several claims oc-

cupied by stock ranchers. Which could
easily be acquired by condemnation and
purchase. -

A Prolific; AmmaJt
Fortunately elk are fairly DQUmc ani-

mals, and are able to hold their own
in respect to numbers, or even to in
crease, under conditions not excessively i

unfavorable. At best, they have a hard
time in winter. Even when that season
is ctomparatrfelv mild, and food 'is "not
lacking, many of the 'elder animals die.
Owing to tbe fact that a large proportion
of those killed by hunters during the
autumn arc females, a areat many young
calves are left motherless, arid, are in' a
more or less weakened ' condition when
winter comes on. ' 1

Of the 2500 elk that died of starvation
in the Jackson Hole region last winter,
a great majority were calves nf the pre-
vious year. Probably 16 percent of tbe
calves which came into the valley in No-
vember and 'December had .perished of
Imuger before the end of .the following
March, n some herds the loss of ealves

was as biah as 90 percent. JCosttof the
loss occurred before feeding began, but
very many, both calves and older ani-
mals, were so weak that thev died even
when receiving what would ordinarily
have been an abundance of food. A large
numver, in fact, on. being fed, died al-
most immediately.

It is estimated that the whole num-
ber of 20,000 elk which winter in the
Jackson Hole region includes about 6625
cows 3 years old and over, of which 75
percent, or 4968, will produce calves each
year. If, then, me animals are not to
fall below their present numerical total,
the deaths from all causes must not ex-
ceed 4968 per annum. In other words,
the deaths eich,vear mav rise to 4968,
and. still the elk will hold their own.,

Pour Causes of Death.
The total death roll is the result of

four causes first, natural mortality, in-

cluding accidents; second, starvation;
third, wolves and other predatory ani-
mals, and, fourth, hunters. It is evident
that anything done to decease losses
from the first three of these causes wfll
augment the of elk that can be
shot each year without diminishing the
herd as a whol. But just in proportion
as (Starvation and wolves claim a great
number of victims, so must the number
shot be curtailed, or else the total of elk
will be lessened. At present probably
about 1000 are destroyed annually by
wolves.

The life of the elk during! winter so
severe as that of 1910-1- 1 is', constant
struggle to preserve existence. A ma-jori- tv

of the animals, including most of
the voung calves, are soon djAiputo
boowse on the willows and other shrubs.
Aftor eating the smaller twigs, thev are
forced by tangeF-f- b attack the hark and
larger brapenes though, the wood fiber
thus swallowed has little nutriment, and
is without doubt actually injurious. Hay-
stacks about ranches are eagerly sought,
and, if insecurely fenced, are soon at
the mercy ot ' the starving- creatures,
which often die from over-feedin- Many
settlers, to keep the elk from eating the
hay needed Tor their stock, are actually
forced to sleep beside the stacks during
much of the-winte-

ing most or all of the winter, but the
marsh itself is partially flooded and
freezes early, allowing the animals to
gain access to such forage as remains
above tbe ice and snow. During tbe last
winter, however, a heavy fall of snow in
January became heavily crusted as tbe
result of a wet storm, and the elk were
prevented from obtaining more than a
small proportion of the rich store of
food which should have awaited - them.
The surrounding hillsides, a result of
grazing; by cattle and sheep, were bare
of grass; and before the winter was half
over the condition of the herds had. be-
