Uncle Sam is Finding out How
Much Wealth His Soil Contains

Geological Survey Hunts Out All Valuable Deposits of a Mineral Nature and
Then Maps Them Valuable Work for tbe Miner, Im'gationist and

the Railroad Builder.
By FREDERICK J. HASKIN.

WHAT is to the farmer, th

survey is to the
miner, the manufacturer, the builder,
the railroader, the irrigatiotrlst, the
drainer of swamp lands, the digger of
deep waterways, in short to everybody
who has occasion to know anything
about topography, geology, mineral
and Rater resources, structural mater-
ials and waste utilisation. It is a
sort of John the Baptist in the wilder-
ness of undeveloped resources, prepar-
ing the way for those who would most
effectively utilize these vast resources,
and laying the foundations for future
engineering construction, and conser-
vation work. It is a sort of watchdog
over the natural wealth of the nation.
In this capacity It stands gaardia
over millions of dollars of natural
wealth where the watchdog of the
treasury stands guardian over thou-
sands vof dollars of actual gold and
silver.

One of the most interesting activi-
ties of the survey is the making of a
great geological map of tbe United
fetates. This map is so exhaustive and
requires such close Investigation that
work has been carried forward on it
for some &0 years, and yet It covers
only a comparatively small portion of
the United States. It is a map which
in large part is being made on the
scales of one and two miles to tbe
inch. Such a map on a scale of one
mile to the inch would require a sheet
of paper about 240 by 180 feet, practi-
cally half a city block in area. Of
course it will be impossible to make
sucn a map on one plate, so It is being
made piece by piece and the individual
sheets are bound together with de-

scriptive text accompanying them.
Making a Typographic Map.

Tbe first Essential In the making of
this map is a topographic survey and
map of the land to be geologically
platted. This topographic map, which
is also in sections to correspond with
the geologic map. Is made by another
branch of the geological survey. The
topographic map sheets are in them-
selves peerless results of geographic
surveying. Thev show every physical
characteristic of the surface of the
area surveyed. Every mountain, hill,
valley, slope, stream, swamp and all
the works of man are exactly portrayed ;

indeed, a clever model maker may
take one in hand and by it construct
a miniature model of the area shown
on the map O er one-thir- d of the
United States has been thus mapped.
Aside from its use as a base of geolo-
gic work, the topographic map has
come to have a high intrinsic walue as
a base map for all engineering work.

In order to map the geology of a
region, the geologist must determine
the character and distribution of the
individual rough masses and their re-
lation to one another. He must travel
over the whole area and plat all out-
crops and ledges of rock. The dips
of the rocks must be measured in order
to determine the amount of deforma-
tion they have undergone and ofcer
most particular studies must be made.

A knowledge of fossil remains of
plants birds, animals, and fishes 1

often of great assistance to the geolo-
gist in locating various mineral de-

posits For instance, there is a par-
ticular fossil mollusk which is of the
same geologic age as certain coal de-
posits. When the geologist discovers
one of these he knows that coal may
be not far distant These fossils are
utilized as .keys to translate the secrets
below the-- surface of tbe ground.

CeHHtry's Mineral Resources.
When this great geologio map Is

completed it will constitute a most re-
markable exposition of the mineral re-
sources of the United States Each
section of the map reveals minutely
the mineral resources, the geologic
formation, the character of the soil,
the underground water, and a hundred
other things which are of Immeasurable
value to the people of the United
States The topographic map upon
which the one dealing with the geo-
logic formations of the country Is
based is being projected on a scale of
a mile to the inch in the more thickly
settled regions of the United States:
approximately two miles to the Inch
in other sections and. in most cases,
four miles to the Inch in Alaska. A
surveing party Is able to cover a
maximum of 500 square miles In a sea-
son in making this map, and the cost
of the work varies from $12 to $30 a
square mile, according to the nature of
the country.

In addition to being a mapmaker,
engraver and printer, the geological
mirvar nerhass the world's greatest
prospector. By the expenditure of less
than 10 cents an acre In examination
to ascertain the presence and quantity
of coal deposits, the survey has in-

creased the, value of thousands of acre!
of land from $20 to $400 an acre. Some
70,000 000 acres of coal lands still re-

main in the possession of the Unltert

ShcmIbk at the Coal.
A new order of things now prevails.

The survey geologist goes upon these
coal lands, locates an out cropping
bed of coal measures Its thickness at
many points, studies Us altitude. de-

termines its faults, and passes on its
quail tj A board of geologists then
calculates the amount of coal on each
tract of 40 acres, plats it on the offi-
cial maps - and computes the value of
the tract on the basis of the coal in the
ground. The price then fixed is a nice
adjustment which shall encourage de-
velopment, but prevent the acquisition
of the coal lands for speculative pur-
poses. According to quality of coal and
ease or mining the prices range from
one-ha- lf icent to three cents a ton

But even at this remarkably low
figure the government is able to dls
nose of the coal lands at a largely
enhanced value.

Investigating Oil Beds.
The oil wells of tbe public domain

are also the subject of much study on
the part of the officials of the survey.

The law requires that $s00 shall
be spent in the development of these
tracts, and one may travel through
the oil country and see magnificent
gypsum stairways standing in the
open. They lead nowhere but to a per-
fect title for oil lands, and are stand-
ing proof of the technical fulfillment
of the law and the absolute violation of
its spirit.

Citizens Petition County to
Issue Bonds to Prevent
Overflow of River in Case

of Flood.

A petition for a county bond issue for

tie construction of a high-wa- levee for
the protection of property in El Paso
county along tire Bio Grande from the
flood waters of the river will be pre-

sented to the county commissioners Wed-

nesday afternoon.
This was the course taken by the tax-

payers who met at the chamber of com-

merce Monday evening to devise a way
for harnessing the Rio Grande and pro-

tect the property alone its banks. The
amount of the bond issue was not stated
at the citizens' meeting, but will be left
to the discretion or toe eouny cmumuib-sioner- s,

but $200,000 was the maximum
amount thought necessary to commence
the work.

Tbe highway levee is the only way
that the citizens can obtain rsarediate
action in a legal way in then-- efforts to
control the floods, as other plana pre1-sente-

were found to be inadequate in
many respects on account of .the time
that the law requires for them to be
presented and before action can be taken
on them bv the commissioners.

With the highway levee, die law al-

lows the commissioners of tie county to
pass on it immediately and in 30 days
an election for the bond issue ,can be
called. This means was taken on accoutft
of the he-- p loods expected by the citi-
zens this spring as a result of the heavy
snows which will cause higher water
than the Rio Grande has carried for some
years.

Burges Presents Plan.
