Twenty
one registered bulls are now at the
Agricultural and Mechanical college of
Texas undergoing proper treatment
These will form part of a herd of

Mr. MacKenzie, who was formerly
president of the National Livestock
association, has contracted to manage
the ranch for five years at $50,000 a
year. ' Mearly all of the employes will
be taken from the United States. The
cowboys will come from Texas arid ex-
perts in the packing house industry
will be employed from Kansas City, St.
