The re-
duction In the price of cement has Te-
sulted In & great boom In concrete con-
siruotion.  Prior to this reduetion It
wis found that ths cost of concrete
canstruction on large bulldiags and
other siructures was about one-half
the cost of hrick ecunstruction. In the
work of hullding sabways concrets 1s
nractically king. When the New York
city officlals were considering the
bullding of subwavs fast fall, the
friends of brick wers urging the nse
of that msterial inst o? cemeant and
aonerete.
