REFUGEES RUSH

OUT OF SONORH

Many Cattlemen Selling Out
Cheaply Cattle Thefts

From Arizona.

Douglas. Aria., March 7. Every train
out of Sonora is crowded with refugees,
for the most part women and children,
acting upon the hint given Americans
to get out of Mexico. The refugees are
by no means all Americans, however,
Mexican families really predominating
among the safety seefcers. One train
over the Nacoxarl line was delayed for
more than eight hours by the burning
of a bridge seven kilometers north ot
rAvori Tt wrttm crowded with pas

sengers, the4 majority of whom came
from El Tlgre.

Forty ruralea, under command or
Cotnlsario Ellas Oalles. of Agua Prieta,
have been despatched against the ban-
dits, said to be making their head-
quarters in the Cleaxa mountains east
of the town. All were well mounted
upon horses loaned by ranchers who
have suffered from incursions of the
outlaws. Additional preparations for
the defence of th town have been made.
One hundred rifles and 10.000 rounds ot
ammunition were purchased in Doug-

las and taken across the line. Orders
have been Issued by the Sonora govern
ment to mow no mercy 10 i ""and a war of extermination will be
carried on !" tne federals.

The better class of Mexicans are
rapidly leaving the interior of SonoTa,
according to John True, a Bisbee cat-
tleman, who has Just returned from an
extended trip. Mr. True visited a num--
i ... j.wa.m uttn. Af whnm would
not listen to a proposition to purchase
their cattle until they had heard or the
revolutionary movement. This decided
them at once and a number of deals
were consummated. Some of the cat-
tlemen expressed an Intention of com-

ing to the United States to reside ana
becoming naturalised citizens under a
flag where revolution would not always
be lurking in the offing.

Incursions of cattle and horse thieves
have not been confined to the CochiSfc
county border, according to a personal
letter received in Douglas yesterday
from Cubullona, Santa Cms county.
Henry F. Ashburn, a prominent ranch --

er. stock breeder and former supervisor
of Santa Cruz, lost 24 head of nne
horses during the latter part, of lMt
week. The trail was followed until It
crossed the line, where it was aban-
doned owing to the refusal of the Mex-
ican authorities to allow American of-

ficers to cross into Mexico unless they
first disarm themselves. The ranch-
ers of the-- Cabullona district have
formed armed guards to patrol the bor-

der and prevent further thefts.
