That
is what president Madero has done in Mexico. The incident throws an interest-

ing sidelight on conditions confronting the federal government. Evidently the
volunteers do not come as fast as expected, and the ranks of the army must be
filled. The use of the army as a branch of the penal system was long the shame
of Mexico, and Madero always proclaimed his intention te pat the federal military
service on a higher plane. It is not reassuring that in this crisis confronting him
now, the president most rely on such doubtful material.

so far the rebels have been having things very ranch their own way, in cer-

tain districts north and south. The federals made headway in the south and by
devastating some parts of the disturbed districts and adopting the most drastic
methods the rebel support was somewhat weakened. Bat now that the govern-

ment has been obliged te withdraw troops for northern service, the south is again
disaffected. In the west and northwest, the government is adopting the same old
mistaken tactics, of separating the federal forces into little detachments of 10,

25, or 50 men, posting them in small, isolated, unfortified towns, to become the
natural food of aggressive rebel bands. In this way, the government is constantly
kept on the defensive, the small detachments cannot cooperate, and no aggres-

sive or retaliatory measures can be undertaken.
The rebels, on the other hand, as a rale keep their forces together, neglect the

minor towns they capture, bat hold themselves ready to strike the federals at their
weak points.

Around Torreon, apparently, for the first time a large government force is be-

ing concentrated for Baited, aggressive action. In an open battle, this force under
trained commanders night do considerable damage to the rebels; but the problem
of protecting the rear and holding open the lines of communication would tax a
shrewd master ef military strategy1, when the small total force is considered. A
few thousand men cannot be at the same time a flying column and a fixed gar-

rison. And the government seemingly cannot always depend on local volunteers
to hold their own towns against the rebels as has been demonstrated in scores
of places, including Ciudad Juarez.

A word about the Mexican news that is being printed in the local papers r
that in the morning paper, from both local and outside sources, is obviously col-

ored, to serve a particular purpose, and ie deceiving no intelligent reader; the news
in The Herald is written by trained reporters regularly employed by this news-

paper, who are sticking to facts and who give their authority for news and inter-
views. In the coarse of the day's news, it becomes necessary to give written or
spoken statements of representatives of both sides, but these are duly marked as
quotations and credited to their source. So also, when refugees are quoted, their
remarks, generally unreliable as information, are given for what they are worth,
which is usually mighty little, and their statements are net printed in such a man-

ner as to place the newspaper's authority behind th?m. With the best intentions
in the world, and personal honesty undoubted, the refugees rarely have any broad
view of the situation, they have been isolated and have talked with few, and their
opinions are about as valuable, bearing on the general situation, as would be the
opinions of a private soldier in the trenches in 1863 upon the "feeling" in Illinois,
Massachusetts, and Texas.

At Chihuahua, The Herald is represented by two reliable correspondents: Phil
McLaughlin, a long resident of Mexico and editor ef the Chihuahua English news-

paper, the Enterprise; and Barge McFall, special correspondent of the Associated
Press, an experienced man assigned by the manegement of the Associated Press
to this particular job. The Chihuahua news as printed in The Herald always
carries a signature shewing exactly who is the responsible writer.

The pubfic should understand, however, that all these messages come ovetf
the wires which are in complete control ef the rebels at both ends, and are manned
by operators working for the Pascualistas. The Herald sincerely hopes that no
censorship will be applied to matter tiled to the El Paso Herald or to the Asso-

ciated Press, for it is better for any cause in the long ran to keep the news
sources of legitimate newspapers free and unimpaired.

So far, The Herald is happy to say, there has been no disposition on the part
of either side in the Mexican disturbance to curtail The Herald's privileges as a
newspaper, either by way of interfering with the gathering and transmission
of news, or by way of interfering with the general circulation erf The Herald to,
subscribers and readers in Mexico. Both sides have frequently commended The
Herald fer its eminent fairness and for its evident desire to present the news
truthfully without prejudice te either party. The Herald wiM steadfastly main-
tain this attitude, and hopes for equally considerate treatment from its friends
and neighbors in Mexico, regardless of their own domestic differences.

the fatal character of the old style wooden cars
in passenger trains. A photograph shows three cars, the day coach, aii

car, and express car, all telescoped together and jammed into one, the mass being
scarcely longer than a single car. The triple telescoping was unique in railroad
history. The fist of dead and wounded was a long one, and was only limited by
the size of the passenger list of the train at the time.

Congress should enact without delay a law requiring the scrapping ef all
wooden cars on passenger trains and the substituting of steel cars as far as federal
laws apply; and the states should enact legislation concurrently to provide for
steel cars within state boundaries. A term of years, not mere than five, should
be set as the limit of complete substitution.

Safety and efficiency of service are far mere important to the country than a
fraction in a freight rate. The railroads are continually harassed by state legisla-
tors and national authorities about fares and rates and a multitude of other things,
while the really important factors, safety and service, are apt te be overlooked.

can. Ariz. Gold In rich quantities pro-
truding from a sheer bluff and cover-
ing much of the side of a small moun-
tain Is what visitors from that section
declare exists.

A number of El Paso men are inter-
ested In the field. J. P. Robertson, of
Bl Paso, has secured an option on
seven claims adjoining the original
mine, and beginning next week will
start work n the field. J. V. Parks, of
Duncan, ArlL, former sheriff of Gra-
ham county, is in SI Paso, directly from
the field. He declares that there ib no
question about the strike, and that
there Is gold In large quantities there.
He says that the ore is being sent to
the Clear Creek mill, and that it Is
wonderfully rich In gold.

The strike was developed from wa-
ters running over the bluff, and it was
not until three months ago that gold
was discovered. Those who control the
original claims, it Is said, prise their
holdings at $300,000. Adjoining claims
have been taken up, and the holders are
preparing for the development of a
rich field. It is said that gold carried
from the mines is in the richest quanti-
ties ever seen in Arizona or New Mex-
ico. The sum of ?50.000 has been paid
for four adjoining claims.

ARE ORGANIZING AN
EFFICIENCY SOCIETY

Industrial Leaders of the
Nation Gather at

New York.
New York, N. Y, March 18. Nearly

1000 of the country's leaders in the in-
dustrial world, hailing from every state
in the union and representing all
branches of business and professions, as-
sembled here this morning for the pur-
pose of organizing the American society
for promoting efficiency, after which a
conference on industrial organization
and management will be held.

The object of the society, which it is
expected will receive the united support
of all the great business enterprises in
the country will be to promote efficiency
in commercial, financial and industrial
activities of all kinds, including public
service corporations. Its organization
will mark the beginning of a perpetual
campaign for formulating, standardizing
and generally improving systems of or-
ganizations and methods and principles
of management, and will undoubtedly
mark a new and important epoch in
the industrial growth of the country.

The American society for promoting
emciency is the culmination of a move-
ment, which had its inception lees thanyear ago. at a meeting of nine New
lorkere, well known in the various linesor financial, industrial and scientific en-
deavor.

Two of the nine original promoters
of the movement, James G. Cannon, presi-- w

government, should be strengthened,
and as far as possible, simplified by
statutes, showing by item and without
ambiguity the steps necessary to be
taken to invoke either of these powers
reserved to the people.

Suffrage and Elections!
"Next, If not equal in Importance. Is

the enactment of laws to carry into
effect the several mandates having to
do with suffrage and elections. This
system should include a most compre-
hensive and stringent corrupt practices
act, carefully designed, by means of
adequate before and after election
publicity requirements, and otherwise,
to guard against the employment of
large sums of money In the nomina-
tion or election of candidates desirable
to great financial interests.

"In line with the best progressive
thought of the times, the headless bal-
lot, somewhat similar to that now
designated by the Arizona primary law,
should be adopted for use in general
elections, and In order that equal ad-
vantage may be given to each candi-
date, regardless of the alphabetical or-
der in which his name might appear,
there should be systematic rotation
upon the ballot, without distinction to
party affiliations. Thus, for example.
would "Z," a Republican candidate for
sheriff, find himself at the head of the
list of aspirants for that office an
equal number of times as 'A,' the
Democratic candidate.

Be.nal Suffrage.
"A very great percentage of Ari-

zona's citizens, both men and women,
of varying political faiths, apparently
distributed through every social sphere
and numbering the followers of all
the callings and professions, are in
favor of equal suffrage. It appears to
me that the movement is amply repre-
sentative to demand, in fairness and
Justice, the right to a deciding vote.
I therefore recommend that you sub-
mit to a vote of the people, at the
next regular election, a constitutional
amendment extending the suffrage
franchise to women.

Publication ef Stockholder.
"A powerful influence In the deter-

mination of public questions Is exerted
by the newspapers. It Is a deplorable
and ominous fact that many of the
largest newspapers of the country,
possessed of the widest circulations
and the most ably edited, are owned,
directly or Indirectly, openly or silently

but generally the latter by special
Interests, and maintained for question-
able purposes. I urge the passage of
a law requiring each newspaper in
Arizona to publish in every Issue a
full and complete list of Jts owners,
stockholders and holders of Its securi-
ties. In whatever form they may exist."

Free Text Seeks.
The governor urges the passage of

adequate school land laws to protect
the state's property. He also urges
proper irrigation and school laws andsays he Is convinced that great im-
petus would be (riven to education If
free text books or books at very small
cost, were provided by the state or
counties.

He urges that more particular at-
tention be given to agricultural schools
and wants agricultural class work ex-
tended to all blah schools of the state.

State University.
The governor says he deplores "the

policy which has heretofore been pur-
sued of building the state's greatest
educational institution on a crazy-qui- lt

patchwork scheme." and says:.
"I recommend that before any more

appropriations are made for improve-
ments, a comprehensive and elaborate
plan for a university not only beauti-
ful but adequate for the needs of a
century, be adopted."

State Taxation.
The governor, referring to taxation,rsays:
"It is a matter of such common In-

formation as to occasion no disputa-
tion that the large mining corpora-
tions, the railroad companies, the tele-
phone, telegraph and express compan-
ies, operating in the state, are escap-
ing the payment of their fair share
of taxes: and your particular attention
Is directed to the laws affecting these
companies, to the end that they may
be forced to contribute, equally with
the owner of a horse, a cow, an humble
home, or a plot of ground to the main-
tenance of the Institutions of the
state."

He recommends the creation of a
state tax commission.

Extravagant Management.
The governor thinks there has beenextravagant manaa-emen-t of state af-

fairs, and says he wants to cut downexpenses. He recommends the abolish-
ment of the board of control and cen-
tralization of the business manage-
ment of the state Institutions and de-
partments In the governor. Instead of
the board of control he would estab-
lish a purchasing department directly
under the governor's supervision,
where "through a skilled purchasing
officer or agent all supplies, for what-
ever institution or office desired,
should be secured."

"I have no hesitancy In estimating
that by the plan proposed a saving of
from $75,000 to $100,000 per year can
be effected, and I should not be sur-
prised to see it run higher," he says.

Many Recommendations.
The governor wants established a

uniform system of accounting laws,
under the direction of a state exam-
iner.

He urges the adoption of the meritsystem for state employes.
The establishment of a bureau oflegislative research, the continuation

of the policy of good roads building
In the state "laid along more system-
atic lines than the territory has here-
tofore adopted," the preservation of
Arizona's scenic effects, more equit-
able rates of interest from banks forstate funds, the strengthening of the
anti-usu- ry law. laws that will render
the state corporation commission "still
more effective." powers to clothe the
corporation commission with authority
to put wildcat companies out of busi-
ness and prison reform, are among
other recommendations. of

Prison Reform.
On the subject of prisons and crim-

inality, the governor savs:
"The inmates of the state prison

should be fitted. If possible, to take
their place In the world, and to hon-
estly and successfully cope with its
problems, when their debt to society
has been paid, the wrong they may
have committed avenged, their time
served. A suit of clothes. $6 in money,
a curbed spirit, and a ticket back to
where everyone knows him. and most
of them with Pharisaical horror shun
him: these constitute the capital with
which almost every convict
the race of life. How vastly better
would it be to furnish some useful em-
ployment, wherebv the faculties might
be kept alive and alert, hope sus-
tained, ofthe spirit quickened, and a
little monev accumulated arainst the
day when is resumed?
I urgently recommend that the law
specifically authorize the employment
of prisoners on the public roads of as
the state, and that the state or the
counties of the state in which such
labor may be performed, be directed to
deposit to the credit of the men so em
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ployed, at least 26 cents per day each
for their services.

Capital Faalshfflent Amendment.
"I subscribe, also, to the belief held

by millions, and yet increasing mil-
lions, that capital punishment is a relic
of barbarism, that the legalized taking
of human life is a straining of Christ's
law which has no place in modern civ-
ilization. I subscribe to the belief that
the murderer may be punished through
the medium of an awakened conscious-
ness far more effectively than by the
breaking of his neck and the hurling
of his soul into eternity: that a more
fearful and effective example to oth-
ers lies In the certalntv of imprison-
ment than In the fleeting fear of death.I therefore recommend the submissionto the people of an amendment to the
constitution directed to the abolish-
ment of capital nunlshment."

Industrial Seheel.
The governor says the Boys' Indus-

trial school at Benson is located at an
unsuitable place and that this school
should be located away from a rail-
road and not too near a center of pop-
ulation, and should have at Its disposal
an adequate tract of fertile land, sup-
plied with water, where the inmatesmay be taught at once the arts of hus-
bandry, or through manual training
some useful trade, and habits of in-
dustry, thrift and hocestv.

The pasaee of a "uniform childlabor law" and a recommendation thatthe legislative research commission, ifcreated, take up and study the matter
of old age pensions, are among theideas submitted by the governor.

Urges Arbitration Beard.The creation of an arbitration boardto settle disputes between employes
and employers, better protective meas-ures for miners and laborers, livestocksanitarv laws, a revision of the Ari-
zona statutes, the inclusion of alltowns with a Dooulation of 3000 In the"home government" class are among
other recommendations. Wide pow-
ers are urged to be conferred uponmunicipalities in the matter of pro-
tecting public health and he says hethinks it ought to be compulsory forevery city to establish and maintain asanitary public market

Favors Unionlara.
He favors a law "which will putout of existence the pernicious black-list." and declares he believes that"unionism, as a means of dignifying,elevating and improvinc the conditionof working men. and subject to such

reasonable restrictions and regulations
as will protect the riehts and freedomof all. should be encouraeed in everylegitimate wav."

The governor unres the state to con-
sider what share It will take in theCalifornia exnoaitions of 1915 and tellsthe legislators It is up to them to
"make good before the people," thathard work will be necessary, but hepledges to stand with them.

His Deraeeracx Accentuated.
To further advertise his somewhat

renowned democratic tastes, the gov-
ernor runs in the following paragraph:

"A modern military code, simplified,
and as nearly as practicable conform-ing to the regulations prescribed for
the regular army, is advisable. Even
this branch of the service may be
made more democratic bv abolishing
the staff, and providing for the desig-
nation of an officer from the line on
such occasions as the commander-in-chie- fmay desire the services of an
aide."

Grover

this day in the year 1837, Grover
Cleveland was born in Caldwell,
N. J. His full name was Stephen

Grover Cleveland, but observing that up
to that time only one man who had
worn a full dress name had had time to
become president, he abandoned his first
name and studied law with the time thus
saved.

Cleveland was the son of a minister,
but declined to live up to the old joke
about minister's sons and devoted his
life to the accumulation of knowledge
and avoirdupois. He was a huge, alow
man, who put all of his ideas down in
solid concrete, thus making it impossible
to alter or remove them, and he early
took out a life membership in the Demo
cratic party and the United Disciples of
Isaac Walton.
