the peon classes. Immediately after
hostilities ceased in the campaign lastyear. Rafael Hernandez, cousin of Mr.
Madero. borrowed two million pesos
from the government, furnishing as se-
curity the hacienda of his father-in-la-

When Mr. Madero became presi-
dent he attempted to have this hacien-
da purchased by the government for
distribution among the peon classes, in
conformity, as he claimed, to the
pledges of San Luis Potosi. This trans-
action aroused the most bitter feeling
against the president and created
widespread distrust of trtm among his
former followers.

Gnstave's Activities.
Gustavo Madero, his brother, recent-

ly attempted to form a company in
Mexico with a capital of 70,000.009
pesos lor tne purpose oi acquiring
lands, rivers and timbers.' The capital
of this company was many times great-
er than that of any one of the com-
panies formed by the Cientlflcos under
Jtne regime of Porfirio Diaz.

One of the most ardent supporters,
the Intellectual leader of the Maderista
movement In the southern part of
Mexico was Rodolfo Melendez. of Me-rid- a,

After Mr Madero became presi-
dent. Mr. Melendez criticized In the
columns of his paper because of the
wholesale butchery of prisoners.

paper thereafter was to defend the ad
ministration.

Centreliag the States.
One of the great sources of dissatis-

faction amopg the Mexican people un-
der the old government was the prac-
tice of appointing the governors by
the president The goernors in turn
appointed the jefes politico. Thus the
people were ruled by alien officials.
As a matter of fact, however, the people
have had no more voice in the election
of the governors of the various states
under the Madero administration than
they enjoyed under the rule of Por-
firio Diaz; In total disregard of the
pledges of "the revolution which pro-Tid- ed

for the sovereignty of the states,
Mr. Madero, by actual force of arms,
compelled the people of the states of
Chiapas and Veracruz to accept his
nominees for governors. In Chiapas
the meddling of Mr. Madero removed
the governor of the people's choice, com-
pelled the people to resist with arms
and a bloody war ensued. In the state
of Veracruz President Madero sent 306
federal soldiers under Gen. Garcia de
la Pera to the governor's palace, and
removed the governor, Senor Alllaud.
and In his stead Installed a member of
the Clentiflce party. Sr. M. M Alegre.

Chlhsahaa Bank Robbery.
During the Diaz regime the Banco

Mlnero In Chihuahua city, which was
owned and controled by the Creel
family, was robbed of 300,00 pesos. A
number of unfortunate members of the
lower classes were arrested, charged
with the crime and untold punishment
was inflicted upon them to secure a
confession, several succumbing to their
tortures.

Mr Madero himself has received

In the budget making
up the total of 625,000 pesos appears
an item of 100.000 pesos, which he
claims was paid to the press of the
United States, The press of the United
States knows as well as the leaders
ot the revolution with Mr Madero that
this amount was never expended. 1
was personally In touch with the press
of the United States, perhaps more
than any other member of the revolu-
tionary part, and I declare herein
that I never, at any time, paid one dol-
lar to anv 'reporter, periodical, news-
paper or press association in the United
States.

His budget contains. In addition to
the foregoing, an item of 36.000 pesos
for printing. The total expenditure of
printing for purposes of the revolution
did not exceed the sum ot 31.000.

Cause ef Rebellion.
This armed protest is not the result

oi tne rauure of Mr Madero to runm
his promises, as we realize he has not
had sufficient time to do so, but be-
cause of the fact that bis every act
has been diametrically opposed to his
I'ledges. not affording any hope to the
nation of redressing peacefully thewrongs and errors committed by him.

It Is asserted by Francisco Madero
that Pascual Oroxco. our military lead-
er, is a traitor. I only ask that it be
remembered by our friends in the Unit-
ed States that this man was collabo-
rator with Francisco Madero in de-
stroying tyranny for the sole purpose
of establishing a government founded
upon the platform subscribed to by the
members of the convention in Mexico
City early in the year of 1910 Imme-
diately Pascual Oroxco saw Madero de-
parting from these principles, be real-
ized they had reached the parting of
the ways and be endeavored to resign.
He presented his resignation to Fran-
cisco Madero. who refused it. Orozco
then stated that he instated upon re-
signing. Madero answered that he
would accept the resignation on a cer-
tain date. Orozco joined the present
movement when that time expired and
when he took up arms in the present
cause he was not la the service of the
Madero government.

It is true that there are some of theunimportant and ambitious members of
the old Clentiflco party who are a
tempting to exercise some irflucnceoer Pa.sci.al Orozco, but tl.e are de-
ceiving themselves. He has pledged
himself upon his honor and his life andupon the honor and life of his chil-
dren to fight for the triumph of the
Ideals of the plan of San Luis Potoei
reformed in Taeubaya, which, under no
circumstances can he or will he fallto do.
