MEASURE UF PROF.

Really a Federalist, He
Fails Utterly in Demo-

cratic Pose.

In a rather heated debate :n the
hcuse the other day congressman Mann
took occasion to make some red hot
comments concerning Woodrow Wil-

son, and had read Into the Congres-
sional Record the article from the
Washington Post of March 14, which at
the time of its publication caused much
comment throughout the country, com-
ing as it did. rrom the versatile pen of
William Randolph Hearst. The article
is as follows.

From the Washington Post.
"Two former presidential candidates,

Mr. Gaynor, minority mayor of New
ork, and Pror. WUson. occasional gov-

ernor of New Jersey, have seen fit to
accuse me of responsibility for their
political demise," said William Ran-
dolph Hearst, who arrived In Washing-
ton ester day.

"I am unworthy of such distinction,
and to the posthumous correspondence
of these gentlemen I would like to add
the following plain statement of fact:

"I am not a candidate for the presi-
dency, as these gentlemen seem to
X LX

"I am, however, committed to the
democratic cause, and I am aniious to
see the Democrat'.: party lor
the presidency a gsnume Democrat wao
can be elected.

"Of coarse in this connection no one
seriously considers mayor Gayn-j- r tit
a moment.

"Prof. Wilson, on the other hand, has
son.e cl.lm to c.nsb'euJon. uut he
must .nd should ! onaidure-3- . from
the viewpoint of whether or not h Is
a genuine Demon-tku-d wn--tlit- cr
n it there is a reasonable chance of
L s election.

Mr. Hearst Defines a Democrat.
"What Is a genuine Democrat?
"He is a man who loves and trusts

the people, follows recrentlv in the
footsteps of the great ! a Jen nf tlw
people, and continually and consistent-
ly advocates the basic principles . of
popular government.

After reading Prof. Wilson s writ-
ings, listening to his speeche, and en-
deavoring to form an unprejudiced es-

timate of the man and his manner of
thought I am .jaiH.lld i conclude
that 'ho distinguishing characteristics
of Prof. Wilson are tnat ne habitually
U.strusts the people, n.-- continually
deprecated such great popular leaders
as Washington, Jefferson, and Jackson,
and has spent nine-tent- hs of his life
In denouncing the program and ptopa-gand- a

of popular government that he
new pretends to support.

"In my honest Judgment, therefore
(which is the only thing that can guide
my actions), Mr. Wilson Is not a Demo-cis- t-

"H-a- . Is not even a Republican. Ho Is
a Federalist.

"A Democrat, I say, is a man who
sincerely believes In the essential jus-
tice and wisdom of popular govern-
ment"

A Republican Denned.
"A Republican is a man who believes

in popular government, except where
it Interferes with his special privileges.

"But a Federalist is a man who dis-
trusts the people and actually desires
to limit and restrict the people's
In government.

"At present no Federalist party ex-

ists in the United States, but Federal-
ists exist .

"Tbes- - Federalists may call them-
selves Democrats or may call them-
selves Republicans, but in sentiment
and sympathy they are Federalists.
They think as Federalists, and when
not appealing O the people for po-

litical .support they act and speak and
write-a- s Federalists.

"Alexander Hamilton was the leader
of the Federalist movement, the found-
er of the Federalist Idea, and an exag-
gerated and exalted estimate of Ham-
ilton is the natural and Inevitable char-
acteristic of the Federalist disciple.

Prof. Wilson a Federalist.
"Prof. Wilson. In his 'History of the

American People,' says of Hamilton:
" 'Hamilton was above all a states-

man. He believed In a centralised gov-

ernment; that the state governments
as Independent bodies might be extin-
guished or. at any rate, subordinated,
that the new executive of the nation
might hold for life, and at least one
of the national legislatures for a like

during goodterm or. at least,
'

Then, later. Prof. WUson writes:
"What shall we do to return safely

to Hamilton? We think of Hamilton
rather than of Washington when we
look back to the policy of the first ad-

ministration.'
"Prof Wilson first defines Hamll-.- ,, j

f.miictir ideas, then expresses
his own federalist admiration of
Hamilton and these policies.

"rnis was an ,u"r,. "' 7
Wilson was not a candidate for the
l.iesidency and when ne was "
lu nestlj expressing his actual fed-

eralist opinions.
"It was under similar conditions,

conducive to genuine expression of ac-

tual sentiment, that Prof. WUson re-

flected upon Washington and said- -

" It Is for anyone wlio likes the sin-

ister suggestion te say that Washing-
ton's ardor for the occupancy of the
western countrv was that of the lana
speculator, not that of the statesman.
Prof. Wilson on Jefferson and Jaekaen.

"It was under smllar conditions tnat
Prof. Wilson wrote of Jefferson. Uie
founder of the Democratic party.

" "Mr Jefferson was an aristocrat,
who deliberately practiced the arts of
the politician and exhibited oftentimes
the sort of insincerity which subtle na-

ture yield to without loss of essential
Integrity '

"And again:
"'Washington found Jefferson a

guide who needed watching '

"It was under similar conditions thai
Prof Wilson wrote of Andrew Jackson'

" 'The countrv is older now than It
was when Andrew Jackson delighted In
his power, and few can believe that
It would again approve or applaud
childish arrogance and Ignorant arbi-
trariness like his.'

"It was under similar unconstrained
crndltions, before his natural line of
thought was affected by bis presiden-
tial ambitions, that Prof. Wilson re-
ferred to our immigrants from the
south of Europe as men of the lowest
classes and men of the meaner sort;
men out of the ranks where there was
neither skill nor energy, nor any Initi-
ative of quick intelligence. They came
in numbers, which increased from year
to year as If the countries of the squth
of Europe were disburdening them-
selves of the more sordid and hapless
elements of their population.'

" The Chinese were more to be de-

sired as worklngmen, if not as citi-
zens, than most of the coarse crew that
came crowding in every year at the
eastern ports.

" The unlikely fellows whd came in
a our eastern ports were tolerated be-
cause they usurped no place but the"
very lowest In the scale of labor.

Xot Democratic Utterance.
"Now, Just and gentle reader, wheth-

er you approve of Prof VI ilson's ad-
miration for Hamilton and Ham'lton's
federalistlc policies, or whether cu do
not. whether you approe of Prof Wil-
son's aspersions upon Vt ashington Jef-
ferson, and Jackson and other popular
traders, or whether jou do not, wheth-
er vou approve of Prof Wilson's olr of
sniffy superiorltv and his apparent con-
tempt for the plainer and poorer peo-
ple and for their idols and ideals, or
whether vou do not whether oi ap-
prove of Prof Wilson s attitude on all
of these matters or not. ou must ad-
mit that it is not a Democratic atti-
tude, that these are not the utterancis
of a genuine Democrat

"Let us do full justice to Prof. Wil-

Governor Wilson's Ideas Unknown.
"Prof. Wilson has made more

speeches than all the other candidateslor the presidency in all the other par-
ties combined, and still he has not yet
been able definitely to state what hereally believes.

'To those who ask for bread. Prof.
Wilson distributes the polished peb-
bles of his oratory They may betiilliant, they may be beautiful, butthey are not bread, they are but stones.

"Prof. Wilson, who formerly ridi-
culed and reviled the Initiative, refer-endum, the. recall, and direct nomlna.Urns, and educated his students to op- -
iUEe wiese Duuuur mvwiurAa nAw oatthat he believes In the initiative in aJ
way, ana in tne reierendum In part
and In the recall on. certain occasions,
and In direct nominations under certainconditions.

"He thinks that-th- e tariff is an Issue,but he has been unable clearly to for-mulate his tariff program.
"He concedes that the trust question

Is a leading one. but he has been un-willing clearly to explain how he pur-poses to deal with the trust question.
"Prof. Wilson modifies every state-ment qualifies every utterance, ana

stands nicely balanced on every issue,leady to retreat or advance as occasionrequires.
"If Prof. Wilson's inconsistencies andcontradictions, his andutterances, should not be-

come sufficiently well known beforethe convention to prevent his nomina-
tion, they will certainly become wellenough known during the campaign toprevent his election.

"And while defeat at the polls Is notwhat the Democrat desires, that defeatwould certainly be better for the party
In the long run than the election of aroan who Is not in heart and action a.
Democrat

Democratic Pose Assumed.The whole trouble with Prof. Wil-
son Is that he is not a Democrat anddoes not know how to be a Democrat
His Democratic pose is assumed, and,therefore, awkward and unnatural.

"He is a fish out of water. In thepursuit of his ambitions he has leftthe federalistlc element in wmch he
knew how to swim and has come outupon the Democratic land upon which
he does not know how to walk.

"As a candidate for president he
would be a pitiful disappointment

"As an actual president he would bea positive danger to his party and to
the country. A Democratic president
who is not a Democrat would be a fail-
ure, and the failure of an administra-
tion for w hich the Democratic party
could be held responsible would mean
the expulsion of Democracy from power
for another score of years.

"Thtse are my reasons for not sup-
porting Prof. Wilson. They may or may
not be sound. At least they are not
selfish.

"I have a fairly accurate faculty for
detecting frauds, as mayor Schmltz and
major Gaynor. as senator Bailey and
senator Foraker. as district attorney
Jerome and governor Dtx can testify.

"I unhasitatingly classify Prof Wil-
son In the same category as the above
worthies, and confidently wait for time
and events to prove the accuracy oi my
judgment '

But Is there no hope for Woodrow
Wilson? Can he never scale the exalted
heights of Democracy which Mr. Hearst
I.as attained? We know, of course, that
governor Wilson began wrong, but per-

haps the mistakes of the past can be
remedied.

In 1907 governor WUson should have
gone Into partnership with the .Repub-
lican bosses and the Republican ma-
chine and placed a "fusion" ticke
in the field against the Democratic
ticket

In 1908 governor Wilson should have
financed and nominated an Independent
presidential ticket to help Taft and
Roosevelt defeat Bryan.

In 1909 governor Wilson should have
run as an Independent candidate for
mayor against the Democrat: candi-
date, with the support of Chauncey M.
Depew, the Republican bosses, and
ether "reform"' elements.

In 1910 governor Wilson should have
bten an Independent candidate for lieu-
tenant eovernor in the hope of defeat-
ing the Democratic ticket and keeping
the Republicans in power In Albany.

In 1911 governor Wilson should have
again nominated a "fusion" ticket In
partnership with the Republican ma-
chine.
