President Taft and Chief
Justice White Receive

Honorary Titles.
Vrinceton, N. J., May 11. Princeton

awoke todav to find .that the beauti--
ful spring weather had arrived for the
inauguration oi jonn vrner tiignen as
president of Princeton university.

President Taft. who participated in
the inauguration, started the activities
of the day. arrived here at 6 a. m.
Later he was driven to Prospect, the of-

ficial residence fl the president of the
Princeton, where he is the guest for
the day of president Hibben. Other
prominent arrivals include chief justice
White and associate justice Pitney of
the supreme court of the United States,
and presidents of many universities.

The ceremony began at 11 a. m. Pro-
ceeding it was a procession of all those
who were to participate in the induc-
tion and the entire student body of the
university.

The oath of office was administered
by associated justice Pitney. During
the ceremony the degree of doctor of
laws was conferred. upon president and
Upon chief justice White.
s Hibben Speaks.

"Fit a man for the 'day's work but
at the same time eqaip him to meet
tho crisis and the emergency which
the day's work will inevitably bring
forth. He who has laid a broad and
secure foundation will find no diffi-
culty in erecting the superstructure.
Whatever he builds he will be able to
build himself into the work of Ms hand
and brain. Make a man and he will
find worky"

Thus did Dr. John Grier Habben an-
nounce his views on higher education
in his inaugural address as president
of Princeton university. President
Hibben spoke to the topic "The essen-
tials of liberal education."

His address, in part, follows:
"One who is to maintain the health

and growth of his intellectual, life
must come at some later period In his
development to delight in the tasks of
the intellect. To rejoice in the labors of
the mind is not prevailing character-
istic of the natural man.

"The practical problem, therefore,
for the teacher is to choose that body
of studies which will best produce a
spirit of devotion to the cause of
knowledge and joy in its service.

"In Princeton we believe that it is
absolutely necessary to have a certain
schooling in, preparation for the re-
sponsibilities of freedom, and that the
hit and miss choice of an immature
mind in new and strange surround-
ings forms a poor propaedeutic to the
serious tasks of free investigation.

"The university is not specifically
designed for the purpose of fitting a
man directly for the daily duties of
his future work in life. It should
attempt to develop the whole man. No
faculty of the mind can oe satisfactory
ly trained in isolation."

SHIPMENT OF LIQUOR

Boosts BillWhich Would
Keep It Out of Hry

Territory.
Minneapolis. Minn., May 11. By

unanimous vote tbe general conference
of the Methodist Episcopal church here
todav approved the Kenyon-Shepard'bil- l,

which now is before congress and which
prohibits the shipment as interstate
commerce of intoxicating liquors into dry
territory.

The report of the committee to tbe
conference, which was presented by J.
Frank Hanley, former governor of In-
diana, urges Methodists of the United
States to continue to urge tlfe enact-
ment of tbe measure "throughout the
life of the present congress, and if need
be until a congress is elected which will
afford relief."

Harsh criticism was directed at con-
gress by W. H. AnersoR; of Baltimore,
chairman of the church's law committee,
in his address on the topio "Since four
rears apo" he said, "another party has
come into power, which is doing the same
thing in regard to the liquor question
for which it attacked the other party.
There are some who fear to take up
such a question at this time because
they believe it may cause their party
to retire, but I believe it is time to force
some of them to retire."
