B. Colquitt,
as toilows: A. k. Harp agrees to give
Gov. Colquitt one hundred and stxtj"
acres of land, choice of 18,000 acres
known as the Callahan School lands, ly-
ing some ten miles southwest of Plain-vie-

Hale county, Texas. Governor 0.
B. Colquitt agrees to develop, improve
and irrigate said 160 acres of land, and
if he fails to put it under irrigation
within a period of 12 mouths after the
next gubernatorial election, said land re-
verts back to A. . Harp. If governor
Colquitt deems it wise to start develop-
ing

said land from an irrigation stand-
point at once and expends any certain
amount of money and is not elected gov
ernor of the state of Texas at the next
election.
