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No Parks To Spare

EL PASQ is very deficient in park area having scarcely more than one acre fo

1000 population. Kanpsas City has more than 2500 acres in parks, or neariy
ten times &s much acreage in proportion to populstion as El Paso has,
Nearly every prograssive city of 50,000 to 250,000 has several times as much park
area as we have in proportion to population. ¥et, owing to our climate and the
pature of the surrsusdisg country, no city anywhers needs parks as badly as we do.
Auy proposition to sacrifice El Paso’s park space to buildings, public or private,
it an unwise proposition. The city and county autherities have no maral right,
even if they have a legal right, to dispose of park property, notwithstanding that
the proce=ds may be used for erecting public buildings. Every person in the dty,
especially every property owner, has a share in the parks, and there are rights of
individuals o be considered. _

El Paso is pot in urgent need of new city and county buildings. An addition
o the court homse bas already been anthorized, and room from time to time can
be secured by renting, until the time comes to erect suitable buildings for a large
and progressive city. It is undeniable that neither of the present public buildings i3
creditable. But on the other hand, when we do build, there should be an effort
to erect modern buildings of high architectural distinction, buildings of which the
city and county might justly be pround. No such amount ss the public authorities
pow propose to spend, will svect 2 building permanently satisfactory as the final
expression of El Paso’s dvic achievements and ambitions.

Both the park spaces it is proposed to sell (the city hall triangle and part of
the court house sguare) are becoming more valuable all the time, as open spaces,
that will some day be properly beautified for the geperal bemefit. The argument
that the existence of these parks has a tendency to delay iBe extension of business
out Myrtle and San Antonio streeis is a purely selfish argument, interesting to
gome property owmers ont these streets who want to hasten the day when they can
gell residence property at business-lot prices; interesting also to members of the
speculative investment syndicate in which many men have shares who mow &re
influential—directly or indirectly—in local palitics and local government. But this
particular argoment should have mo weight with the responsible officials of dty
&nd county, and it certainly has no weight with the vast bulk of the pepulation,
property taxpayers and others

El Paso does oot “need the money” quite that badly. When the tims comes
to erect suitable public buildings, of a permanently sstisfying, “montmentsl”
srchitectural charscter as well as of adequate size and conmvenient arrangement,
then let El Paso city and county issue bonds in sufficent amount to buy ground if
mecessary and to erect the right sort of buildings,

Rather than sell any park gpaces, in the vicmity of the present public buiidings
or elsewhers, iz would be 2 far wiser cotrse to buy real estate for future use, with
particular reference to the future creating of a “dvic center,” serving both municipal
beauty and the public convenience,

When the masses of the people fully inform themselves upon this matter, the
majority will ceriainly oppose any reductoin of our pretent park space, either to
benefit private real estate speculstors, or to gel money for public buildings. We
shonld be looking forward right mow to a future “civic center,” and if possible
acquiring the ground before prices go booming again El Paso oty and county
might betiter wait & mumber of years for permanent public buildings, when the
annual fncomes and bosding power will have been vastly incressed, and when we
ghzll a1l have an adequate ides of the mesds of the future.

The new city and county buildings in other progressve cities of 75000 to
250,000 populatisn are medels of simple classic architecturs, suitably located, per-
manently pleasing, adequate and convesient. The proposal now being considersd by
the city and county authorities iz & khalf way measure, 2 makeshift, dangercusly
unwise, ill considered and untimely. Under no consiferation should such a radical
move be made without submitting the question 1o & vote of the property taxpayers,
