DYNAMITE URGE SUM RDDSEVELT 0FT0IE0N
House in WMch They Made

Last Stand Demolished;
Five Policemen "Wounded.

TRAGIC BATTLE
LASTED EIGHT HOURS

Paris France. May 15. The career of
the last of France's notorious bandit
gang was dramatically ended this
morning when, after an eight hour bat-

tle with police and troops. Its leader.
Octava Garnler and his confederate.
Vallet. were blown up by explosives in
a small ilia at Nogent-Sur-Marn- e,

Rhere they had taken refuge.
Shattered by shots of dynamite, their

1 ouse fell in ruins when melinite' was
exploded under the walla The police
found Garnler dead ana Vallet dying.
I'ive policemen were wounded in the
battle, which preceded the dynamiting.

Undaunted and probably unharmed by
bullet and dynamite. Octave Gamier.
the real leader ana last of the notori-
ous bandit gang which has terrorized
Paris made nis last stand In the house
at the villa.

Tried for Heart! to Sheet Them.
All the forces for the protection of

societ had failed to dislodge them.
Several thousand police, gendarmes and
zouaves tried for hours to shoot the
bandits or blow the building with

Three policemen had fallen
from the desperadoes' bullets, 'jut
though the villa was damaged by dyna-
mite the bandits held their own and
fchowed no signs of surrendering.

Unlike Bonnot. whose refuge was
r'vnamited at Choisy le Roi. Garnler
made his last stand in a house hidden
by foliage and surrounded closely by
other buildings, making an assault dif-
ficult and dangerous. Bonnot and Du-lo- ls

fought in a garage which could be
approached from all sides.

Bonnot. as the "demon chauffeur,"
was remarkable for his skill at the
w heel of an automobile by the employ-
ment of which the bandits committed
outrages and made their escape. Gar-
tner's specialty was disguise. He went
so far as to mutilate his eye lids to
change his appearance and by resorting
to eery sccemc exploited in detective
fiction, he succeeded in evading the
police dragnet which had been spread
o-.- Paris and the suburbs.
Tried to Negotiate Stolen Securities.
Gamier s mistake came in trying to

negotiate stolen securities at a branch
of a big banking house, whereby be
and his companions. Vallet and Vull-lt-mi- n,

were traced to Nogent. The
three, who are decided blondes, dyed
their hair jet black.

An Indiscretion by the woman. Vuil-lemi- n,

enable the police to fix their
lair to a certainty.

M. Lepine. prefect of police, was no-
tified and decided to capture or kill
the bandits if necessarv.

Again, as in the case of the battle at J
Choisy le Roi, the efforts of the police I

and military were greatly hampered by I

the vast crowds that gathered in the
adjoining streets. Attempts were made
to blow up the building by throwing
dynamite cartridges from the adjacent
viaduct and a perfect hall of bullets
was thrown Into the house. An armed
lorce, holding torches, rushed into the
ruins and discovered the two bandits
on the floor in a room. Garnler was
naked save for a few tattered rags. He
appeared to be dead. Vallet was dead or
dying.

The crowd of spectators now wildly
enraged rushed up and tried to seise
the bandits. With great difficulty the

slice drove them, back and placed the?odies in automobiles.

EXTRA GUARD IN
CAR WAS HELPLESS

New Orleans, La., May 15. Southern
Express company here today declined to
vouchsafe any information as to the
amount of money taken by robbers.
who early today held up a Queen and
Crescent flyer south of Hattiesburg
and dynamited the express car.

It was denied, however, that the
robbers obtained a sum approaching
$149,000, the loss first reported.

Get Large Sum.
The masked men held up the New

Orleans-Ne- w York limited train. No. 2.
northbound on the New Orleans &
Northeastern railroad, eight miles from
Hattiesburg. Miss., shortly after mid-rig- ht

this morning, and after dynamit-
ing the safe in the express car. escaped
on horses with large sum of money.

The passengers were not molested
and no one was hurt The train pro-
ceeded to Hattiesburg. where the city
and county officials were notified.
Posses formed and mounted on horses
started in pursuit of the robbers who.
it is said, took a northeasterly direc-
tion, evidently heading for the Ala-
bama state line.

Express Car Demolished.
Five charges of dynamite were ex-

ploded In the express car. nearly de-
molishing It. A through safe destined
from New Orleans to eastern points,
said to contain possibly $150,000, most
of which was government ,funds, was
blown open. The contents were taken

The safe in the express car was se-
cured by a time signal lock when the
train left New Orleans last night, and
there was a guard In the car in addi-
tion to the regular messenger.

It is Bald that in the car there was
one package of money representing the
payroll of the Alabama & Vicksburg
railroad at Meridian and about 25 pack-
ages of cash, representing the remit-
tances of agents of the southern Bx-- 1

ress company at points along the
Vicksburg, Shreveport & Pacific rail-
road. There were also two or more
sacks of silver, containing $1000 each,
other packages of currency and sev-
eral packages of Jewelry, valuable cer-
tificates and bonds.

It was Ineffective and
successively five other charges of the
high explosive were set off before the
bandit accomplished his purpose.

The sixth charge blew off the safe
door and scattered silver coin andpackages of currency and other valu-
ables In every direction.

Plaee Loot In Sack and Escape.Except $300 in silver, everything insight was hurriedly placed in a sackand the two men backed off Into the
darkness with their revolvers leveled at
the train crew. After walking back-
ward for about 100 yards the men
dashed off. It is believed they fled on
horses which were left in charge of athird robber. It is presumed the rob-
bers are those who held up a MobileOhio train near Corinth, in February.

GALB CARRIKD SPARKS.
Two longing eamp had beeH engaged for several days burning slashings

en legged-e- ff lands. A gale arose yesterday and sparks from a brush fire
et the forest afire.

The extraordinary dryness caused the flames to spread rapidly. One
hundred' and eighty persons from the Dempsey camp fled to Hamilton, five
miles away. Seven of the men remained behind, believing they conld save the
property. The bodies or the cook and two of his helpers were found this mor-
ale, xhe other four are missing, and It la almost eertaln they lost their lives.

Seven ranchmen are known to have lest their houses, barns and all they
pesscpaed. The refugee are floeklng late Hamlftsn and Scdro-Weole- y, where
they are being eared for.

San Francisco. Calif., May 16 Theo-
dore Roosevelt on returns from 2.316
out of about 3.700 precincts in the
state was given California's 26 dele-
gates to the Republican national con-

vention yesterday, at the first presi-
dential preference primary held In
the state, by a clear majority of 15,277
over his opponents, president William
H. Taft and senator ftooert M.

who received, respectively.
65.194 and 33.310 votes. Roosevelt's
vote in these precincts was 103.881.

Champ Clark scored a similarly de-
cisive victory over Woodrow Wilson
on the Democratic ticket the figures
being in the same number of pre-
cincts: Wilson 12.870: Clark 28,185.

Not one of the 168 counties of the
state showed a majority for the Taft
column today.

Roosevelt headquarters were jubilant
today and Taft headquarters deserted.
Senator La Follette left for the east
yesterday without awaiting the re-
sult.

, Light. Itote. -- ,,,-.
The vat rfarougaout the. state was

much lighter than the heated campaign,
especially of the Republicans, had led
the political managers to expect. In
San Francisco, in spite of perfect
weather, but 0.00t votes were cast
out of a registeratlon of 106,000. The
women formed a good proportion of
the visitors to the polls.

One of the surprises in the count was
the fact that from 10.000 to 20,000 bal-
lots showed no cross in the presiden-
tial preference space at the top of the
ballot, the voters evidently having been
satisfied to vote for the delegates
pledged to the man of their choice.

The total vote of the state Is expect-
ed to approximate 360.000.

Taft Carrie Fourth District.

BIG ELEPHANT GUN

Taft's Charge Concerning
Roosevelt Killing Off

the Bosses.
Youngetown, O., May 15. President

Taft In a epeeeh here last night made
his first attack of the campaign on
the tariff revision plans of colonel The-
odore Roosevelt.

"I understand, he said. that Mr.
Roosevelt here this afternoon said he
favored a tariff of high wages so that
the profits of it will go through to the
weekly envelope and won't stop at the
box office. i

' "We're all in favor of high wages
and prosperity, but how would he ar-
range a tariff with an adjustment of
the receipts between the wace earner
and those engaged In an Industry? He
does not know and I do not know and
neither does anybody else know how.

Mr. Taft's hoarseness was marked.
Roosevelt Ignorant.

Theodore Roosevelt does not under-
stand what the nature of our govern-
ment Is because he does not know what
liberty regulated by law is. was one
sentence that made the crowd applaud

The president beg the day
Liverpool and made his last speech
here last night. At times he came
close to colonel Roosevelt, but they did
not meet.

Although Mr. Taft's arguments were
not greatly different from Previous
days, there were many incidents that
brought a smile to his face and the
faces of others who heard him,

The president himself created amuse-
ment for his hearers at Akron, when
he took up his discussion of the bosses
and made his usual reference to Mr.
Roosevelt's relations with them.

Did Sot Use Elephant Gun.
"I didn't toe r. Roosevelt get out

his elephant gun and get after any
bosses." the president sld .

"I may 'be puzzle-witte- d. he said at
Canton. "That Is a question that you
cannot discuss any more than you can
discuss whether you are good looking
or not. But whether I am puzzle-witte- d

or not. I know the difference
between truth and fiction. I know
what a square deal Is. and I know that
he does not resemble Abraham Lin-
coln in any respect."

Speaks to School Children.
At Massilon he made a speech to

several hundred scnool children.
"When vou grow up, will you become

good citizens: will yon stand up for
the United States and for the stars
and stripes?" asked the president.

"Yes, sir," the children said In
chorus.

"And when vou hear anybodv abus-
ing it. will vou think he doesn't know
what he is "doing? Will you"

"Yes. sir," the childreu chorused
again.

Favors Reciprocity.
Once or twice the president took up

reciprocity and told the farmers that
he was still of the opinion that It
would haie been a good thing for them
and the country.

Gets in Behind the Federals,
but Is Checked 85 Miles
Out of Torreon.

FEDERALS DENY
MADERO'S CAPTURE

i

Gen Cam pa's column of 150o rebels
sent by Gen. Orozco early last Sunday
to flank the rebels and attack Torreon
from the south has been checked by a
federal force at Velardena. 86 miles
southwest of Torreon, according to ad-
vices received In Kl Paso Wednesday
by Alberto Madero. uncle of the presi-
dent of Mexico.

The same dispatches deny that Ma-pl-

has been taken by the rebels and
state that Gen. Blanquet is en route
from Mexico City with 600 men and field
artillery to reinforce the garrison at
Torreon.

The federals declare that the rebel!
did not capture Raoul Madero. Mex-
ican consul E. C. Llorente claims to
have talked with Gen. Huerta over
the federal wire yesterday afternoon.

The rebels insist that they took
Mapiml and go so .far as to give a list
of dead and wounded. They say they
lost 60 killed and 100 wounded and that
the federals lost 250 killed and 108
wounded.

Ilncrtn Advancing North.
Gen. Huerta's army of federals ad-

vanced slowly north from Yermo to-

day toward the rebel base at Rellano,
70 miles away. Advices from the zone
of federal operations were meager but
those that reached here told of the
slow progress of the federals because
of gaps in the railroad made by the
retreating insurrectos.

The troop trains of the government
are nearly Ave miles long and are pre-
ceded bv pilot engines with a number
of engineers aboard, who carefully
examine the road for mines. Many
trestles were repaired today but It is
not anticipated that the federals will
encounter any of the rebel advance
guard before tomorrow.

(IT. ATM DEFECTION
OF FEDERAL BAND

Rebels Allege Large Number
Joined Them and that
Mapimi Surrendered.

(By Asoolated Press.)
Jimenez. Chihuahua. Mexico. May 15.
Two thousand men of the govern-

ment's army at Dinamita between Ma-
pimi and Torreon, are reported to have
joined the rebel force. Cot Galavte.

Canales .who is reported to have taken
Mapimi Official confirmation of the
occupation of Mapimi Is yet lacking.

Rebels Are Ready.
Kecoverea rrom tne panic occasion

bv the nolsv advance of Huerta's artil
lery on Sunday the rebel army is get- -
ting Into shape to move against the
enemv once more.

Engineers and workmen have been
sent south to begin the reconstruc-
tion of bridges destroyed between
Conejos and Zavaiza and prevent the
federals from following. To finish this
work several days will be required and
until it is done, little activity on the
pari of the main body of troops is an-
ticipated.

Rebel officers believe no important
flanking movement will be attempted
by the federals, this opinion being
based upon the assumption that Huer- -
a will not risk the transportation of

ivy guns overland along bad trails
and because it probably would be
necessary for him to use a large part
of his infantry in shuch a venture,
owing to the comparative scarcity of
mounted men.

Orozco Loses Littlr.
Aside from the bad effect inevitably

produced by a retreat. Orozco's army
has lost little, rather as a whole it has
gained an advantage. The occupation
of Mapimi by the rebels, which Is
claimed by them to have taken place
Sunday, has removed from the fed-
erals a point of much strategic import-
ance, while the federals by holding
the railroad south of Conejos are in
worse condition since It compels
Huerta to weaken his defence at Ber-mejil- lo

and Torreon and leave his
heavy column in the open field con-
stantly exposed to small bands of
rebels.

The main body of the rebels now
has Its center at Escalon also the
temporary headquarters of Gen. Sala-za- r.

From Jimenez. Gen. Orozco Is di-
recting the operations in general and
at no future engagement will he be
in the zone of lighting. This was
agreed upon at a recent conference.

Bandits Xear Pnrral.
It Is reported at headquarters that'

the town of Las Cuevas, a station on
the Central, about half way between
Parral and Rosarlo, had been occupied
by a band of bandits masquerading as
government troops and a detachment of
60 men was sent from here to cooper-
ate with the Parral garrison to dis-
lodge them and restore order in that
district.

Maplml's Fall Denied.
(By Associated Press).

Mexico City. Mexico, May 16 Mapimi.
a mining town west of Torreon, which
was reported to be in the hands of the
rebels, still was in the possession of
the federal garrison last night, accord-
ing to a statement given out by presi-
dent Madero. The report that Raoul
Madero, commander of the ru rales in
the north, had heen taken prisoner by
the rebels also was denied and it was
said Madero was with Huerta, who
was continuing his march to the north.

The following bulletin was given-ou- t
by the president last night:

"'Forces of rebels have been reported
near Pedricena and Velardena but the
number of that band is not known. De-
tachments from the Xuevo Leon. Coa-hul- la

and Durango volunteers have
been ordered to that vicinity to engage
the rebels.

"Gen. Huerta continues his advance
to the north without opposition."

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PEARSON PLANT IS
DAMAGED BY WIND

Heavy Timbers Blown Down
and the Work Is De-

layed as Result.
A heavy gale struck EI Pas all of a

sudden early Tuesday night, wrecked a
portion of the Pearson woodworking

plant, causing about $10,000 damage,
blew down sign boards, tore down awn-

ings and blew one man's straw bat as
high as the Mills building, it seemed.
The suddenness of the hiah wind's ar-

rival gave no warning. ,
Shortly before 8 ockx-- it was blow-

ing a 10 mile an hour breeze. Ten min-
utes later, according to the records of
the Vnited States weather bureau in
the Southwestern building, the gale
struck the city and blew at a rate of
about 52 miles an hour. The sudden
increase took everybodv unawares.

Crashing their Way through thin floor
timbers, eight roof girders of the un-
completed Box; plant, unit of the Pear-
son plant, went down with the heavv
gust. The beams tore their way through
the flooring, bringing down some up-
right timbers in the fall. The heavy
wooden beams, set horizontally on the
roof of the factory, weighed nearly five
tons each, and carried every stick of
wood before them. Xo one was injured
in the wreck. Work of repairing the
damage was begun Wednesday morning,
and it will take at least a week to re-

pair the damage, which is estimated at
about $10,000.

KING AT PALACE

New King Takes the Title of
Christian Father Was
King 3?or Six Years.

Copenhagen, Denmark. May 15

Christian X was proclaimed king of
Denmark from the balcony of the pal-

ace at 3 o'clock this afternoon In the
presence of a large number of peo-

ple who had gathered in the square in
front of the royal residence.

nearest hospital in an automobile

Death Was Foretold.

A rumor is current that the late
king recently vlstted a fortune teller
incognltio and was informed that he
would die on May 15.

Frederick VIII was a great frler.d
and admirer of the United States. He
read daily newspapers and was a stu-
dent of American literature. During
the flrst two years of his reign e

was not beloved by the-Dane- but
the last couple of years when the peo-
ple had recognized his ideal for Dan-
ish welfare and prosperity, ho became
most popular.
