The Wars of the Insects By P. Servisj
How Science Is'Directing Them For the Benefit of Man
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4s now going on in this
THKRE under the direction of

Dr. L. O. Howard, chief of the bu-
reau of entomology, and his assistants,
a warfare In comparison with whose
destructiveness the irruptions of the
barbarians in the Roman empire sink
into insignificance. The victims ol j

these insect wars, waged to protect for-
ests, gardens, orchards and grain fields,
are numbered by the billions and the
hosts that march to the conflict make
the wild armies that followed Alaric
and Attila seem contemptible by con-
trast of numbers.

The idea of training the armies of
useful insects to attack those that are
injurious to man's interests Is not al-
together new, it was put into practice
on a small scale in France in 1840, but
it is only since 18S9 that it has been
largely developed in this country, and
since 1S05 it has assumed an importance
not previously imagined, through the
systematic cultivation of the friendly
insects. A kind of training camp, a
sreat military insect station, has been
established at Melrose Highlands. Mass..
where the little warriors are bred and
liberated to attack their foes a work
in which they need no urging.

Romantic Interest.
A degree of romantic interest that

no uninformed person would dream of
its attached to the work of assembling
the forces employed in these insect
wars. Entomologists are sent all over
the world in search of the insects that
are needed, and which are known to be
the foes of those against which the
warfare is directed. Europe, Africa,
Asia and the islands of the eastern
seas are ransacked by the seekers.
There is something lugubriously sug-
gestive In the tact that on the old bat-
tlefield of Wagram the agents sent out
by the American government found a
eolonv of n&rasitic insects victoriously

. attacking the caterpillars of the for
midable gipsy mom, wnicn nas wrousni
such destruction in this country, and
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Headgear devised by E. S. G. Tltnn
they were immediatelv exported to
Massachusetts to evercise their Napo-
leonic energy on a new field of battle

Wherever they find the insects needed,
the searchers box them up and send
them by mail or freight to this countrv.
Some of them are adult insects, and
they are carefull fed during the jour-
ney. Amon? these is a handsome beetle i

called the Calosoma. of a shining bronze
color. They are usually sent in pack-
ages of safety-matc- h boxes, one beetle
in each box, with a wisp of sphagnum
for it to feed on. Sometimes one or
two caterpillars are put into the box
to serve as food. Occasionaly the bee-
tles have been sent, especially from
Japan, in cold storage, for the cold
simply stagnates without killing them.
To see one of these beetles attack a
caterpillar of the gipsy moth is a cheer-
ing sight for the trainers, who are try-
ing to save the trees that these mothsdestroy by thousands. In their native
countries they have already put their
enemies under their feet.

A PrcearloHS Period.
One of the most interesting chapters

in the history of this war of races is
that concerning the battle with the ter-
rible San Jose scale insect In California.
The orange and lemon groves of the
Pacific slope were threatened with ex-
tinction through the attacks of thisscourge, when a remarkable insect of
the lady-bir- d family (Coccinldae) called
the Kovina Cardinalis. was imported
from Australia. The moment the lady-
bird larvae were liberated inthey attacked the first scale insectsthey met, and the orchard in which they
were let oat was freed from the enemy
In short order. Within less than a year
after their arrival the had
won bo complete a victory that Prof.Biley was able to report that the scaleinsect was "practically no longer a
factor to be considered in the cultiva-
tion of oranges and lemons in Cali-
fornia." Everybody has seen lady-bir- ds

. some species, xney are little, round,
shining-backe- d creatures, marked withdots and often beautifully colored, andall of them are enemies to noxious in-
sects of one kind or another, so thatthey should never be destroyed.

Later on, when the orange and lemontrees in Portugal were threatened withdestruction by scale insects that had
found their way to the continent fromthe Azores, Australian lady-bir- ds from
California were sent to Portugal. Out
of a shipment of 80, only five remainedalive. But they were good fighters. Alarger shipment was subsequently sentand the little warriors were scatteredamong the gardens and orchards ofPortugal. They marched to victory astriumphantly as they had done in Cali-
fornia, and now Portugal is practically
free from the pest.

In this country at present, the warof the insects is directed mainly againstthe gipsy and brown-ta- il moths.Among the enemies of these moths arevarious species of beetles, bugd andflies. Many of them are cultivatedfrom the eggs that they lay In the bod-
ies of their enemies.

PANHANDLE WHEAT
CROP NOT PROMISING

Central "Western Texas
Crops of All Kinds

in Good Shape.
Austin, Texas, June 13. After an ex-

tensive tour of Inspection of the cen-

tral west and the south plains country
of Texas, J. W. Nelll. director of farm-
ers' institutes under the department of
agriculture, says that he found the
crops to be very good in most places.
He found that rain Is badly needed
west of Fort Worth as far as Big
Spring, but in Fisher and Lubbock
counties, there has been a sufficiency
of rain.

The wheat crop In the Panhandle, he
said, was very poor, aue principally to
tbe lack of up to date farming meth-
ods by the farmers. The farmers as a
rule do not know how to prepare the
soil for the cultivation of wheat. This
condition was apparent in Fisher
county and the south plains section.
He noticed a slight decrease in the cot-
ton acreage and more attention is be-
ing paid to diversification of crops.

The fruit crop in that section be
found to be excellent and the indi-
cations for a large yield appear to be
excellent. The cold weather of the
past winter, it develops, did little, if
any, damage to the fruit trees, and
thousands of bushels of fine apples will
be raised this season.

Recently a species of large bembecid
wasp has been sent from New Orleans
to Algeria to wage war upon a kind
of fly which imparts the "sleeping
sickness" to dromedaries. The wasps
went over in refrigerated cocoons,
from which full fledged insects were
developed in Algeria, but their subse-
quent history is not yet known.

Considering what has been accom-
plished, one might be tempted to hone
that an insect loe of mosquitoes and
house flies may yet be discovered and
sent out on a species of warfare to
which the most tenderhearted senti-
mentalist could hardly object.
