Chicago. III.. June 17. No longer can

it be said that the Yankees lack good
pitching. Their slabmen have delivered
a. brand of goods in the last few games
that would ordinarily win nine out of
lv games.

Tieir last games were lost by the
closest of margins, one lone tally in
each instance bringing defeat. In both
of these contests the Yankee boxmen
outpltcaed theii opponents and the
team hit as well as if not better than
their rivals, but the breaks favored the
other fellows.

Those defeats may be attributed to
misplays in the field; still the oppos-
ing players were Just as guilty in this
resoect. It was simply a turn of base
ball luck of which Wolverton and his I

team have nac little or none so iar.
The errors that played a part in the
loss of these games were of an ex-
cusable nature, the sort that are made
daily by the best of players.

To offset a lot of adverse talk. Dr. E.
B. Shaw, a local physician, made an
examination of Johnson yesterday at
the Instigation of the promoters of the
fight. The physician declares that the
cegro's lungs, heart and abdomen are
Jn good shape, but that the chest ex-
pansion is below par. Incidentally, he
gives Flynn a good boost. In a state-
ment issued last night Dr. Shaw says:

MI regard Jim Flynn as one of the
most remarkable specimens of physical
development I have ever examined. His
eye sight Is normal; his heart and
lungs are normal In every respect;
likewise all his abdominal organs. In
fact. I do not find a flaw in the man
in any particular. He seems to have
wonderful endurance, the altitude not
affecting him in the least and he cer-
tainly ought to withstand a great deal
of punishment."

Measurements taken yesterday show
Flynn to weigh 19S and to be five feet.
It 1- -2 Inches tall, while Johnson
Weighs 213 and is six feet, and one-four- th

inch tall. Flynn'g reach is 7t
inches, while Johnson's is five inches
more. Flynn's chest expansion Is four
and one-ha- lf inches while Johnson's is
an inch less. In arms, legs and waist
measurements. Johnson is from one to
two inehes larger than his opponent.

Flynn Odds Better.

title in the event that the battle goes
over 12 rounds.

Ryan has it figured that Flynn will
go the route better than Johnson,
should the fight develop into a fight,
as the high altitude should agree bet-
ter with the Puebloan than with Lil'
Artha.

Rynn's Story of It.
"Originally when this match was first

arranged.'' said Ryan at the Montezuma
Springs training camp yesterday after-
noon, "I was just like the rest of the
boobs and labeled it a poor one. Since
taking hold of Flynn I have found out
what a courageous fellow he is. I did
not form this opinion In a hurry; In
fact. I was allied with Jim over a week
before I could see him at all. The very
first day I found ont that he was as
hard as nails and chuck full of confi-
dence, but It was not until I donned
the gloves with him that I discovered
it is all a myth about him being a
sucker. For a couple of rounds I guess
I am as good as I ever was In my life.
Well. I gave Jim all I had our first day
out, as 1 wanted to find out quick all
about him. He surprised me. He
showed better speed than I thought he
owned and he used his head in all tight
places. As I figure the battle next
month, Flynn, if he sticks out the first
It rounds with Johnson, stands an ex-
cellent chance of winning. Jack has
got to win while he is fresh. If Jim
stays with him 10 or 12 rounds I give
him fully an even chance of landing
the victor."

John O. Talbott, the well known Den-
ver sporting man, who has been named
official betting commissioner, of the
July 4 encounter, expects to open John-
son a two to five favorite. However,
It is his tip that the odds will tumble
from the jump. "Seven to It is the
best priee I can see the morning' of
July 4." declares Talbott. "That Is
because Flynn Is training si well and
looks so good.

"DOPING' '"ALLEGED
IN ENGLISH DERBY

Americans Lost Fortune;
"Was Durvea's Colt Fixed

Before Race?
New York, N. Y.. June K. A special

cablegram to the New York American
from Its London correspondent says:

"What promises to be the worst
scandal of the British turf in 10 years
became known when the sporting
weekly. 'The Looking Glass.' announced
that Sweeper II. the American colt
which started favorite in the recent
Derby, was doped before the race.

"A significant fact In connection
with the dope story was that H. B. Dur-ye-a

dismissed Danny Maker, who rode
Sweeper II, and engaged Frankie
O'Neill, another American boy. to pilot
Sweeper II in the remainder of his
stake engagements.

It will be remembered in the story
of the race published in the New York
American that a note was sounded in-
dicating that something was wrong
with the showing of the Duryea colt.
After the Derby De Courcy Forbes told
the American correspondent: 'I don't
like this Sweeper business. I insist
that he didn't gallop a foot of the
way.'

"An investigation shows that in the
opinion of a large number t raclner
men Sweeper II was doped. Duryea s
trainer is unable to account for the
miserable showing of the colt. It is
suspected that two or three bookmak-
ers who stood to lose fortunes on a
Sweeper II victory know more about
the "doping than they would care to
say.

"It was certain that when Sweeper
II left his stable for the big race he
was never fitter. When he returned
to his stall after the Derby the colt
was listless and feeble. He was kept
in the stable for a couple of days, when
he was taken out for an exercise can-
ter. He moved very stiffly and ap-
peared to show the effects of some
strong stimulant."

BEEFSTEAK Is removed by force

from cows which are too old and
feeble to resist. It is the most durable
form of meat now in use and is capable

of great resistance. Beefsteak Is usual-
ly bought on the hoof at 4 2 cents a
pound by liberal gentlemen known as
packers, who wish to act for their
country's good and at the same time
extract a bare living Pnt rtbem-selve- s

and their dependent flftnHles.
By the time they have transformed the
hide into a ponyskin coat, the horns
Into glucose and the hoofs Into shaving
soap, what is left is sold at 26 cents
a pound to people with rubberset teeth
and a love of adventure.

In order to be thoroughly enjoyable,
beefsteak should be cooked over a slow
fire for one week prior" to the noonday
meal The most expensive variety is
porterhouse steak, one slice of which
will cause a J12 a week salary to sag
at the knees. This kind of meat is
undressed and allowed to ferment in a
lefrigerator, and is never served until
old age has put it on the defensive.
The rib steak is a crude imitation of
the porterhouse, and has to be assault-
ed with more determination.

Then there is that hardy household
favorite, the round steak, which has a
very stubborn disposition and has to
be carved with a two handled crosscut
saw. The flank steak is a byproduct
with "a cravenet finish, and should
either be Fletcherised or fed to some
household pet. The fiber of the av-
erage hotel beefsteak is not approached
by anything except tbe split hickory
spoke and the better grades of linol-
eum, and is soldom molested by any-
body after the first round.

The fortitude of the American beef
steak reflects itself In the American
character and stomach, neither of
which is afraid of anything. A brisk
bout with a beefstead three times a
day gave England her navy and her
nerve, and it is making America the
reddest blooded infant of the nations
of the earth.
