She dropped the pot
out of the window in such a way that
it fell inverted upon the head r a
Savoyard, killing him. And nowadays,
on the occasion of the annual festival,
this picturesque happening is commem-
orated by three-legge- d pots made of
chocolates, which are sold by thousands
In all sizes, the bigger ones being filled
with goodies.

At this festival the demure and sober
little city goes almost crazy with Joy.
The whole town is in masquerade after
dark on December 11. men. women, and
children, wearing the most absurd cos-

tumes. It is the privilege of any man
to kiss any unmasked woman a fact
which causes much surprise occasion-
ally to strangers. At midnight there
Is a masked ball at the KursaaL Every
family holds a reunion, and the center
of the table is alwavs occupied by a
big chocolate pot with 1602 and the
current year marked on It

Hate Their Ancient Enemies.
Even to the present day the Genevese

hate and despise the Savoyards, their
hereditary enemies, calling the con-
temptuous attention of the stranger to
the fact that these neighbors of theirs
are unthrifty and still make their wo-
men work in the fields, as they did in
former days.

Land Values tfie Mmferes Valley

"VERWppractlcal, well-educate- d.A much-travei- ed business man of
Denver. Colo., visited the Dem- -

zz.s district last week. He had been
reading Deming advertisements in The
El Paso Herald, and 'was very much in-

terested in the region. He said that he
bad endeavored to Interest a number
ot Denver capitalists of. his acquaint-
ance in this section, but that Inva-
riably they were frightened away by
low land values. "If the section is all
that is claimed for it" they said, "why
are values so s,low?" When he ar-
gued that It was a new section, he was
told that railroads bad been built intoDeming some 30 years, and mat sure-
ly in 30 years, a country should becomethoroughly de eloped, if there wereany deelopment possible.

Deming Development .c.While the Deming section Is old In
the sense that the town has been herefor 30 years, the development that isgiving value to land Is comparatively
new. As a mining and stockraising
center, Deming is an old town; as anagricultural center It is very new. Fiveyears ago, government land Jay rightup to the borders of the town. Threeyears ago this same land could bebought for a song. Now this same
land is bringing $100 per acre, andthat price is low enough to frightenmany conservative investors.

The secret of the rapid advance In
values in the last three years lies inthe discovery that the Immense under-ground water supply is
accessible for irrigation. Enough ex-
perimenting had been done In a smallway to demonstrate- - that the climateand the soil of the Mimbres Valley
were admirably adapted to the grow-
ing of high-pric- ed produce. Gardentruck of all kinds produced abundant-ly and in rare quality; fruits grown
in yards and small orchards had thatrichness and fflavor which command
the top price in any market; smallpatches of alfalfa demonstrated thatMimbres Valley alfalfa hay had 40percent more nutritive value than thatgrown in the northern states. Inshort everything had been demon-
strated except that water for irriga-
tion could be produced in large quan

sistence, and one of the very firstthings that were done after the abdica-
tion of Louis and the proclamation of
the republic was the institution of na
tional workshops, in which employment
was to be provided for every man who
wanted it Within a fortnight more
than 40,000 men had assembled at the
Paris workshops, and their number was
being steadily swollen by the stream of
arrivals from the provinces.

But this failed to s&t'sfy the extreme
party In the republic, and the attempt
was made to dHve the government into
the adoption cl communism. Falling in
this, the radical rose In revolt, and on
every hand the wildest confusion
to show itself.

Meanwhile the public workshops
were proving an obvious nuisance. The
number of workmen was more than
100,060 in Paris alone, and the expenses
of maintaining them threatened to
bankrupt the government Private en-
terprise was almost at a standstill, and
conditions were rapidly becoming
worse than they were under Louis
Philippe.

of his country, appealing to the
men of his flock to drive out the hated
Spaniard. He managed to organize a
pretty fair sort of revolution, but was
finally beaten, he and three other lead-
ers of the movement being shot at Chi-
huahua, and their heads exposed on
poles to the view of the populace. Lat-
er on, however, the heads were burled
with much pomp and ceremony In the
Cathedral of the City of Mexico. For
the seeds of liberty planted by Hidalgo
took root and grew, and, Spanish

Such was the status when the first

big irrigation wells were Installed.
These wells were operated only a short

proved that the value of an acre foot
of water used intelligently in irriga-
tion in this valley was worth any-
where from $25 to $109, farmers were
not slow to see that there were tre-
mendous possibilities in developing the
water in the underflow for 'irrigation.

The rise that is now taking place in
the price of land is comparable to that
which which takes place in copper
properties, for instance, when some
new is developed cheapening
the production of copper from such
properties.

ed, thereupon gratifying their lust for
revenge by a long series of massacres,
in which neither women nor children
were spared.

Eventually, however, all of South
America gained its freedom the most
picturesque incident of the struggle,
perhaps, being the capture in Venezuela,
of three warsnlps by a troop of cavalry.
Such a thing, surely, was never heara
of before, nor i3 likely to be again.

The warthips in question, three gun-
boats, were lying in the Apure River
keeping a lookout for the rebel Gen.

All
that was noticed beforehand on the day
of the disaster was a few men taking
off their clothes and going in swim-
ming.
