Refugees from the Sonora colonies
of the Mormon church bare begun, to
arrive In Tougl2.s and Agua. Prleta from
the south. Ten wagons were reported
to have arrived at Agua Prieta Monday-nigh-

from Colonia San Jose and a few
other wagons to have arrived in Doug-
las. Others are expected from the So-

nora colonies since the rebels have been
active in the Bavispe and Moctezuma
districts, the Mormon officials in El
Paso say.

There is no haste in the departure of
the Sonora refugees from their homes.
as they are bringing proi. ona and
even cows to the border in order that
they may be able to live without as-
sistance from the government until
they can return. There are 500 in these
colonies and only a part of this number
are expected to come out.

Joseph E. Robinson, president of the
California mission who is handling the
transportation of the refugees, says he
received a private telegram Monday
night saying that the federals and reb-
els had been fighting at Moctezuma,

--and that --the federals had --been victori-
ous.

Have Sent 550 Avray.
For the first time since the exodus

of refugees, the officials have been able
to clear their desks of applications for
transportation to points in Arizona.
New Mexico and Utah. There have been
550 sent out. Mr. Robinson thinks, and
the government has expended approx-
imately $4000 in sending these refugees
to their former homes. Others are be-

ing sent out as rapidly as their tickets
can be purchased, and It Is expected to
have all of this transportation business
closed by the end of the week.

"Willard Call go to the extreme north-
ern part of Utah They take with them
a little deaf and dumb girl, who will be
placed in school. The child, about 14
years of age. is not able to understand
whv she should go away She cannot
be made to understand why there should
be any separation, and her unwilling-
ness to go makes the separation much
harder

Four different trains carried refugees
away from El Paso this morning. Most
of them are going away without their
husbands and brothers, many to parts
unknown where they will be without
resources until they find employment.

About 25 men went to Hachita this
morning to classify the horses. The
duty will be paid on those to be sold
.n the United States and those des gned
for use in Mexico will be held until such
time as it is deemed safe to return to
the colonies

The doctor told Eugene Romney that
his chances to save the life of his baby
would be much better if he were to take
the child out of El Paso at once, so he
left this morning with his family for
Utah

The Morelos Flight.
A telegram from Douglas says about

20 teams have arrived from Colonia
Morelos. They will endeavor to bring
out provisions and supplies so they
will be self supporting Many will'
bring their cows and chickens, and the
men folks will try to get work with
their teams. They will live in camps
for the present

Horace Curtis, who recentlr bought
a home in Douglas, says he will go Into
Mexico, and round up his horses and
bond them into the United States un-
til the political trouble has blown over.
Then he wilt take them back into
Mexico

Many Americans in Bisbee and Doug-
las have signified their willingness to
go into Mexico with their guns and am-
munition and stay with the Morelos
people and help defend their homes and
possessions, but the policy 'of the
colonists is one of peace.

dent occupied that office for about
seven and one half years, but during
that time he could not be persuaded
to say a single word in favor of lift-
ing from the people the burden im-
posed upon them by extortion of
tariff rates.

"Certainly only a very stupid man

would expect him to curb the trusts.
Seven eighths of all the combinations
in existence when he went out of of-
fice were created while ht. was presi-
dent Their creators had confided in
him surely, and it is just to say that
it was not misplaced. Did he not stay
the hand of his pliant attorney gen-
eral when he was about to bring suit
to dissolve the Harvester trust? Was
not a 20 minute conversation long
enough to persuade him that the Steel
corporation should be allowed to ab-
sorb its leading competitors?"

Attacks Republican Poller.
Governor Thomas R. Marshall, In his

formal speech of acceptance of the
Democratic vice presidential nomina-
tion, delivered to the notification here
today, attacked the Republican party
on the grounds that it had fostered
special privilege to the point of mak-
ing men everywhere socialistic in the-
ory if not in conduct

In this connection, he said:
"It Is idle for a thoughtful man in

America, whether millionaire or pau-
per, to longer play the ostrich. Safety
does not consist in hiding one's head
in the sands of either sentiment or
hope. It is foolish for the vastly rich
to keep on insisting that more and
more snail be added to their riches
through a specious .system of special
legislation ostensibly enacted to run
the government in reality enacted to
loot the people.

"It is worse than ignorance for them
to smile at the large body of Intelligent
Americans who regard themselves as
fortunate if the debit and credit ac-
counts of life balance at the end of the
year, and to assume that the mighty
many, who are becoming convinced that
that social system that we call
democracy is but a glittering gener-
ality, will long endure the industrial
slavery being produced.

"Whether voting the ticket or not
men everywhere looking upon the
awful injustice of this economic system
are becoming socialistic in theory if
not in conduct

"And shall any fair-mind- man say-th-at

if it redounds to the interests of
the people of this country that a hun-
dred men shall contr6l its business to
the good or everyone, that there is any-
thing fallacious in the theory that gov-
ernment instead of transferring busi-
ness to a favored few for the benefit
of all should itself discharge that busi-
ness for the benefit of all.

Ancient Ideals Impossible.
"I do not hesitate to say that if it be

impossible to restore this republic to
its ancient choice between the paternal- -
fb.. rtf th, foTi, nnH thr KrtclnllKm of the

j many, count me and my house with the
throbbing heart or Humanity

"The discontent in Republican ranks
is Democratic discontent How much of
It has reaohd the point where wearied
with the bad workings of a good sys-
tem, it is willing to topple that system
over and try something new, I cannot
prophesy.

"But i am quite sure that whatever
badges men may wear in America this
year, whatever ballots they may cast --Jid
whatever battle cries they may utter,
there are but three grades of citizens.

money changers mart and have made of
the coordinate branches of the gov-
ernment obedient lackeys of e Jing-
ling guinea.

"The second grade consists of those
whose outlook upon life has been en-

larged by the civilization under which
we live, who have been taught '.by the
school and the college, by the press
and the magazine, who appreciate the
gcod things of life, whose norizon has
been enlarged, and whose capacity for
Joy and sorrow has been increased.

Conditions Unbearable.
"Conditions have become unbearable

to them. They have reached the point
where, in the struggle for that which
they believe to be right they are bill-
ing to destroy the ideals of the repub-
lic How many of these there are, I

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Las Cruces Wants El Paso

Automobile Club to Pic-- ,
nie Prizes for Fail'.

Las Cruces, M, Aue. 20. The
rainy season, which was later this year
than usual, has started in with one of
the most soaking rains that they valley
has experienced in many months. A
downpour all night thoroughly soaked
the most scakmg rains that the valley
to the other. Coming as it did, right
after the river began to go dry. the
farmers were mebned to be grateful for
the water, in spite of the fact that many
of them had alfalfa or. the ground that
was ruined by the rain.

The work of dragging the roads will

as the present surface is concerned.

Members of the Automobile club have
been discussing the advisability of ad-
vocating a change in the routing of the
Camino Beal, at least to devote their
attention to the construction of this
highway from the state lino to Mesquite,
following along the east side of the
railway, thence turn west and follow
up the vallev. touching as many of the
improved farms as possible, until Me-sil- la

is reached, and thence turning
northeast to Las Cruces, which is the
present terminus of the road.

This change would make a much more
interesting drive for tourists, insofar as
the east side of the Santa Fe right of
wav is practically undeveloped at pres
ent, and it will also give the residents
of Mesilla. and the settlements along
the river, an opportunity to benefit by
the road improvement, which it is pro-
posed to make as general as possible.

Work on the Organ mountain link of
the Borderland route will start within
the next 30 diys. This portion of the
highway will lead from a point about
three miles north of Las Cruces, direct
to San Augustine pass, and thence on
to Alamogordo, by the way of the white
sands, making a most attractive and
scenic route.

This idea was suggested by the man-
agement of the El Paso Herald and the
five box pack was first mentioned as
the best assortment with which to start
the competition J. C Wilmarth, who
is a strong advocate for better methods
both m growing and packing, suggested
that a campaign of this kind be launched
at the fair and in order to stimulate the
competition.
