THE BELGIUM REVOLUTION

jV"j HE Belgium revolution, which be- -
gan 82 years ago, August 24,
1830 was as natural as it was

inevitable and thorough.
When, in 1S15, the Vienna congress

decreed that the South or old Spanish
Netherlands were to be joined to Hol-
land, to form the kingdom of the
Vnited Netherlands under the sorer-eig- n

rule of the house of Orange Nas-
sau, it violated a law that is as rigid
and uncompromising as that which
rolls the worlds, and it was not strange
that the decree failed to work.

For J5 years they managed to keep
ihe sham kingdom when, on
the day given above, it went all to
pieces like the "wonderful one-hor- se

shay '

After four days' fighting the Dutch
troops left Brussels.

The Belgians rose in a body, and in
six weeks time were in possession of
pretty nearly the whole country. The
National Congress of November in-
augurated the Belgian constitution,
modeled largely on that of Great Brit-
ain, and in June, 1831, elected Leopold
of Saxe-Cobu- rg king- -

A most interesting little country in
many ways is Belgium, especially in
the great matter of economics. The
problem ot prowems, mar. oi tne en-
croachment of the population upon the
means of subsistence, is forging to the
front in Belgium as it is nowhere else
on earth.

Belgium's area is 11,373 square miles;
the area of Texas is 25,000 square
miles. In other words, it would be
possible to lay 25 Belgiums down upon
the soil of Texas. And yet there are
twice as many people in the little
European kingdom as there are in the
great Lone Star state 6,800,000 as
against 3,400,000.

It is no wonder that economics Is
the one great question with the Bel-
gians. They are face to face with the
gravest of all problems "How shall
we live?" This little country is a hu-
man beehive, and the question of sub-
sistence is a vital one, overshadowing
all others.

It is said by those who are best ac-
quainted with the situation in Belgium
that the little country is liable at any
moment to show the rest of the world
some very startling developments In
social theory and practice

day morning that he would contest the
nomination of judge J. B. Harper.

Pecos Cit, Texas. Saturday.
