Bev. Perry J. Sice at Labor Day Service Says There Is

No Standing Room on Earth For the Man or Woman
Who Not Work Churches For

Open Air Meeting.

That the churches In measure are
under the spell of the party spirit as
well as industrialism and politics, was
the assertion of Kev. Perry J. Rice, of
the First Christian church Sunday
night before an audience of 500 persons
for the most part composed of women,
at the union labor service at Cleve-
land Square.

"One hundred persons cannot set to-
gether and live a month without pick-
ing up their skirts and fussing." de-

clared the speaker. "There is no
standing room on eavth for the man

woman who will not work. Mr.
Rice said. "This applies to the 'weary
Willie,' who goes from place to place
begging his bread, and to the son oJ
the rich who lives on the accumulated
wealth of his parents.

According to the speaker, there are
three stages of social evolution. The
first, he declared, was of savagery,
being the case of the savage who
worked for himself, securing his game
and cooking It by his campfire. The
second stage occurred, he said when a
man secured control of some one thing
and obtained the services of another
man to work for him. That stage he
said was slavery. The third stage,
which Mr. Rice declared was the ideal
stage, occurred when one person said
to another person: "Here is com-
modity, let us make it. Tou have skill
In one direction, and we have skill in
another" That stage, the speaker de- -
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dared, was sane, christian, and eco

stripes.

nomical.
The speaker asserted that all were

workers together, and the fact that
this was overlooked at times was re-
sponsible for the troubles between la-
bor and capital.

"I hope that the time comes," said
Jlr. Rice, "when the churches will set
a better example of fellowship than
thej have."

Mr. Rice said that he hoped the time
would also come when the strife be-

tween capital and labor would forever
be at an end. He declared that the
common job, his subject Sunday night,
consisted of working to advance the in-

terest of alL
All Laborers Together.

"A Man's Job," declared Rev. Ken-
neth Brown, of the East El Paso Pres-
byterian church, who spoke on that
subject included employment, physi-
cal, mental, vocal or and
had more significance than it origi-
nally did. There was a time, the
speaker said, when a job was held to
mean some trivial work, but later on
some persons delved in French and
found that the word job in that lan-
guage meant a mouthful.

Rev. J. F. Williams, of the First Bap-
tist church, delivered an address on the
message of the church to the laboring
man. The speaker declared that he
had plowed many a furrow on his
father's farm. It did not make any
difference, the speaker said, whethera man was a lawyer, doctor, or a
working man, all were laborers to-
gether. Jesus, he declared, was a la-
borer. "All men and women are la-
borers," Mr. Williams said, "and I am
ashamed of my sex for the fact that
the women have shown more activity
in serving than the men." The burden
of the church's message to all men he
declared was the amelioration of the
conditions of men, and "God be merci-
ful to me, the sinner."

Rev. C D. Daniel was scheduled to
make an address in Spanish "Thereare two points to my speech," he said.
"Brevity and Incomprehensibility."
The speaker then launched forth in a
Spanish oration. After he had spoken
for about five minutes he said in En-
glish: "I think I had better quit, as
there are only about seven or eight
people out here who understand what
I am saying. I hope you will go home
and say that I made a good speech in-
asmuch as j ou did not know what Iwas saying."

An improvised
babv incubator, a churn and a washtub
as the principal articles, was the means
of preserving the life of a bov baby
weighing 41-- 2 pounds, at least for sev-
eral hours.

Otto Friebourgh. living near here, was
told that the child born to his wife
could not survive unless placed in an
incubator at once. The father had no
ready cash, and when the attending
physician departed from the sick room,
the father placed the family churn in a
tub, lowered the infant in it. and poured
warm water in the tub. and continued
pouring water around the churn.

A thermometer was put in the water,
and it was kept at even temperature, as
per direction of the doctor, who. al-
though startled at the action of Frie-
bourgh, who is a homesteader, believes
the improvised incubator will save the
life or the youngster.
