"An official said that I could not find

two honest He referred to
Casas Grandes. He was a. volunteer
officer, and a federal official. I wasa prisoner and fined $500 for protecting
the property with which I was en-
trusted. They could find no law to
cover the case. I have since heard
threats made to others that they would
exrict the fine of 10,000 pesos. That
was within the last week. This money
has gone Into the pockets of the lead-
ers of the revolution. They have taken
food in the country through which
they passed. It is known that they
have not kept up the pay of the men.

"We have had regular receipts forour taxes, for the fine, and cattle
killed and merchandise taken. The
receipt for the fine gave the details of
the fine. These were to be paid In
event of the success of the revolution."

First Company Raided.
Geo. A. Laird, manager .of the Can-delar- la

company, of San Pedro, Chlh.
Said:

"Our officials are the same as the
Corralltos company, Harry Payne

Ours was the first company raid-
ed by the Maderistas. They made de-
mands upon our company for arms
and ammunition.

They looted the camp last Thurs-
day with 800 federal soldiers four
miles away. No demands were made
upon me for money.

"The motives of the revolutions were
to get away with Diaz and then Ma-
dero. That desire is general through
Chihuahua.

"There has been a decided change
toward Americans, due to the fact
that they know the American govern-
ment will do nothing and Individuals
cannot."

Question: "Were the changed con-
ditions toward Americans coincident
with the passing of the law prohibit-
ing Importation of the arms?"

"Yes, It has hurt the Americans in
the eyes of the Maderistas and Oroz-coslto- s.

Cnnnncn Allowed
"The American Smelting company has

suffered less than others, but not be
cause of favoritism. Cananea has not
been molested. From newspaper re-
ports, I believe that they have been
allowed to take In ammunition. Mr.
Houghton has made a request to have
his men to go through Cplumbus or
Hachita armed.

"As far as I know, no special favors
have been granted to any companies
in Mexico. I know that the Madero
company was allowed to take in arms
and ammunition.

George Irook Testifies.
George Look, ranch owner at Casas

Grandes, said: "The report of
the financing of the revolutions is not
true. I have had no projection what-
ever during the past six weeks. Our
worst trouble was Taft's proclamation,
telling Americans to come out. Since
then there has been a change of feel-
ing. They have taken the attitude that
no one will back us up. I had a gun
poked In my ribs. I was told to get
out. The .imerlcan National bank
sent large sums of money down there
to firnVhce the revolution."

Gougb. Was a Prisoner.
David Gough, mining engineer of

Durango, said:
"I have BDent one-ha- lf of my time in

(.Mexico. I was taken prfsoner in the
