T IS only an idle and listless aitention that is being turned to the _u.tionll!
politicians these days. Taft is very wisely—for his own good—remaining in
rotirement, Wilson ix saying a lot of things that he does not mean and will

pe ashamed of in after life, betraying unpleasant imsincerity. Roosevelt is ré-
ceiving the same sort of applsuse and hero worship as Bryan used to command,
even to the small doys bugging his kmees. Bryan is showing them all up. The
boss politicians of the three parties are quietly going about their business, heeding

Wilson's campaigning from the start has been marked by great restraint and
courtesy, and his demagogry has not been accompanied by buffconry. Taft—what-
ever else may truthfully be said in derogation—is no demagog. Ropsevelt is what
the o0ld southern blacks used to call “savigrns™—a coined word that meant scrappy,
full of ginger, sniffing battle. His party program is a curious mixture of Repub-
lecanism, Socizlism, Cerman imperisHem, and British experimental government
paternalism.

“OURMOSTIMMINENT DANGER”

Johnson Grass Spreading in This Valley. |

Ysletn, Texas, Sepl. 16
Editor El Paso Herald:

Your recent editorial, “Our Most Im-
minent Danger,” demuands Jmmediate
attention, The second paraSraph may
offend some, but It Is true,

Johnson grass makes fine hay when
cut tender in flower or early in the
milk stage of the seed, but is worth-
less, unless for fuel, papermaking, etec,
later, when hard and woody.

I have §9 acres of land In the town
of Ysleta In oultivation which Is fre
from Johnson grass, and I have been |
watching and fighting it effectualiy,
and with much concern, for four years
You state truly when you say It is ex-
tremely objectlonable on high priced or
garden land. In the El Pasp valley an
cunce of prevention Is worth a hun-
dred pounds of cure, and the following
suggestions are offered, with hope of
benefit.

Somebody, the county or eanal com-
pany, perhaps, should have all grass on
banks of canal eut, plled and burned
at once. Interested parties should do
the same slong communily ditches

At amll irrigation inlets seed shouid
be caught by mosquito wire cloth, or
roarse, open burlap, stretched over a
greater width than the gate and In
front of It, and this should bs alded
and protected by strong, open heavy
wire netting still in front of and out

of contact with the strainer to catch
and hold or divert drift material. These
screens should be watehed and kept
clean and this troulie and expense will
be infinitesimal compared with quick
return in wvalues. All matter caught
should be burned as soon s posalble.

The Johnson grass averywhere in the
El Paso and upper wvalleys should be
cut Ju=t below the surface of ground as
soon as seen, enpecinlly in dry weather
and condition of ground

Laws should be passed to cut It aut
and Iif the owner falls to do =o I
should be cut at public expensae and
the bill af cost collected from the own-
er, “his to apply to the irrigated val-
leves and not to other Innds as this
grass will prove to be the most profli-
able crop on many lands.

The careful straining out and burn-
ing of grass seed wherever necessary
from the running waters of all
streams which are tributary go Irrigat-
Ing rivers, cretks, or canals, is clearly
the most wvalusable preventive, and In
tils I find my hope since in the last
resort it is belng applied In the open-
ingz which admit the water into my
own land.

It Is pleasing to know that this grass
has been kept off of all of my culti-
vited land and that others who will
can dop the same at little expense,

Millluns of Germe.

Millions upon miliions of people do
not belleve sauch a thing as a germ ex-
ists. And when even those who are
credfted with being people of high in-
telilgence are told tlhat there are germs
=n small that tha population of a drop
of water might be a3 great as the hu-

man pedpulation of the earth, they
think It is anly & falry talse of the
medicnl world. And yet the bacteri-
alogist can tall you more about the

life babits of germs of that size than
the average reader can tell of the life
habits of so familinr a sight
English sparrow.

The gorm mey be an animal lke the
one thut causes malarin, or a vegetable
like the one that produces tuberculo-
sis. The germ may be fond of oxXygen
or ey detest [t Some of them dle In
the open air apd some dle when they
cannot gelt it Home germs are round

llke periods, others are long Ilike
daghes, and others are shaped Hhke 8
geries of commas tled together. Some

can stand si! kinds of heat. and some
can resist all kinds of cold. Some
germsa cause sgickness and others pro-
mote health.

The cro2se examiner of the luborato-
ry makesa the germ on triz] tell to
which clags he belongs. Some sbhsorb
eolors and othera do nof. and the cross

examiner forces Mr. Germ to teil to
which factinpn he belongs, . Some are
able to awim arcund llke fish in thé

waier, while otheérs are as hslpless as
a pieca of drifiwood. Some, when they
gat in a tight place where death seems
to be their only portion: form spores,
which can'stand all sorts of hardships
nd alfterward turn into natural germs
agaln.
Work of Bacteriologist,

Some of them are repelied by cer-
tain gubstances which attract others:
some can drink a carbelic acld solution
g8 we drink lemommde; while to others
it ig an fatal as arsenic to mankind.
SEome die on cxposurs [0 moisture,
while others are killed by drying. Some
are so fastidious that they must bave
the most delicate broth lumaginable to
live in while othérs can flourish llke
clams at bigh tHde on n pléce of old
ehoe leather, and some transform
starch into sugar while others manu-
facture sugar into glucose. These and
s hundred other different tralts sare
characteristic of germs, and by the
time Mr. Germ I8 made t0 Answer every
question, the bactericlogist knows ex-
actly where he balongs just as well as
the furmer kncw's a sheep from s cow.

And by the time the layman has fol-
lowed "the bacteéricloglss thirough this
course of cross examination, he cannot
fail to appreciate his wonderful work.
He Is the higRest vegetable and stock
grower in the world. He grows tens of
billions of plants and anlmals. And he
studles thelr tastes and tralts as care-
fully as ever a hotel keeper studied the
tastes of hie guests He glves them
sterilized food to eat, keeps thelr sur-

roundings = thousand times ecleaner
then 2 queen's Kitchen, Kkeeps thelr
rooms heated exactily jo their !lking,

and wsurrounds themi with everything
imaginable to make them healthy snd
pralific

When the bacteriouogist wantis to
grow a large {~mliy of germs—hea calls
it a colony—he puts some of them into
a sterilized preparation which bhardens
There Is then no chance for thelr
moving around. So sach little germ

sétties down to liself and begins to
break in two, and then each of those
pleces Intn two olher pleces and so
on, until the family becomes as num-

beriess s the sands Of the seashotre
When bhe wants to take the ecensus
of the germ population of a given col-
ony he pots them into & sterilized fuid,
adds ten tir as mucn more fTluid,
and then ten times as mwoch more, and
s0 on untll there are s0 many drops of

fluld that each can have only a few
Eermg in It., Then he puats one drop
{undier the microscope, and counts the

inhablitants in it. By the reverse pro-
ceds le |s able then to calculate math-
ematically how many germs were in
the entire colany.

Equipment of Laborntories,

In a well equipped sbocatory there
are germs of all kinds. Here is a
Ereat mass of matter on a slice of
Irish potato, It represents millions of
tuberculosls germs, each ong of which
may be seen with the hkicgh powered
microscope the doctor uses. Hers Ia o
row of little tubes with cotton for
stoppera. ach of them containg ty-
phold germg encugh to start a big epl-
demlc

Here mare some tubes conlaining te-
tanus germs, whick under a mlero-
scope, look like little drumsticks, and
tha peisgon or toxin thoy gencrate i so

rowertful that the eizhteenth part of &
single grain of it will kil a horse, &
