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PROTEST AT THE

OROZCO INCIDENT
Associated Press Telia Country of the

Affair In. Which Aged Man Was
Dragged Through the Streets.

The Associated Press, carrying dis-
patches to practically every newspaper
in the United States, bore the follow-
ing fromits El Paso correspondent
last nightr

"A strong protest of press and pub-
lic was raised here today regarding
the treatment of Col. Pascual Orozco,
father of the leader of the. Mexican
revolution, at the hands of a United
States deputy marshal and customs
guard who marched the aged revolu-
tionist through the streets from the
station to the jail, nearly causing a
riot among the hooting Mexicans 'who
followed the prisoner.

"Professional men and police have
offered to testify that 'the grand old
man of the present revolution In Mex-
ico was linked by handcuffs to an-
other prisoner not of his class; that
a cab was twice offered the escorting
officers and refused, and that no at-
tempt was made to quiet the insult-
ing remarks made by hoodlums.

" My capture Is merely an incident
in the revolution,' Col. Orozco said to-
day when seen at the jaiL My loss
will not matter. My boy with nearly
1500 men has entered the state of
I do not matter.'
I do not matter."

There is talk in El Paso of sending
a protest to United States marshal
Eugene Nolte at San Antonio against
the treatment of the aged Orozco, when
he was marched through the streets
manacled.

CoL Orozco will have to stand trialat the present term of the federalcourt on a charge of conspiracy to vio-
late the neutrality laws, for which
there is an indictment against him re-
turned by the grand jury at the lastterm of the federal court. He is named
in the indictment with Castulo Her-rer- a.

The government's case against
Col. Orozco will have to be settled be-
fore the request of the Mexican gov-
ernment for his extradition will be
taken up.

MADEUO ESDEAVORS TO
PACIFY THE MWA INDIANS

Mexico City. Mex Sept 24. Work
for the pacification of the Maya In-
dians in the territory of Quintana Roo
is being carried on energetically by
Gen. Egula Lis, Jefe politico of theterritory. A conference between thejefe politico and Gen. Cab, leader of
the Indians, is expected to take place
soon in the north of the territory. It
Is believed that a conference will end
In the final submission of the Indians
to the government under similar terms
to those set at the last conference.

About a month ago, a large band of
Indians on the coast swore allegiance
to the government and were to invoke
the name of Gen. Cab to prove thatthey were friendly Indians. It was
very difficult to bring about the pa-
cification because the Indians do not
speak Spanish and are inclined to dis-
trust interpreters.

AT DOUGLAS, ARIZ.

Colony Homes of the .Refugees Com
pletely l.ooteu or Everything or

Value Many to Settle
in Arizona.

Douglas, Ariz., Sept. 24. About 200
Mormon refugees remain in the tem-
porary camp provided for them by the
government. These people are living
on rations furnished by the govern-
ment As rapidly as possible they are
securing employment and are report-
ing this fact to the government. This
is resulting in their rations being cut
off at once. All the residents of the
Sonora colonies who lost their homes
and valuables through rebel raids, are
preparing schedules which will be sub-
mitted to the United States govern-
ment for collection. The following have
been furnished transportation recently:

At the Mormon headquarters in the
First National bank building it was
ascertained today that practically all
who will leave have already clone so.
Many of. those who remain are hopeful
of being-abl- e to return to their Sonora
homes. Others have determined not to
again trust themselves in Mexico and
will settle at various points through-
out Arizona. Those who left for Tucson
are preparing to homestead in that
vicinity. A number will settle In the
Sulphur Springs valley.

Roy Bundy, who arrived in Douglas
yesterday morning, after having
walked out of El Tigre by way of
Colonia Morelos, Is undoubtedly the last
American who has visited that section.
The tale told by Bundy is one calcu-
lated to wring the hearts of the suf-
fering refugees. He reached the col-
ony on September 18. He found about
100 rebels, commanded toy Salazar, oc-
cupying it-- The rest of Salazar's force
had gone elsewhere, presumably merely
for the time being. The rebels had
thoroughly looted all the residences of
the colonists.

"Not a single house had escaped them
so far as I could see," said Bundy.
"Every place where there was a pos-
sibility of hiding anything of value had
been entered. Trunks and boxes had
been broken open and their contents
lay scattered around the street and all
over the floors of the houses. Doors
had been broken in and windows
smashed. The work of destruction was
complete."

AMERICAN TAKEN
FROM HIS PRISON

On Demand of American Ambassador,
He Is Sent to Hospital and Case

Will Be Speedily Tried.
Mexico City, Mexico, Sept 24. W. C

Nichols, an American fruit grower for
whose release the American ambassa-
dor, Henry Lane Wilson, made a rv

demand on rovernnr Sfntlns
I Guerrero, of the state of Tamaulipas,

faaturaay, nas oeen removed rrom the
Tamplco jail and placed in a hospital
under guard. Nichols is HI and his life
was believed to be in jeopardy as a
result of his confinement.

This action was taken by order of
the supreme court judge who previ-
ously had ordered his relmprisonment,
and it has relieved a situation that was
fast becoming acute.

Governor Guerrera acted promptly on
the demand of the American ambassador
and gave assurances by telegraph to Mr.
Wilson that he would give the matter
personal attention until it had been
arranged to the satisfaction of the am-
bassador.

Ambassador Wilson expressed him-
self as satisfied for the present, but
will permit no unnecessary delay in the
turiner proceeaings wnicn ne is con-
fident will result In freeing Nichols.

REBELS RAID RANCH
SOUTH OP MARATHON

Orozco Said To Be Marching on Pledras
Negras (C. P. Diaz) Gen. Steever

Has Effective Patrol.
Washington, D. C, Sept. 24. Gen.

Steever notified the war department to-
day that the American side of the bor-
der was threatened by an attack of
rebels on Boquillas, Mexico. The town
has been sacked. Gen. Steever has di-
rected Maj. Cameron to prevent depre-
dations in the Big Bend district

Gen. Pascual Orozco continues to
elude his pursuers and is reported to
bef in the vicinity of Gen. Trevino's
ranch, 110 miles south of Del Rio, with
a thousand men. It is thought he may
be advancing on Piedras Negras.

Gen. Steever reports he now has a
continuous patrol from the southwest
corner of New Mexico to a point 30
miles below Ojlnaga and has other
troops at Del Rio and Eagle Pass.

Gen. Steever's report was from a
civilian source to the effect that rebtls
from the direction of Ojlnaga had raid-
ed a ranch of the Boquillas Land and
Cattle company southeast of Marathon,
Tex., on the Mexican side. No other
details of the road were received by
Gen. Steever and no official report was
received from the border patrol at
Marathon.

HORSES TAKEN BY
CAMPA RECOVERED

Naco, Ariz., Sept 24. Manager Wolff,
of the "R. O." Cattle company, was ad-
vised by telephone from Tucson that 15
head of the horses stolen from the
company's San Pedro ranch a few weeks
ago by Campa's rebels, had been cap-
tured, along with other things, in the
taking of Gen. Campa. Three of the
horses, customs collector O'Kelf 'said,
were at Tucson and 12 ne&a at a ranch
a few miles south.

In all, the "R. Cr company has lost
more than $5000 worth of horses from
raids of the rebels. Gen. Campa and
his men getting the bulk of them. -

TWO MEN "WANTED IN El.
PASO ARRESTED IN DOUGLAS.

Douglas, Ariz., Sept. r. D. J. Ma-hone- y,

alias R. H. O'Keere, and Robert
McDonald, alias G. J. Jones, were ar-
rested here today by United States
offical3 on information from El Paso,
charging them with conspiracy to vio-
late the neutrality laws at El Paso
on June 16, 1912.

The men were arraigned before
United States court commissioner
Sames and bail fixed at $500. They
will be given an examination tomor-
row morning. The same men were
arrested here 10 days ago with E. S.
O'Reilly on a similar charge, exami-
nation on which also occurs tomor-
row.

It is expected that Mahoney and Mc-

trial.

"BLACK FLAG" BAND
HANGS EVIL DOERS

Unique Federal Command Is Restoring
Order In Lusnna District, Accord-

ing to J. T. Cameron.
A "black flag" band Is operating

around Torreon under sanction of the
Mexican government. J. T. Cameron
says, and Its purpose Is to exterminate
the men who have been causing thegovernment trouble in the Laguna dis-
trict. The band takes its name from
the fact that it files a. black flag from
the special train which carries the
command from place to place. The
force Is a regular federal command un-
der command of a captain, but is de-
tailed, Mr. Cameron says, to hunt out
and hang all offenders against law and
order in that district.

"One of the managers of a big manu-
facturing concern in the Laguna dis-
trict told me that the black flaggers
were doing some good work in that dis-
trict. He told me of going to a place,
near Torreon, and without consulting
with the manager of the place, they
took a man from a jacal and hanged
him to a telephone pole. When the na-
tives protested against summary ac-
tion of this kind the officer in com-
mand went to the man's house and
showed them papers which proved that
he had been implicated in the robbery
of a number of nearby ranches. At
another place the command hanged one
man at each side of the railroad sta-
tion and told the natives that anyone
who cut the two men down would be
hanged in their places. They remained
there for three weeks. These troops
are operating for the moral effect It
will have upon the native element and
are ridding the country of a number
of bad men who have been terrorizing
the district.

The Madero government is now In
control of all the country to the south
and after traveling through the states
of Coahuila, Chihuahua, Nuevo Leon
and Durango, I believe the revolution-
ary trouble is permanently ended. The
people have fine crops and the coun-
try is coming back to its former pros-
perity very rapidly. The railroad Is be-
ing rebuilt north of Chihuahua and
there are a large number of convicts
which have been taken from the prison
in Chihuahua and are being put to work
on the rebuilding of the Mexican Cen-
tral. I believe that Mexico has seen the
last of the organized revolution."

While In Mexico Mr. Cameron ar-
ranged for the purchase of 50.000 head
of Mexican cattle in the state of Chi-
huahua, and these will be sent through
EI Paso to the north and middle west.

DIDAPP HAS HEARING;
BOND FIXED AT $3000

Juan Pedro Didapp was arraigned
before United States commissioner Oli-
ver late Monday afternoon and his
bond was fixed at $3000, which he must
furnish before he can gain his release.
The charge placed against him was
that of conspiracy to violate the neu-
trality laws. along with a similar
charge on which Emillo Vasquez Gomes
Is now under arrest In San Antonio.

There is some question as to whether
Didapp will be tried In El Paso or will
be transferred to San Antonio.

AMERICAN WIRELESS OS
THE ARIZONA BORDER

Douglas, Ariz.. Sept 24. Capt. Wil-
liam Mitchell, commanding the cavalry
detachment at the Hudspeth ranch. In
New Mexico, passed through Douglas
en route to his headquarters, at El
Paso. The wireless stations along the
border between El Paso and the Arizona
border have been completed, he stated.
These are located at Hachlta, Clenegas
and on the Culberson, Lang and Huds-
peth ranches. The rebels In Sonora are
receiving constant reinforcements
through Railroad pass, near Hachlta.
They are crossing from Chihuahua in
small bands and there is seemingly a
never ceasing flow of these bands.

NO FEDERALS AT MONTEREY

JOSE CORDOVA IS
PUT IN JAIL HERE

Arrested on Complaint of the Mexican
Consul Chnrslng That He Commit-

ted Mnrder In Mexico.
Jose Cordova, secretary general of

the Orozco revolution, was arrested as
he alighted at the union station from
S. P. train No. 7 from the east Monday
night by Capt J. H. Rogers, deputy
United States marshal

The charge against him was that of
murder, alleged to have been commit-
ted in the city of Chihuahua, May 15.
The charge had been filed by the local
Mexican consul in asking for the extra-
dition of Cordova to Mexico to answer
trial there.

Cordova, when arrested, had just
come to El Paso from Marfa, Tex.,
where he had been released a short
time previous on a neutrality charge.
The extradition charge had been filed
here against Cordova many days ago.

Cordova is now in the county jail,
where ho was placed following1 his ar-
rest He- - must remain there without
chance of giving bond for 40 days.

About 10 days ago, Cordova was ar-
rested by United States troops stationed
at the border near Ojlnaga, when with
Cot Pascual Orozco, sr., and several
other revolutionists, he crossed the
border. The entire five were taken to
(Marfa at the time and all have been re-
leased except Cordova and Col. Orozco.
