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WILSON SAYS VISION
PRESERVED PARTY!

Declares There Is No Democrat of Pra-den- ee

cr TheBghtf ulHens Vn'te Con-
templates Kree Trade Program.

Cleveland, G-- Oct. 12. "The vision
f the Democratic party," which he de-- (
lared had preserved It from alliance

with and domination by special privi-
lege, was the burden of an address
J'ere by Gor. Woodrow Wilson. He
performed what he designated as aceremony of introducation of the Dem-
ocratic party to some of his hearersv ho "are not well acquainted with it,"
and after an explanation of what he
contended were its principles, ex-
pressed the hope that the introductionhad been successful.

"X want to introduce you to thepresent Democratic porty," he contin-
ued, "a party that has come throughfire, has been-purifie- d, has been shown
cuch errors as It has committed in past
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years, and is now absolutely and en-
thusiastically united upon a progres-
sive program, a platform such as, the
whole country now desires to see car-
ried out. That is the new Democratic
party, new because it never grows
old; new because the principles in
'Which it is rooted and grounded never
can grow old. This is the party which
is now being questioned with regard
to its purposes by the leaders of par-
ties which are either breaking up qr
hare not yet attained to the bone and
sinew of manhood.

"These men are saying: 'If you give
power to the Democrats, you will run
into evil days. For one thing you will
have free trade.' Ah. that ancient
bogy. How long will they continue to
dress this thing of their Imagination
in the old clothes of antiquated stump
orators? There can not be free tradein the United States so long as the es-
tablished fiscal policy of the federalgovernment is maintained. The fed-
eral government, has chosen through-
out all the generations that have pre
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ceded us to maintain itself chiefly on
indirect interest of direct taxation. I
dare say we shall-"neve- see" a 'time
when it can alter, that policy In any
substantial degree; and there Ts no
Democrat of prudence or thoughtful-nes- s

that I have met who contemplates
a program of free trade.

"We are going to pull up every root
that has so spread itself as to draw
all the nutriment of the soil from the
other plants. We are going to see to
it that fertilization of intelligence, of
invention or origination, is once more
applied to a set of industries now
threatening to be stagnant, because
threatening to be too much concen-
trated. That is the policy of the Dem-
ocratic party in regard to the protec-
tive tariff, as I understand it. The
Democratic party has not proposed to
change the established fiscal policy of
this country, except where it furnishes
root for special privilege; and wher-
ever special privilege grows there
American labor languishes.

"Now, I for my part don't want to

"It would seem as if America were
about to see a generation grow up
which must be a generation of em-
ployes, unless it makes "up 'its mind to
be a generation of masters. The great
militant, fighting, triumphant Ameri-
ca the world has known and admired
is a nation of officers, a nation of
men who are their own masters, a na-
tion of men who will originate their
own processes of industry and of life,
and we shall never see he day, I con-
fidently predict, where America will
allow ifself to be employed and pat-
ronised and taken care of."
