One Corpse Has Piece of
' Wire About Neck, With

Which Man Was Hanged.

DETAILS OF THE
GUZMAN BATTLE

The dead bodies of Ma. Octavin.no
Cano. a rebel leader, and of Capt. Ra-

mon Mandragon, one of Goo. Salasar's
staff, together with 13 rebel sftid six
federal wounded were brought to Jua-
rez last night on a special tram from
Guzman, the scene of the rebel attack
and defeat. The bodies of the rebel
chiefs were put on exhibition in the
street in front of the police station,
and buried this morning at 9 oclock in
the Juarez cemetery. Cano's body had
been 'Sung to a telegraph pole at Gun-
man, and 'was mutilated and naked ex-
cept for a cotton shirt. The wire with
which he was hanged, was around the
neck of the corpse.

Some say the body supposed to be

that of the rebel major, Cano, is the
body of Octaviano Lopez, who used to
be jailor at the city of Chihuahua and
more recently a rebel lieutenant.

One young man, Aristarco Carrascoco.
is in jail in Juarez because he thought
the body was not that of Cano. With
the crowd, he was viewing the two
bodies at the police station last night.

"Cano la a younger man, and slim,"
said the young Mexican. "I am sure
that is not Cano."

Net a Big Victory.
The wounded tell details of the battle

As the
youngest witness yet to testify, Cleo
Beard, 14 years old. picked out from
the 45 defendants at the "dynamite con-
spiracy" trial today two men who she
said she saw shortly before an explo-
sion at North Randall, O., on March 25,
1911. In that explosion an ore con-
veyer was blown up by nitro-glycer- in

The little witness, garbed in a pink

dress, climbed the high wjtness chair
and, looking toward the accused
"bomb plotters," told her story. She
said with her sister she was going
along a lonely road toward her home at
North Randall.

"It was just before dark," she said.
"On the road we met the men who were
carrying a box between them. The men
were coming toward Randall from the
direction of Cleveland, O. One of them
had a funny face."

"A funny face?" asked district at-
torney Miller; "do you see him in the
court room?" '

"Yes; that's him," replied Miss
Beard, pointing to George Anderson,
of Cleveland, a defendant.

"He's the one that carried the box.
And there's another one," she added,
pointing to Peter J. Smith, of Cleveland.
"We hAii not lwtn fanmf. mnr than an
hour when the explosion, a mile awaj,
knocked the dishes off the table.'

Congressman W. R. Smith Has Re-
ceived 1W4 Applications Others

on Texas Delegation Swamped.
Washington. D. C Nov. 29. Repre-

sentative W. R. Smith, who will have
the appointment of 37 postmasters in
tte 16th congressional district to this
date has received 1094 applications
for these jobs and the applications
keep coming. All the Texas congress-
men are swamped with applications
for federal pie.

That an effort will be. made to sus-
pend president Taft's executive order
of Octcic 15, whereby about 36,000
fourth clas postmasters were placed
under the civil service, became known
when representative Cordell Hull, of
Tennessee, said the Democrats in con-
gress who are already in Washington
have conferred informally on the sub-
ject and that there was an overwhelm-
ing sentiment in favor of having the
order revoked.

Appropriations of nearly $300,004,000
for pensions for veterans of Ameri-
can wars will be necessary at the
short session of congress that opens
Monday. The unusual sum, exceeding
all ' appropriations of former years,
will be necessary to make up a defi-
cit of nearly $20,000,000 resulting from
the increases of pensions under the
Sherwood law. Estimates secured by
members of congress today indicate
that the regular pension bill probably
will carry about $176,000,060. This, in
itself, will be a record breaking
total.

HOIST FLAGS

Sofia, Bulgaria, Nov. 29. Entire di-

visions of Turkish reserves surren-
dered to the Bulgarian troops near the
village of Marhamlii between the port
of Dedeaghatch and Demotica, ac-
cording to an announcement made by
the official news agency here.

The lines of investment drawn by
the Bulgarian troops around the

Turkish stronghold of
are being tightened daily. The

attackers' trenches have now ap-
proached withinllOO yards of the city
itself and the foreign consuls have
hoisted flags over their offices so as
to prevent the Bulgarians firing shells
in their direction.

A fierce fight between the Turks and
Bulgarians preceded the capitulation
of the reserves. The Turkish force
was commanded by Yader Pasha. Two
generals. 252 Turkish officers and 8879
men surrendered.

FEAR MAY
WAR WITH

Warlike Feeling Prevails at Vienna
Following Selsurc of Durajio By

Servian Force.
London, Eng., Nov. 29. Diplomats

here said today that Servia fears Austria--

Hungary will not wait for the
whole question of the Balkans to be
considered by a conference of the Eu-
ropean powers after the cessation of
hostilities. According to Vienna re-
ports she is mobilising her army on
the Austrian frontier for the protec-
tion of her territory.
' Although a warlike feeling prevails
in Vienna and St. Petersburg, the rul-
ers and ministers of Russia and Austria--

Hungary continue working to
avert a conflict.

The Servians, ignoring the procla-
mation of Albanian independence, have
occupied the port of Duraazo without
resistance. Thus the conflict ig new
raised in acute form between Austria
and Servia and it remains to be seen
whether the Austrian government will
take cny direct action or will be con-
tent to leave the question for the
after-the-w- ar sttlement.

The Servian action is likely to keep
Europe In a continued state of anx-
iety.
