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SHERIFF'S CASE
STILL IN COURT

Case la Dismissed by the Judjre at
Florence, But Will be Filed .gnlD

Florence Court Items.
Florence, Ariz., Dec. 24. The case of

the state of Arizona vs. Jas. E. McGee,
known as "the sheriffs office case."
was dismissed without, prejudice by
superior judge Fred Sutter, of Cochise,
sitting for J. E. O'Connor, who was
disqualified en motion of' county at-
torney J. G. Bogard.

This case grew out of the death of
sheriff elect Chas. M. Foreman, who
died on the 16th of January of thisyear, before he could qualify; and upon
the state's being admitted, on Feb-ruary 14. McGee again claimed the of-
fice because no successor had qualified.
The board of supervisors did not de-
clare the office of sheriff vacant until
the middle of October, when one of
their number, F. J. McCarthy, resigned,
and he was immediately appointed to

1 the sheriffs job.
J. U. Bogard, county attorney, then

filed a quo warranto proceeding In
the name of the state, and It was this
case which has been dismissed without
prejudice. It is the intention of Mc-
Carthy to file another suit in his own
name, and this suit will be tried be-
fore judge Sutter during the latter
part of January.

In the matter of the Pinal Mutual
Irrigation company against the board
of supervisors, testing out the new ir-
rigation law of this state, while he
criticized the law from the bench,
judge Sutter found for the board as
against the company. Jamison and
Ryan, of Phoenix, attorneys for the
Water company, save notice of appeal.
