"While it is impossible to calculate
the amount of money paid by patrons
to see baseball games last season, it is
roughly estimated that the sum ras
close to $33,(HK).000, of which 'over 00

went to the big leagues and
the remainder to the 46 little leagues
of the country.

"That sum, if it is anywhere near-correct-
,

which it probably is. indicates
that baseball Is second only to tne
theater in importance as an amuse-
ment enterprise. The figures, of course,
include only the' professional clubs un-
der the protection of the national
agreement and take no account of tho
"movies" of baseball, which are the
semi-pr- o and the amateur clubs that
exist by tens of thousands all over he
land. The point is that baseball has
come to be such an important com-
mercial enterprise that the public looks
to it for its chief source of summer
amusement. Appealing to all classes,
as it does, the game is established on
a firm financial foundation, and per-
haps only those who are owners fail
to grasp the true situation.

Takes Genius to Handle Men.
"The time was that the baseball

owner managed the team and played
himself, but he outgrew that. Then
the owner was manager and finally he
retired and became owner only, letting
some one else handle the team. Fi-
nally, when the players and playing
owners developed the game to where
it began to yield huge percentages
moneyed men were willing to back the
