EXCEEDS $6,000,000

Austin, Texas, Jan. 11. The state
department of insurance and banking
has made public a statement showing
that on January 1, 1913, the total
amount to the credit of that fund was
570S.374.S2, of which $177,110.70 is cash
on hand in the state treasury and
$531,264.12 on deposit In 698 state
banks and subject to the check of the
commissioner of insurance and bank
ing. Besides, there are nine banks inprocess of liquidation, which involves
$7,195.20 of the total fund, leaving a
working balance in the fund of $701,-179.6- 2.

of which $175,311.13 is in ca&h
and $525,S68.47 on deposit in the banks.
The balance on hand In this fund is
$167,474.16 in excess of the amount on
hand one year ago. Fifty-fiv- e banks
arc under the bond system and the
total amount of the bonds reaches
$6,250,000.

Col. Clem Is the Man Col.
West Has a Medal of

Honor Army News.
Washington, D. C, Jan. 10. There isonly one civil war officer on the activelist of the army today. Col. John L.

Clem, quartermaster corps, the seniorofficer of his rank in that branch ofthe service. CoL Clem will not retirefor age until August 13, 1915.
CoL Frank West, commanding the2d cavalry and Fort Bliss, is one ofthe very few officers in the army whohas a medal of honor, awarded him bycongress for bravery in action againstthe enemy.

Commlxslnns of Officer.The army has been amazingly re-
constituted in its corps of officers sincethe Spanish war. Out of its present
list of officers no less than 3474 haveentered the service since January 1.
1898. In other words 78 percent of thecommissioned personnel have been sol-
diers less than 15 years. Only 967, lessthan a thousand, were In the army
prior to the war with Spain.

, General Officers.Among the 19 line generals on theactive list of the army there is notone who participated in the civil war,
the last one, Brig.-Ge- n. Daniel H.
Brush, having retired for age lastMay. In the list are 15 graduates ofthe military academy at West Point.All the major-genera- ls arc WestPointers with the exception of MaJ.-Ge- n.

Leonard Wood, who entered thearmy as an assistant surgeon, and
MaJ.-Ge- n. William W. Wothersnoon.
who entered the service from civil llf. 1

are two cavajry officers among
tne major-general- s, J. Franklin Bell
and William H. Carter. There is one
artillery officer in the list ArthurMurray, and two infantry officers.Thomas H. Barry and William W.
Wotherspoon. Among the brigadier-genera- ls

of the line, there are fburformer cavalry officers, three artillery
officers and six infantry officers.

Changes In the Active List.During 1912 the active list of thearmy lost 111 officers by deaths, resig-
nations, retirements and dismissals. In
1911. 108 officers left the active list:in 1910, 102: in 1909. 133; in 1908, 139;
in 1907. 120. and in 1906, 153.

As 96 West Point cadets were gradu-
ated and appointed to the army lastyear, there is a net gain to the activelist of 37 military academy graduates.
This is an increase of six over thenet gain of 1911. There were on Janu-ary 1. 1913. 1921 gradutes of West
Point on the active list of the armv.
considerably less than one-ha- lf of allthe officers.

Appointments to the Army.
Two hundred and twenty-si- x new of-

ficers were appointed in the army inthe calendar year 1912. Of that num-
ber, 184 were commissioned seeondlieutenants, and of the 42 other ap-
pointments, 38" went to the medicalcorps as first lieutenants, and fourwere chaplains, j Ninety-si- x of the ap-
pointments were graduates of WestPoint, 16 were from tho ranks in thearmy, and 135 were from civil life.Four of those credited to civil life wereformer midshipmen.

Resignations.
The number of officers who resignedtheir commissions in the army in 1912jumped to 17, as against 11 In the pre-ceding year. Of those who resignedlast year, four were captains, sevenwere first lieutenants, five were sec-

ond lieutenants, and one was a chap-
lain. One officer who left the service,a medical corps first lieutenant, was
jn.icr rcH.piuiniea. aeven ot those whoresigned were graduates of WestPoint, two were from the army, andeight were from civil llfe.
