HEAVY INCEEAiE IN
CATTLE IMPORTATION

More Mexican Cattle Are Brought in
Monday Than on Any Day With-

in a Year aad a Half.
Cattle importations through the local

port have increased remarkably during
the past few days and more cattle were
moved into El Paso from Mexico on
Monday than at any other time during
the past year and a half. The Cameron
Cattle company imported 53 cars from
the Benton ranch near Chihuahua, and
H. M. Stonebreaker brought in 723 head
of calves which he purchased at auction
in Juarez.

On Wednesday. CoL C. W. Rush will
import 750 head at Lajitos. Bryan
Cartwright will import a large buneh
at Presidio on Saturday, and the Morris
Land and Cattle company will make a
large importation at ' Sierra Blanca on
April 17.

The Corralitos company is preparing
to ship out 10.000 head of cattle from
its Chihuahua ranches early in May.
This company has already sold 4000
