- of the third special session of the
Arizona legislature, to begin Monday.
Representative Don Babbitt, Demo-
cratic floor leader in the .house, thinks
the session will occupy about three
weeks.

Senator C B. Wood, the Nearest
enemy of president M. G. Cuimifr, says
that the wi-r- k should be finished in
15 days. Senator A. A. Worslev. vh,i
holds the record for freak bills intro-
duced, predicts that the session willlast 3w days.

No one thinks the session will be
concluded under two weeks, thoughsome say that the legislators could
clean everything out ol the way in lesstime if they took the notion.Whispers are heard that some r h
law makers expect to make laws afull 60 days more. None of them havepublicly made such a prediction, how-
ever .

ChHner to Become Unpopular.
If they should, remain in session 68

days the legislature would be even
more Unpopular, than it is now. Itcan be said that a great majority ofthe voters agree with gorernor Hunt
mai me soions could have done every-

Sale of Timber.
Not until the very last day was

any bill passed providing for the sale 1

of timber on university lands. The
University of Arizona owns hundreds
of acres of timber land in northern
Arizona and is badly in need of funds.
The Davis senate bill that was passed
in the house the last day of the ses-
sion makes it possible for the land
commission to sell university timber
in lots of not more than 15,000,000 feet
to an individual, who must cut it all
within three years. The sale of this
timber should- - prove an important
source of income to the university.
But no timber can be sold till the, leg-
islature meets again and passes some
kind of a law for the continuation of
the land commission. At present the
commission is in rather a peculiar po-
sition. Though its three members
were appointed to serve till the first
of 1915, the appropriation made for
the "commission ran out March IS. Un-
til the legislature passes another land
commission bill, that body must simply
mark time. Whether the commis-
sioners will be paid for the time be-
tween, March IS and the day the new
bill becomes effective is uncertain.

- Hours For Working Women.
The eight-ho- ur bill for women did

not get through. It was passed in
the house but an effort to suspend the
rules and place it on third reading in
the senate failed Monday. Now repre-
sentative W. F, Brooks, author of the
bill, says that he is going to intro-
duce one that is more drastic and will
apply to women in all kinds of employ-
ment. The other bill did' not apply to
stenographers and bookkeepers, but I
only girls in factories, stores ami tele- -
phone exchanges.

Senator C" B. Wood will reintroduce
the revenue bills and probably a tax
levy measure. Senator H. A. Davis will
reintroduce senate bill 75, for the con-
tinuance of the land commission. Sen-
ator A. A. Worsley hap not announced
that he will try to get any freak bills
through. Roberts may try to force
through Ills land leasing bill, but that
is not likely. He had so much trouble
in getting the senate to pass it and
it met with so much opposition in the
house that he knows its chances would
be slim.

General Appropriation.
No program has been mapped out for

the reintroduction of the general ap-
propriations bill, senate bill 150. It
passed the senate but was much amend-
ed in the house. Then the senate re-
fused to concur in the amendments.
There it stood when adjournment was
taken. Several members of the house
want this bill to originate there at
the next session, but the senate finance
committee may beat them to it. If
the finance committee does reintroduce
it in the senate, the house" amend-
ments will be shared off and the whole
fight will be gone over again. Chairman D.
Roberts, of that committee, thought
that the bill called for entirely too
much money when it passed the senate

COLOUITT HJIS

General Irrigation Bill Also
Receives His Approval;
Vetoes Two Measures.

MAY TRY TO CUT
NUMBER OF COURTS

USTIN. TEX, April 3. GovernorA1 Colquitt today approved the
Burges-Harr- is general mining

bill, which liberalizes the present min
ing laws of the state.

Governor Colquitt today also ap-
proved the Burges-Glasscoc- k general
irrigation law, which bill provides forthe creation of an irrigation board tocontrol the distribution of the watersof the state.

Vetoes Two Bills.
Governor Colquitt vetoed two billstoday, one being the senate bill, amend-ing the law creating the state veterin-ary board. This bill sought to exempt

it um its operation certain veterinarysurgeons who had practiced for threeyears in the county of their residence.
The governor objects to this bill be-
cause it discriminates in favor of a
certain class.

The other bill is the Mendell house
bill providing for the redemption by
the owner, of lands or lots heretoforesold to the state for delinquent taxes.
The governor points out that this billseeks to amend the law so as to givepersons four years in which to redeem
such lands, when the constitutionplainly limits the time to two years,
therefore, he holds the bill is unconsti-
tutional.

The governor also indicated that he
will veto the Boehmer illiteracy bill,
which prohbited one person' from as-
sisting another in the preparation of
his ballot.

Plans to Reduce Courts.
Governor Colquitt may recommend

to the special session of the legisla
ture next Jv.iy the passage of a bill
providing for a - redisricting of the
supreme judicial districts of the state
with a view of the nrobable reduction
of the number of courts from eight to 1

six. He indicates this in his message
filed with the secretary of state in
which he disapproved the bill which
sought to create the ninth supreme,
judicial district to be established at
Beaumont. The governor points out
the various measures passed by the
33d legislature in the interest of ju-
dicial reform and which will have
the tendency to reduce the labor of the
courts of civil appeals, and in his
opinion, "will enable the legislature to
anonsc two of the courts of civil ap
peats we already nave. '
