Fifth, the majority of voters seemed to be impervious to the arguments of

the supporters of the Citizens' ticket.
Sixth, the Citizens' tkket was blamed for the closing of the saloons on

election day.
Seventh, almost all the lawyers in El Paso are after seme office and couldn't

afford to duck.
Eighth, Highland Park didn't vote the way it was expected to vote.
Ninth, East El Paso did net cast enough votes for the Gitiiens' ticket to pull

it across.
Tenth, down in tbe elder parts of town the Kelly ticket seemed to comprise

the men that most of the voters down there preferred.
Eleventh, most of tbe independent voters did not show up at the polls, because

they had not paid their poll taxes.
Twelfth, tbe Citizens' tkket people respected the speed limit while the Kelly

ticket didn't.
Thirteenth, the women for the most part made their men folk vote for the

Kelly ticket instead of for the .Citizens' ticket, otherwise the result would hava,
been different.

Fourteenth, it was a windy day and the "ring'' Democrats are longer on wind
than the other people, because of longer practice.

Fifteenth, tie "Danger" sign in front of tbe 16 th precinct polling place scared
off a lot of wise guys who thought 'there was dynamite stored there.

Sixteenth, the number of split tickets was surprisingly low, and it is upon
split tickets that any independent ticket has largely to depend.

Seventeenth, thousands of voters not fully understanding how to make out
their ballots took; the first column and ilet it go at that, when they saw the names
that were printed there.

Eighteenth, the majority of voters failed to read the "handwriting on the
