AIRSHIP IS PROVED

an,4 W- - S2- - Sherman on their re-cent flight 'bitween Texas City andban Antonio. Texas, and return havebeen forwarded to secretary of warGarrison by Gen. George P. Scriven,chief signal officer of the army, to--getner with comments on the flightby Gen. William H. Carter, command-ing the Texas division.
General Carter's comment was thatthe flight had fully demonstrated themilitary utility of the aeroplane.Lieut Milling drove the machine, atractor biplane, the whole distance onthe round trip. The flight startedfrom Texas March 31. The distancebetween the two points was 224 miles,but on the first trip the aviator re-

mained up an hour after they arrivedat San Antonio, unquestionably break-ing the world's record for distancewith pilot and passenger.
Lieut Sherman, in making the map

of the flight, used an ordinary cav-alry sketching case. The drawing
board was placed parallel with thebody of the aeronlane. and ih mai.direction taVen from the compass.
There was a small scale map of thegeological survey for a general guideand check map. In making the sketchmap the fliers used a tiny scale, show-ing that this method would be prac-
tical over an unknown country, wherethere was no check map available.Captain Cowan of the signal corps,
reporting on the flight, writes:

"This would have been considereda remarkable performance under themost favorable conditions, but whenthe barograph record is examined andthe fact that the trip was made overunknown country is taken into con-
sideration, the perfcrmai.ee must beacknowledged as a remarkable demon-
stration of courage and rkill in hand-ling aeroplanes.

"The map made by Lieut. Sherman.while crude, really contains much in-

tract comprised in this unit is about
5,000 acres. It has all been cleared,
ditched for watering, and most of it
is now cither in alfalfa or grain. About
500 acres will be planted in coKton.

A 14.000 acre tract owned by George
P. Blair and an associate of the Imper-
ial valley in California, is being re-
claimed and cotton will be planted on a
portion of the tract

The Tucson Farms company has Jost
bought the 4,000 acre Sahuarita ranch,
20 miles south, from George M. Holmes

150.000. The larger part of the tract
is in cultivation, and the remainder will
be brought under irrigation and placed
in crops.
