BlSBEE WOMEN TO BE
URGED TO REGISTER

Three Women Deputies Will Canvass
District to Get All on the Regis-

tration Rolls.
Bisbee, Ariz.. April 23. A meeting Is

to be held at the commercial club at
which arrangements will be made to
have three womfen deputised by the
county recorder so that they may can-
vass the district and get all women reg-
istered. So far about 200 have regis-
tered, but it is believed that not less
than 1,500 in the Warren district are
eligible for the franchise.. Local jus-
tices of the peace are keening their
offices open evenings to aid in getting
a large registration.

At a meeting of the Elks, orders
were given to the trustees to pay off
the last $2,800 worth of stock out-
standing.

Comparatively f-- outgoing
passenger tickets were sold, another
sign of prosperity for the W arren dis-
trict, as there is always a general ex-
odus from a mining camp during dull
times. Of the freight handled the
largest single item was ore, of which
more than 300,000 tons were shipped to
the smelter at Douglas.

EL PASO COUXTY SIIKBP
AND WOOL STATISTICS.

The proposed tariff schedule now
under consideration by congress, put-
ting wool on the free list, is of interest
to the sneep growers of El Paso coun-
ty. The present tariff on wool is,
approximately. 11 cents per pound. The
quality of wool clipped in this county
is not of record. Jftut the clip per sheep
per annum amounts to about 5.1
pounds.

There are 8488 sheep and goats, val-
ued at $21,042 by the federal census
department, on tne farms and ranges
of El Paso county. The annual wool
and mohair production is valued at
$3039 and 716 sheep and goats are sold
and slaughtered each year, and their
total' value is $1775.

The number of these animate on the"
farms and ranges of the entire state
is 1.808.709, which have a value of
$6,301,364. The production of sheep
and goats is 591.976 annually, valued
at $1,361,544 and the state's yearly wool
production is valued at $2,267,308.
