on farm bill. There was no division on
either.

The Senate.
The tax levy bill made its appearance

w the senate. It was drawn by the tax
eommiefeion, introduced by senator C. B.
Wood labeled senate bill No. 75, and
referred to tbe finance committee. This
is merely a formal measure, providing
for the lev yinp of taxes in 1913 and 1914.

House bill No. 17, tbe election code,
was read a third time. Breen. Brown,
Hubbell, Willis, Lovin and Sims voteo
asjainst it, because of the educational
qualifications for voters. There were
only 12 se ators for it and there are
19 members in that bod', iarrison was
absent- - The bill has an emergency clause
and 13 votes are necessary to pass an
emergency measure. II. ItT Wood savea
the situation by changing his vote In
order that he might move a reconsidera-
tion. He made that motion and final
action was deferred till today.

House bill 31. defining the powers and
duties of the land commission in the
selection and administration of state
lands, was passed without division.

The Brooks bill, for the issuance of
$350,000 worth ot bonds for buildings
at the university and two normal school,
was referred to the appropriation com-
mittee.

Corporation Commission Probe.
Most of the time of the members of

the house Saturday was taken up with
an "investigation" of the state corpora-
tion commission and with hearing argu-
ments by shippers for the inclusion in
the corKration commission code of a
clause fixing 15 cents a ton mile as tne
minimum freight rate that can be
charged in this state. Just one pofnt
was made bv the shippers against com-
missioners W. P. Geary and A. W. Cole,
against whom the guns of the Maricopa
Count" Commercial club are directed.

This ponit was that the commission-
ers hu.e been slow in proceeding against
the Kay & Gila Valley Railroad com-
pany for publishing rates in excess of
the maximums allowed in the commis-
sion's recent class rate order. Commis-
sioner r A. Jones, who did not sign
that order and published a dissenting
opinion, declared that, in his opinion,
the R. fc G. V. is clearly in contempt,
in having published a rate of 40 cents
a ton mile on first class freight. On
tbe stand Saturday, before the code re-
vision committee of the house, commis-
sioner Cole explained that the law gives
the commission 30 days from the time a
new tariff is filed to investigate its rea-
sonableness.

Roland Johnson, who did most of tbe
questioning for the shippers, asked Cole
a number of times why the new rates
had not been suspended and tbe investi-
gation made afterward. Cole replied
that he did not think it within tbe nrov--

j ince of the commission to take any such
action, wonnson aroused Coies ire by
asking him if he was not acting as at-
torney for the Ray &, Gila Valley. Com-
missioner Geary asked commissioner
Jones if he was representing the Marf-cop- a

County Commercial club, of which
he was formerly traffic manager. Jones
renlied that he was representing no one
except the people of Arizona.

Representative Barker announced that
he had received a telephone message to
the effect that the R. & G. V. would
cease to do business as a common earrlei
if the new rates published by that road
were lowered. Both Jones and attorney
general Bullard stated that no road could
cease to be a common carrier without the
consent of the corporation commission.

The ostensible purpose of the hearing
was to present to the code revision com-
mittee of the house reasons whv the old
15 cents a ton mile maximum should be
placed in the corporation commission
code.

The only provision ffiJit McKinleycounty will ask in the expenditure ofthe $5000 is that the state highway
commission give it credit for thatamount. The legislature at the last
session enacted a bill appropriating
$10,000 for the road from Los Lunasto the state line, providing the peoplealong the route should raise an equal
amount.

The bill did Hot specify how muchwas to be raised in Valencia county
and how much in McKinley, but a
tacit agreement is understood to ex-
ist that each county should put up one-ha- lf

of the sum. This is the reason
that McKinley wants credit for theexpenditure of $5000, according to Mr.
Cotton.
