The fire dropped through to the
first floor and basement, where the
cold storage plant was located.

When the north side cornice dropped
onto the roof of the Moffitt store, it
went through to the ground and start-
ed a blaze there, 'which was soon ex-
tinguished.

Authorities Are Now Dis-

cussing Plan and Are
About Ready to Act.

TO CARE FOR THE
INDIGENT SICK

for the erection of a joint
PLANS and city hosptUH at a total

expenditure of approximately $75,-00- 0-

are now under discussion between
county judge A. S. J. Byiar and county
commissioner James Clifford, repre-
senting the county, and mayor C E.
Kellv acting for the city. The stipu-
lated price includes the building,
equipment and property. Judge ISylar
and commissioner Clifford, who were
appointed by the commissioners' court
at its last session to take up the mat-
ter with the city have already talked
the proposition over with the mayor
and a definite agreement is expected
to be reached today.

The county will have $30,000. the
amount of the bonds that were voted
to be issued last year for the estab-
lishment of a poor farm, to expend. In
the event the city joins the county in
the erection of the hospital, these
bonds.-- it is stated, will be taken up
with money in one of the various coun-
ty funds. They may be purchased by
the county with a part of the sinking
fund. At the time the bonds were
voted, the law did not authorize the
county to expend the amount for hos- -
pital purposes, ana tne plans men were
to establish a poor farm and a hospital j

in connection. The legislature at its
last session passed what is styled the
McGregor-Colqui- tt hospital and dis-
pensary law, which places upon the
county the duty of establishing a coun-
ty hospital. With the passage of the
law, the proposition of the county and
city erecting a hospital is again re
vived. Five years ago when mayor
Kelley was first in office, the joint
hospital was discussed. It reached the
stage where the property on South
Campbell street adjoining the jail, was
considered as a site, but the law at that
time prohibited the county bunding
hospitals and the matter was dropped.

In discussing the recent hospital law,
judge Kylar said: "It is an excellent
law and places upon the county the
duty of establishing a county hospital
which will be placed under the man-
agement of a board of five, two of
whom are to be directors. It also pro-
vides that at least one member of the
board shall be a woman.

"The law provides that it shall be
lawful for the commissioners' court to
cooperate with the proper authorities
of any city Baring a population over
10.080, in the establishment and equip
ment of such a hospital. There Is also
the provision that the county shall not I
pay for tne care ana treatment oi any
one in tne nospitai wno nas not oeen
a bona fide resident of the county for
at least one year.

"Perhans some division of the work
may be made . between., . the - city and
county along tne resident ana nonresi
dent class of patients.

"It was the intention of the county
to use part of its $30,000 poor farm
bond issue for hospital purposes and it
will probably carry this purpose into
immediate effect. There has always
been much uncertainty as to the duties
of cities and counties in caring for the
indigent sick, but as this law has
cleared the situation, I am in favor of
acting at once and establishing an in
stitution tnat will comply wun me
McGregor-Colqui- tt law."

DELGADILLO IS HANGED
DECLARES INNOCENCE ON WAY TO SCAFFOLD

Al ALBUQUERQUE JAIL
K. M--, May 16. Demedo DeJgadillo, 26 years old, a nativeALBUQUE3QUE, Mexico, was hanged in the Bernalillo county jail yard this

morning for the murder of Mrs. Soledad Zarrasino de Pine, which occurred
in Old Albuquerque on September 21, 1912. DelgadiBo protested his innocence aa
he walked to the scaffold. The trap was sprung at 5:09 and life was pronounced
extinct by physicians 10 minutes and 30 seconds later. The neck was broken in-
stantly by the fall.

Deigadilto met death coolly, and as the noose was adjusted about his neck
said he had no final statement to make. DelgadiUo was convicted entirely on
circumstantial evidence and his case was not taken to the supreme court.

Governor McDonald refused to commute the death penalty to life imprison-
ment, although petitioned by many to de so. The governor joined a statement,
declaring he had investigated the ease thoroughly and was convinced of the man's
guilt.
