"Washington's Reply to Pro-
test Against California Act
Is Not Satisfactory.

REFERENDUM VOTE
IS HOT FAVORED

Japan. May 22. The reply
TOKIO, United States government

to the Japanese protest in regard
to the California alien land ownership
legislation, in saying that it does not
involve any violation of the treaty be--
tvteen the United States and Japan, has
caused gre it disappointment in official
and other circles here.

The Japanese foreign office consid-
ers it unsatisfactory, as it does not
mention an intention on the part of
the at Washington to take
official steps to nullify the act passed
by the California legislature.

The Japanese foreign minister is
urging upon viscount Chlnda, Japanese
embassador at Washington, the neces-.-i- tj

of pressing the Japanese interpre-
tation of the American-Japanes- e
treaty.

secretary of state Bryan's proposal
to refer the question to a referendum
in the state of California is not ed

with favor here, as the result is
considered doubtrul.

Discaarage Agitation.
Tokio morning newspapers agree thatthe question of the alien land ownership

legislation in California has enteredupon a second, more difficult and more
important stage, since it is directly be-
tween the Japanese and American
gvAernments. They warn the public
upon thoughtless agitation, pointing
out that this would now be interpreted
as being directed against the Ameri-
can nation and not California alone.

The situation, they aver, demands
the most careful and most conscien-
tious consideration on both sides lest
it lead to deplorable conseauences.
The consensus of opinion is that sinceu ashington has gone on record as be-
ing against the legislation, it is rea-
sonable to believe the American gov-
ernment will po further to nullify it.

The newspapers emphasize the ur-
gency of determining the causes and
sources of the anti-Japane- se feeling in
the United States and the desirability
of efforts to remove them.

War Talk Nat Uademtaed.
The war talk emanating from Eur-

ope- and reaching Japan by cable is
nut understood in official and other
circles here The atmosphere Is calm
and ejreat reserve is shown.

Some of the newspapers, however,
have be'gun to speak out more freely.
The leading daily newspaper, the Osaka
Mainishi, finds amusement in what it
calls the American fear of Japanese
agKression It says

' All Japan wants for the Japanese is
equal treatment with white men. Ja-
pan's progress has reached the point
where she will no longer consent to
discrimination being shown her sub-
jects

The general hope is expressed here
that the reply sent from Washington
1:-- not America, s final word, especially
as the United States government, by its
intervention in California, inspired th
belief here that it would adopt strong
measures in behalf of the Japanese.

Treat tm Biataaiaey.
It is believed in Japan that the diffi-

culty will eentually be settled by di-
plomacy, but the question of how Ja-
pan is to proceed next is a puzzle to
the authorities Japan is a stranger
to the technicalities of American laws
and does not see her way clear to take
the initiative in a lawsuit, while na-- t

onal patriotism prevents a formal re-iju- eit

that naturalization be granted,
w hich would mean the virtual expa-
triation of Japanese subjects.

Public opinion, however, seems to be
in favor of a demand for naturalization
as the most feasible means of satisfying
Japanese prestige.

Fear Actiaa By Radicals.
The opinion in official circles is that

the nation has been led to expect some
action by Washington and if nothing
should be done from that Quarter theJapanese public, which has remained

aim and dignified, is liable to become j
Kreatly irritated. One official said to- -
day:

"Foreigners say that the Japanese are
superstitious and super proud. This"ay be true. We do not care for thematerial losses incurred. The present
libue strikes us on our most vulnera-
ble point, namely, our national honor,
and any attack on that is like plunging
a dagger into our vitais.nf rnnrso it is idle t tniir r.t war
but I think that in justice to the Jao- - !

anese it should be pointed out that the i

iuiet expectancy of the people is more
important than the irresponsible war
talk.

If the Americans understand this,
the will likewise understand why the
failure of a response to the Japanese
appeal Is likely to result In some es-
trangement of the traditional friend-
ship between the United States and
Japan.

Much of the last session was taken up
with the consideration of the Salt
River project. Louis J. Hill, supervis-
ing engineer for the southwestern dis-
trict, was closely questioned upon his
answer to charges contained in the re-
port of the congressional subcommit
tees investigation, which answer he
had previously submitted to the secre-
tary.

Lkm Defends Service.
During the cross examination of Mr.

Hill, secretary Lane said a few of the
most reassuring words that the recla-
mation officials have heard throughout
the hearings. Interrupting examination
of Mr. Hill by attorney O'Brien, of the
department of justice, who apparently
was seeking to show that the engineer
had been arbitrary and inconsiderate
in his dealings with the farmers, thesecretary said

"The best thing that has come to me
from these hearings is a restoration of
confidence in the ability of the govern-
ment to undertake big enterprises. I
am convinced that we have reached a
point where we can say that the gov-
ernment can do things, and do them as
well and with as good business manage-
ment as private enterprise. It must be
added that there is much to learn."

Secretary Lane added that he had re-
ceived complaints before the hearings
which had shaken his confidence in the
service, a confidence which, he inti-
mated, he would have surrendered the
"lore reluctantly were it shown that
the reclamation service was a failure.

"We might just as well give up all
thought of government enterprise, of
the construction of a government rail
road in Alaska, and the like, had this
service been a failure," he declared.

the several times he has been upon
the stand. The engineer has answered
most of these questions with patience.
though. at times, he has shown irrita- -
tion. At the last hearing Mr. Barrett.

ests in that country were. Mr. Hill's
frankness of statement in answer to
this question disconcerted his examin-
ers. He drew a memoranda from his
pocket and proceeded to read into the
record a detailed statement of all prop-
erties, stock and cash to his credit, and
when, where and how he obtained them.

Senator Gallinger presided
at the conference, which was attended
by 31 senators, among them senators
Cummins. Sherman and Norris. a Pro-
gressive Republican.

The conference developed the unani-
mous opinion that publicity headquar-
ters should be opened and the cam-
paign committee formed at once.

It was planned to call the joint cau-
cus next week.

Senators who attended said that the
meeting was harmonious and that this
was indicated by the appointment on
the conference committee of both old
line and progressive senators.

There was discussion the action of
Democrats in cancelling pairs for

executive sessions and it was decided
that each Republican senator should
take care of his own case.

The conciliation committee of Pro-
gressive Republicans named by senator
Sherman as the result of the recent
Chicago conference, to urge a national
convention next fall, will meet here to-
morrow for formation of a national
committee.

PRISONER HURRIED
FROM TROUBLE ZONE

CITY. Mo.. May 22.--A
KANSASof 500 negroes surrounded

the Flora avenue police station
In the negro quarters of this city to-
day howling for the death of Wesley
Robinson, one of their race, who last
night confessed, the police say. to slay-
ing his wife and daughter with a
hatchet last Saturday night. After a
determined stand by the police the ne-
gro was hustled through the mob to
a motor car and carried to police
headquarters.

The negroes, armed with dabs, as-
sailed the police station and one of
them demanded that Robinson be
turned over for them to "deal with."
A squad of heavily armed police was
sent to the station but before it ar-
rived the emissary of the mob had been
thrown into the street and the pre-
cinct patrolmen were in control.

Jennie Hill, a negress, whom, in his
confession, Robinson is said to have
implicated in the murders, was eon-fin- ed

in the women's cell in the same
police station. Her screams could be
heard above the mob's cries. A doacn
or two negroes remained about the
station making threats.

DENIES STEELTRTJST

New York, May 22. James A. Farrell
president of the United States Steel cor-
